The Contrasts Between the French and German
arces,

A correspondent of the London Times 8ays he has
had every opportunity, from the numerous knap-
gacks lying about, both Prussian and French, to go
thoroughly Into the question of equipment, e says:

The French soldier, though a smaller man than
the Prussian, carries altogether about eight to ten

unds more on his back. This I8 accounted for by

{8 fourth portion of the “tente d'abri,” and a some-
what walfmu-r equipment in his cooking utenslia,
But, take him from top to toe, he I8, withoat any ex-
ception, the most practicaily dressed and thoroughly
equipped maodel that can be produced. His head
dress is light and pretty: his long gray coat, relleved
by the different facings, {8 warm, and at
the same time, from (t8 looseness, cool; his
trousers are large and loose; and fnally
we come to the much.vexed question
of the Infantry boot, which, In all hamllity, I declare
has only been successfally arrived at by the French,
In the first place, It is a simple shoe—imagine an Ox-
ford shoe withont laces, and you have the exact
type; over it he has a galter of brown leather, Incing
up to about fonr inches above the ankle, thus ren-
dering a strong support and holding the shoe firmly
in Its place. The shoes, from the small amount of
gtuff about them, ¢an be mada of the stoutest leatner,
and 'ﬁu be half the welght of any infantry soldier's
that I have ever yet seen. Moreover from the fact
of their belng 80 open, they are dried inhalf the time
that It would take to dry even a pair of shooting
boots. The gaiters are made of supple brown leather,
and take up no compnss in the knapsack ; the shoes
lle on each side of it, outside., Another advantage
is that on comlng oif @ march the soldier takes ofr
his galters, and is lnstantiy in most comfortable
slippers, while In wet weather the trouser can be
tucked up clear of all mud, still leaving a well-
protected leg. 1 have heard it said, “Oh, but the
mud gels into the gaiter)” Whatif it does? It ia
waslhied out at the end of the march, and At for use
in twenty minutes afterwards. When I compare
the shoeing of the French sgoldler and think of the
thonsands that England has spent on the very
[ndiderent article she now gives her men, It really
maker one doubt whether the clothing de-

artment at home have ever dreamt or look-
ng at anything buot their own secaled patterns,
Prussia knows full well how far her rival excels in
military equipment, but cannot afford to alter her
dress, except by degrees. She was, I belleve, onthe
point of forming some new alterations when this
unexpected war broke out.  But we at home, wnpo
hopplly are at present free froin war—though
Heaven knows how long W iay continne so—might
itnot be Wiseto NAVE some trisls made of the
French pattern while we have time, by whieh means,
when marching to the front became necessary,
hundreds of men more would be brought into
action, who from the present state of their ¢clumsy
foot-gear would be sltcing helpless objects on every
ambulance?

Passengers proceeding
to the frontier are compelled to take the llnes
that go throungh the cities of the north of France.

The People Downenast.

The people thronghout France are downcast
in consequence of the absence of all organiza-
tion in both the military and civic departments.

There is

Ne Public Confidence
in the chiefs of departments, and the universal
sentiment is that of inexpressible hopelessness
and yearning for a constitutional head who shall
bring them out of this terrible chnos into some-
toing like order. In the provinces, generally,
there is a prevailing impression that could a
leader be found like the First Napoleon the po-
litieal and social condition of France could bLe
speedily retrieved.
Desire for Peace.

Prominent amidst all this discussion there is
a universal desire for peace. It is now known
that Bismarck will not consent to the signing of
any treaties for peace unless those treaties have
the sympathies and confidence of the people of
France.

The Feellng In Belgiom
Is gtrongly in favor of the French. This is well
known in France, and 100,000 men could casily
be found in Belgium to fight for the defense of
France, but there is no one sufficiently influen-
tial and powerful to organize and lead them.
M. Thiers and Earl Granville.

The degotiations for peace that have been
tarried on between Thiers and the British Gov-
ernment terminated without any result favorable
to peace, Earl Granville, the English Foreign
Secretary, informed M. Thiers, on behalf of her
Majesty's Government, that all interference
having for Its cbject terms of peaceful settle-
ment between France and Prussin must be posi-
tively declined.

Thiers expressed to Earl Granville his regret
at the unsatisfactory termination of megotia-
plons, and he reminded the Foreign Becretary of
the continuous efforts manifested in their seve-
ral interviews when terms were proposed to be
submitted to each of the belligerents by which
a satisfactory peace might possibly have re-
gulted. Lord Granville, with courtesy pecu-
liarly his own, remains firm and immovable in
the positien he had taken in reference to peace
negotiations,
