The Royal Insurance Company with its report
for 1869 completes the history of operations for
a quarter of a century. Its twenty-fifth annual
exhibit vindieates the past, and is rich in pro-
mise for the fature. The whole record of the
Royal demonstrates a steady financlal growth
gcarcely disturbed by the fluctuations of busi-
ness. It present stock cach caplital s partly
aurplus capitalized, and the annual dividend
for the twenty«fifth year is equal to twenty-five
per cent. of the caplital as paid in by the share-
holders. At the close of 1868 the Royal had,
by the American standard, a net earned surplus
over capital of #1,07,273, dedacting all lite
and fire Nabilities, The special reserve surplus
ind o one of this company, set apart out of
prafite  to guard the eapital from
impn rment, was Increased through the
results of 1869 by the splendid addition of
8591,880. This reserve now amonnts to a sum
nearly equal to the cash capitnl. Total assets
about nine million dollars.

The fire department shows for 1500 a less
ratio of loss to preminm than the business of
the previons year. With such a wide distribu-
tlon of hazards, excessive losses in any particu-
lar country are generally compensated by suc-
cesses elsewhere. The heavy American fire
losses of 1869 of the Royal, merged In the vast
extent of the underwriting, have a very slight
effect upon the aggregate result. Amerlcan
policy holders will appreciate the value of a
security which Is lifted out of the contingencies
besettioy fire Insurance here. In insurance as
in war, the more avenues for resources that are
kept open the better the chance of ultimate

ralviy. To give an idea of the details of the
Fovals i sition, we pregent an abstract of the

The directors have the pleasing duty of re-

business,
FIRE DEPARTMENT.

The premiums for the period amount to .£485,-
180 Ha, 9d. ($2,425,000), and the losses to £200,-
085 108, 11d. (#1,453,425), being an increase of
premium and a decrease of loss, as compared
with the corresponding totals of the preceding
t velve months. [he net profits of the depart-
ment, including interest, amount to £73,151 3a,
5d. (#390,770), With a single exception, this Is
the largest surplus that has been announnced as
the result of a year's operutions since the esta-
blishment of the company; and it is satisfactory
to state that most of the branches have contri-
buted to it in some measure, the American de-
partment being the only important one that
shows a small adverse halance.

Your directors bave repeatedly had to refer
to the fluctuntions to which fire insurance busi-
ness s exposed. The year now under review
Bbas been marked hy the absence of fires of any
gerlous extent: but it has been succeeded by a
period equally distinguished for the number and
severity of the losses whieh have occurred
in various parts of the world. The Royal
has shared in many of these, and so favorable
& report as the one now presented cannot, there-
fore, be anticipated for 1870.

LIFE DEPARTMENT.

It will be in the recollection of the share-
holders that the resnlts of the quinguennial
valuation of the liabilities of this department
now fall to be reported. Your directors feel
that more than the unsual interest attaches to
this investigation, in consequence of public
attention having been prominently drawn, dur-
ing the past twelve months, to the financial
position of life offices by the failure of one large
company and the rumored difliculties of
others. For the Dbetter seeurity of the
public a bill, which has just received the
approval of the legislature, will compel all life
companies to publish, periodically, important
information respecting their financial position
and the means they possess of meeting their e¢n-
gagements. Your directors approve of the salu-
tary provisions of the measure which enforce
the publication of accounts upon all compa-
nies; and, iv order to afford an adequate con-
firmation of the accuracy of the statements of
this company, your directors have adopted a
further check, which they are satisfied will
commend it to every shareholder and assurer.
A valuation of the life liabilities has been made
by the ofticers of the company as heretofore,
and a totslly independent valoation has been
obtained from Mr. Samuel Brown, one of the
most experienced actuaries of the day. It is
satisfactory (o state that the two valuations
were nearly identical in their resalis, although
in the one case each policy was valued sepa-
rately, and in the other they were grouped in
classes according to ages.

It j8 unuecessary to enter upon the details
here, as they are given fully in the accompany-
ing reports by the manager and consulting actu-
ary, and it only remains to make the announce-
went that the amount of profit accraing to the
thareholders for the transactions of the last
five years is £81,933 6s. 8d. ($400,665). The
