R‘he firat thing that strikes the eye 18 the profusion
of stalned glass of variegated colors, The windows
on either side of the chancel, six feet by four in
size, are marvels of artistic gkill. In either window

are 365 pleces of stained giass of dlferent colors. A
centre medalllon in each conslats of BIxLy three
pleces in a space of sixteen inches in diameter, One
of these medalllons represents a descending dove
surrounded with anIrms. and the other Agnus Del,
or the Lamb of God, both emblems belng beautifully
wronght. ;

The groundwork of these windows Is composed
of diamonds with ruby-colored centres, fringed with
rich bine, The ?llmm composing these diamonds |s
corrugated, which gives a peculiariy-jawealled effect
to them, and around them, or surroanding the edge
of each window, Is o rich green border representing
a vine, The fnuem effect of these wind ws I8 ro-
markably brillinnt, and through them .. s asoft,
subdued Lght, in admirable Keeping 4 ita the sacred
charncter of the bullding.

The other windows In the lower part of the church
are compoged also of stalned glass, with medallions
of fowers in thé upper and lower sections, sur-
rounded by rich variegated glass of alternate colors
ruby, green, purple, ete, These windows are -thlwi
Into two sections, one-half of the lower section
swinging npon venfl!m.mg pivots, which ayolds the
necessity for welghts, and produces an excellent
eflect, he windows in the galleries are of the
same general character, but have butl one sectlon
eacl,

The chancel has been newly frescoed and ex.
tended, and is covered with a bright vermililon
Brussels carpet of nandsome design, I'iVe beautl-
tifully-made olled walnut ehairs, covered with vel.
vet plugh of a rich dark color, are placed in the
pulpit and chancel. The pulpit 18 of most beautiful
and graceful design, and painted white, tipped with
gold; it 1s ornamented with Corinthian s862oil- work,
and contains a desk so arranged that gAs jets shed
light on books or manuscript placed on it, while the
jets are hildden from the view of the congregation,

in front of the pulplt in the centre of the chancel
is placed a handsome table, painted white, plcked
with Fnld and covered with a siab of white [tallan
marb'e. lI'he gas-fixtures throughont the bullding
are entirely mew, those (n the body of the church
being triplet st;lle of burners and containing gronnd
glass shifics, The organ has been completely re-
palred, repainted, and ornamented. The walls of
the entire Interior of the church are painted a dove-
colored tint relleved with white, Itogether, the
audience-chamber of this cnurch {8 scarcely ex.
celled for veauty and comfort by any other in this
city.

Such are the general features of the improve-
ments to this place of worship, which has occaplied
& most conspicuous position tn the Methodist Kpls-
copal denominaetion in this city, being the first Me-
thodist pew church ('m.m.rliﬁllm'l south of New Eng-
Innd and which was founded Ly the venerated Dr,
John Kennaday, and which had mmmfz 18 (irst pas-
tors such distingutshed Jights of Methodism as Dr.

For many years Trinily Charch has been a prin-

THE COAL TRADE.

The Trade and Its Prospects—The Sltuntion In
Schuylkili—(uotations, Ete.

The trade at this port 15 reported in a slightly bet-
ter condition, but with no change In prices as yet.
The fall demand has now commenced, and a some-
what better business s looked forward to for the
rest of the month. The fear of a possible partial
strike next month has the effeot of adding some-
what to the demand,

In the Lehigh region the trade is sald to be in
about the same condition as it was during last week,
The business done was not extraordinarily ‘large
consldering what I8 generally expected, but lasy
week there were 2000 more tons lhlppe«i from Le-
high than from Schuylkill, This 18 largely owing to
the aavanced rates of toll on the Keading road,
This advance has not been very favorably received
in any quarter. ‘The market at the present timecan
1l aord it, Beside the talk of the stoppage by the
men on account of & too low rate, there are also ru-
mors of a stoppage by the operators, so that the
prices may be run ap sufliclently to cover the ad-
vance. VYery many concede that Scauylkill cannot
long Keep up at present rates, and a better market
18 much longed for,

There is still some si of trouble among the
Bchuylkill men, though the more sensible of them
are advising that no nlorgmgc be made on the part
of the men even if the September rates are much
lower than those of August, It has been sald, and
Fosmhly truly, that the men have had enough str[klng

or the Ereuuut, und will continue work. Time will
show what the issue will be. They Certainly would
Ehow common sense by so dolng,

§iThe men, however, generally regard the late
agreement in the uth of & bilg mistake, and so
express themselvea, Some few advise one another
very sensibly that If this one mistnke has been
made, it 18 O reason that they should rush bliadly
into another by striking again. This {8 as od
advice as hns come from that source for a long time,

The drought has seriously Interfercd with the
operation of some of the Schaylkill collleries, Some
have not safllclent water to supply their bollers by
reason of the diminisiing and drylng up of the
mountain streams,

MEETING OF REPUBLICAN CONFEREER—ALt noon
to.day a meeting was held at the Bingham House,
Eleventh and Market streets, of the Congressional
Kepublican Nominating Conferees of Montgomery
and Lehigh counties, 'Mr, George W, Corson in the
chair, These counties constitute the Sixth Congres-
sional district.
