A Letter to the Warkingmen,

The following letter from the Hon, W. D. Kelley,
giving his views upon the coolie lanor question, will
e rend with Interest:— .

writh the silent conterpt with which I have hitherto
groated such aspersions; but these falscheods are da-
signed and intended to aftect your rights and Inter-

“spopmanschoop has left for California, but will
be back again in Uetober to break ground in New
York for the introduetion of this mogt valuable and
richly productive labor, We trust that he will not
be allowed to depart without sﬂving us an experi-
mental guota, at least, of his first cargo.

Was there ever perpetrated a viler and more fla-
grant forgery than this? But, amuzed at this proof
of the reckless audacity of Mr. Thomas, some of
vou may &2k whether he hus made no honast uo-
tation from any paper or gpeech ol mine on this
subject. It you do I reply in the negative. 1 have
exnmined every production of his that 1 have been
able to tind, and they are soattered broadceust, with-
out discovering & single honest quotation. The
nearest rurPrmmh to ft 15 in the following Instance,
whioh reminds me of the story of the disputant who
undertook to prove the truth of athelsm by & quotas
tion from the Bible, and sought to makeout his cuse
by referring to the \Mt four words only of tha text,
which say: *“T'he fool hath sald in his heart ‘There is

Thus, working men of Philadelphia, I have, as
briefly us | could, brought to your attantion a pow-
erful " couspiracy against you, and disclosad the
weans by which the couspirators hope to Induce
you to exercise your political power agalnst your-
selves.
