The London Saturday Review says; —

In justice to the people, we must recollect
the circnmstances uvder which this terrible
oxperience came upon them. Only a few
days before, Saverne had seen the French
regiments marching throngh ite strests with
jsunty step and joyous conlidence. Then all
of a sudden, without warning, in the twink.
ling of an eye, they were back again; but in
what a plight !—straggling fragments of
broken battalions, wmanned, lmping, aod

famisked, whole companies destitnte of offi- |

cers, carts full of wonnded, men and even
officers begging bread from door to door. We
bave French evidence that MacMnhon's re-
treat from Woerth was an utter ront; and the

anie of n shattered army which fled even be-
ore the dnst raised by one of its own
divisione, thioking it the enemy, could not
fail to infeot the population. M. About and
M. Texier have both described the scenes
which followed. The inhabitanis, suatching
np their children and such small gools as
could be carried, rushed from their homes,
scarcely knowing whither they wera bound,
falling in exbaustion by the wayside, encamp-
ing for the mightin the mud aud rain, in
utter helplessness and despair.  **1 knew not,”
says Texier, “‘where wo were going, bnat |
went with the crowd, What acrowd! 0Old
men, women enrrying their infants in long
clothes, little girls of fonr years old clamber-
ing slong paths fit only for the chamois,
cries, tears, desolation. They had taken
everything they could take, and more than
they could carry, The men staggered under
their Liurdens, the very children had gheir
loads,” This wns only a type of many similar
scenes. Whole villages and aven towns took to
therond nsthe tide of panic flowed on. At Mul-
honse a few energetic citizens barricaded the
streets against the flight of their townsmen,
and forced many of thew to stay against Lthair
will. Nancy surrendered to a handful of
Ublans. Little more than a hnondred Pras-
sinns Llook possession of Luneville, the chief
eavalry garrison, the Canterbury of France.
Epernay is almost the only instance where
the people themselves have made front against
tbe enemy. Everywhere else the Prussians
themselves have been amazed sud even
alarmed at the absence of resistance. The
very wording of their proclamations to the
inhabitants of the invaded districts ex-
pressed the apprehensions which have been
#0 strangely disappointed. There have been
grumblings at the amount of the reqgnisi-
tions, curses not loud but deep, a scowl on
the public face, but few overt acts of vio-
lence,

Sarprising as all this may appear at first
right, especially in the case of so prond and
spirited a nation as the French, it admits of
ensy explanation, Notbing conld be more
unjust than to asoriba it to any want of
conrage on the part of the people. Their
behnvior has been only the natoral and inevi-
table conscquence of the poliecy of their
Government., For eighteen years they have
been drilled and disciplined into apathetio
ond unressoning obedience. They have not
only been asked but compelled to trust every-
thing to the Emperor, the great citvepronenr
de saiut publie, who made pational safety,
like tobacco and the post office, a Govern-
ment monopoly, The people were disarmed,
the I\'ulionn‘l Guards curbed and paralyzed,
the press gagged, political discussion pun-

We hear of rothing of the
kind in Metz, where Lhe Gnard i8 sarronndwld
but the acconnis from Sedan are heartbraak
ing to the friends of France—infinitely more
dmghoartanlng than any number of defeats

of faleshood, that a most dangerous spirit has
extanded itself. Themen ars without raspaast
for their officers, abnse them —especially the
renerals—with savage freedom, and on the
first reverse insult and even fire upon
them. All aocounts whatever—M. Joanue-
rod's, Dr. Russell’s, the Koglish correspon.
dents’, the (erman correspondents’, even
the I'rench eorrespondents’ of English papars
—are all unanimons on this point, that india-
cipline hias crept into the French army, with
its invariable consequances —inefMciency, dis.
order, and relnctance ta act exeept when the
advantage to be gained was visible to the
soldier, while many of them speak of nctaal
hatred existing between the officers and men,
Take this single statement out of a dozen, It
is from a correspondent of the 7 legrap’, an
officer who served throngh the Crimsan war,
who is therefore not moved by a little tem-
porary disorder, and who entered on his
mission a profound beliover in the perfection
of French military organization;—*‘1 eonfess
that some of the rm-aﬂntienu made by the ra-
gimental officers—by men whose wonnds and
mutilations bore testimony that they, at any

rate, had borne their share of hard knocks |

—quite startled me, and reminded me
of much that was brought to light
in the Bengal Armny after the great mntiny of
15857, 1 am quite prepared to have mach,
if not all, that I bave written above, not only
disputed, but flatly contradicted ia England.
But I can only say that I bhave chapter and
verse for every word | bave written; that my
informants have bLeen officers of all ranks;
that 1 have here, at Sedan, and elsewhere,
spoken to nearly a bundred officers upon tha
subject; that not one of them hns differsd,
even in degree, from what the others had re.

Nothing in the history of this wonderful
war bas so astounded English readers. as the
stories constantly received of the deciine of
digcipline in the French army. It was no
donbt well known to men who try to ascer-
tain the facts of things that the discipline of
that ermy was peculiar—widely different, for
exnmple, fromw that of Englishmen or Prus-
siaps, Frenchmen in a hostile conntry are
very apt to get out of hand, to suraggle and
plunder, and commit ontrages which exaspe-
rate the population, and even in battle they
claim a right of opinion, of deciding whether
they will or will not go under fire, which in
most aruies would produce mere anarchy.
There were whispers during the Italian war
of exteaordinary scenes in the way of strag-
gling, and after 1559 murmurs were heard

sbont an  entirely new evil having
made its appearsnce — a spirit  of
ipsubordination in home ecantonments,

leading to outrages upon the neighboring
villages. Some very strong representations
upon this subject at one time reached Eng-
land, snd attracted attention at the Tuileries,
but the esprit de eorps in the French army is
so stropg that it was considered advisable to
bush np everything, It was, however, bs.
lieved that sll these breaches of discipline,
straggling excepted, had two canses,—the
imperfection of the commisgariat and the celi-

He was apprehedded soon afier the acei-
dent, but untll fall Inquiry has been held it woul |
be unfair to attach any blame to him, Tne mall van
was smashed to atoms, vat the malls, though
wet, were saved., The Injured passengoers
were five in number, but thelr names can-
pot be ascertpined, They were attended by
Mr, Ruffe, surgeon, Tamwortli, and a medical gen-
tieman from bBirmingham. Mr, Ituffe reports that
the injurfes are not of a daogerous natare, Father
Ring, a friend of the deceased Father Healey, re-
celved some contusions, 1t was reported that a lady
passenger was missing, bul late in the alternoon a
tele was received that she had reached her
destination in London, There were about thirty
passengers, and all, with the exception of the three
dead and five injured, proceeded on thelr journey
by the pext train to London. The up line was
blocked for three or four kours oniy, and 1o Inter-
ruption took place in the trafe on the down line.
Three or four of the carriages were completely
smashed, but those near the end of the train were
apparently uninjored,
