Covenant jnst means God's plans, fixed In
eternity, being unfolded in the promlses and
confirmed by sacrifices. God's great purpose
from eternity wos thatan inberitance should
be possessed by Abraham and his seed, in whom
all the families of the earth should be blessed.
A promise to this end was given In Fden, re-
newed to Abrabam, then to David. The whole
arrnngement of the Jewish ceremony, called
the old covenant, or arrangement, were the
same promiges handed down by types instead of
words; the confirmation of these promises was

Christ's sacrifice, of which the smoking
furpace and burning lamp were types,
like as were the sacrifices. An ordinance

of coufirthation, relating to the same pro-
mises, Is still keplt up in the Lord's S8upper;
which, while reminding of Ilis sacrifice smél of
the security of God's promise, by repeating, as
often as we parlake of it, “antil my eouﬂng
again,' still carries us on to llis appearing a
gsecond time without sin unto salvation, when
shall be the execution and full operatioa
of Hieg everlasting, ever new covenant! I will
put my laws into their mind, and write them in
their hearts,” ete. I will sprinkle clean water
upon them,” (Exod. xxxvi, 23). I do not see
any difference between covenant and testament;
for a will is simply the promise of a free gift,
with the promise well secured. The will ma

be made and secured many years before itls
executed,

SUMMARY OF CHUROCH NEWS.
————
EPISCOPAL.

—It is stated that Bishop Doane, of Albany,
has approved of a new Epigcopal Prayer Book
to be uszed in his diocese. He has added the
celebrated “‘Scoteh oilice” of the Holy Commu-
nion, in which the objective aund real presence
of Christ in the sacrament is taurht,

—Professor Willlam Woodrnff Niles, of
Trinity College, Conunecticut, was consecrated
Bishop of the Episcopal Diocese of New Hamp-
shire, on the 2ist of September, at Concord,
New Hampshire.

—The dispute between the adberents of Co-
lenso and the orthodox Bishop Macrorie still
continues in the diocese of Natal in South Af-
riea. It has lately taken the form of contesting
one another’s right to otliciate at funerals in the
cemeteries, Mrs, Colenso has held a bazaar to
raige funds to repair the damage done to the
cathedral in one of the late disturbances, and
has obtained, with the help of friends in Eng-
land, €800 for the purpose. Bishop Colenso de-
livered a long address at the fifth session of the
Church Council of his diocese on May 3ist. It
consisted for the most part of comment on the
new ‘‘Church of the province of 8outh Afriea"—
an organization gevered, as the speaker sald,
from the mother Chureh of England, and gov-
erned by rulee whicli are In some respects
directly at varlance with the laws of that Church.
For instance, the clergyof **the Church of South
Africa” are forbidden to celebrate marriage
between persons the divorced husband or wife
of eitherof whom is still alive. The new church,
he maintained, wns by this rule ‘‘only treading
in the steps of the Church of Rome.” Fora
breach of this Injunction, formal admonition or
guspension for a term not exceeding six months
is prescribed: thus “is a new erime lnvented for
the clergy of the church of the province
of Bouth Afriea which would be no erime
at all in_a clergyman of Chuarch of
England." Referring to the Bible revision,
Dr. Colenso said it was desirable, and was
“absolutely required for the needs of the present
age. Bot that any number of bishops should
undertake to say that when the labors of euck a
committee have been completed, every line and
letter of what remains—including some pas-
sages, no doutt, upon which the opinion of the
committee will bave been very much divided—
i to be received henceforth as tbe infallible,
eternal word of God, would be somewhat ridicu-
loug, if It were not profane.” Addresses to the
Archbishops of Canterbury and York, and va-
rious resolutions couched in the spirit of the
Bishop's address, were adopted unanimously.

—The English *‘Azsociation for Promoting the
Union ot Christendom" have arrang-d to hold a
serles of services in and around London of the
most advanced rituallstic character, and are
gtill carneetly striviog to bring about the union
of the English Church with the Roman Catholic
and Greek Churches, notwithstandiog the pro-
mulgation of the doectrine of infallibility.

—The Diocese of Nebraska has unaunimously
chosen Bishop Clarkson as its dlocesan.

PRESDYTERIAN,

—At a late meeting of the Lafayette, Missourl,
Presbytery (Declaration and Testimony), seve-
ral new church organizations were reported. The
Salem Church was reported as having come over
unanimously, and wag by s unanimouns vote re-
celved from the New School. The Central
Prairle Church, nine miles north of Pleasant
HIill, was reported and received. Tne Nevada
Church, at Nevada City, county seat of Ver-
nou county, and Virgil Chureh, ‘at Virgil City,
were reported aud received.

—Union Thkeological Beminary, Vi
opened on the 165th of Beptember, with
one students on the ground, and enough ex-
B?fm in o short time to increase the number to
