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THE CHARACTER OF NAPOLEON 111,

A writer in the (Falary in 1866 gave an
account of the dally life and character of the
Emperor Napoleon, which is doubly interest-
ing now, coming as it did from one whose
intimate associntion with the Tuileries ena-

bled him te spenk from personal observa-
tion:—

Heis short of stature, but broad and stont.
In fact bis torso is that of a man of six feet
high and well-proportioned. His arms ate
long and musenlar, the hands bony and
sirong, but his legs are very short —remark-
ably 80 from the knee down. Riding on
horseback, the Emperor appears to great ad-
vantage; in fact, while sitting, he prodoaces
the effect of a large-sized man. When risen
1o his feet, however, he seems unaccountably
short of stature.
fact, nnd is fond, on all public oocasions, of
appearing on horseback. His walk is not
dignified—he waddles. That this may not
be too noticeable, his Aajesty has adopted
a slow, steady paee, from which he seldom
departs. His face is rather long, and ren-
dered more so from the tuft of beard grown
npon the chin, and which he twists to a point
with cire a moustache, His moustaches are
long and likewise twisted to a point, giving
to the countenance a sharper character,
nose is aquiline, and his eyes are small and
far apart. The countenance has a decided
Jewish east, and his enemies say that this is
quite n natural result, There is, with bat
rare exceptions, a cold, hard, indiflerent ex-

ression in his eyes—which are of a dull,
eaden gray—and the whole appearance of
the wan is one to chill and repulse the be-
holder. All this changes, however, the mo-
ment he fmiles, Then he seems” attractive;
the well-shaped mouth assumes an expression
of kindliness which is as beautiful in the
otherwise unattractive countenance as is the
most clearly defined and vivid rainbow neross
astorm-darkened horizon. There is, in the
firm set of the head npon the broad ann short
neck, evidence of strength and power; and in
the calmness and quiet of the Emperor’s man.
ner lies the secret of his influence over more
impulsive and less reserved natures. Able to
restrain and govern his own ewotions, he
naturally controls those of lesser wills; hence
the mastery he exerts ever his immoadiate fol-
Jowers and adherents. But few of them, how-
ever, are strongly attachad to him, and hs is
undoubtedly well aware of the fact, Ila has
but little faith in human nature, and no be-
lief in human attachments. To secnre the
continued fidelity of those who sarround

bhim, he bestoys upon them continnad
favors, I have heard parsons
who had remained by him

threugh his good and his bad fortune com-
ment upon the fact that he never seamod to
trust to their love or affection, but always
dwelt upon the principle that in their support
of his plans and purposes they were but ena-
bling him to reach a position which would
insure his power to confer upon them snitable
rewards., Bince his accession to the throne,
Napoleon has kept near him those who were

plishment of the plot. Not, however, as is
well known in France, from any feeling of
gratitude, but simply becanse in the transas-
tion of the coup d'etat there took place cer-
tain things of which the Emperor nowise
desired the publication. Hence it was a
matter of policy to conciliate these people,
and they were the recipientsof imperial favors,
dealt out in no niggardly manner. Prominent
among the individuals in gquestion were the
Counts de Morny, de Persigny, Walewski,
General Flowy, Mocquard and others, all of
whom benefited vmdy. Bat they knew to
what they owed the Imperial kindness, and
but felt assured of its continuance so long
as the power of Napoleon was not affirmed
beyond the reach of scandal, That they pos-
sessed doouments and proofs which the Em-
Eeror deemer valuablo or dangerous may be

elieved from the fact that the moment he
heard of the death of Mooquard, who was his
private secretary, he at once repaired to his
apartments and took possession of, and car-
ried away, all his private papers. The same
thing oconrred when Count de Morny, or
rather Duke, as he had become by favor of the
Emperor, died. His l\'laij‘esty drove to the resi-

e

dence of the Dun and ransacked
his poapers, There were undoubtedly
in the keeping of thogse men

ave secrets, hence their tenure of office and
avor, He bas undoubtedly been, on many
oecasions, kind and generous where the re-
cipients of his benefits had no eclaim upon
him, but, as a general thing, these acts of
kindness were not without an arriere pensee,
No sovereign now existing has a keener
knowledge of the effects to be produced upon
the masses by the semblance of generosity
and the determination to recognize merit, In
France there were never so many rewards,
s0 many decorations, so much advancement
given to lesser officials and to soldiers and
non-commisgioned officers, But this does
not proceed from an overflow of gener-
ous sentiment. The Emperor, in pursning
this course, merely seeks to attach the people
to him through their interests,

I mentioned above that Napoleon smokes
incessantly. He does this to excess, seeming
to enjoy the quiet, dreamy state into which
the tobacco plunges him, e uses cigarattes,
larger than the usual size, aud for honrs has
one lighted in his mounth. As the fire ap-

roaches his fingers, he abstractedly takes
From the packet near him a fresh cigarstte,
lights it, puffs volumes of smoke from nose
and mouth, and leaning back, seems to take
Flﬁuure in being half hidden by the vapor,

e laughing!y asserts that in these moments
of abstraction he forms his plans for the
fature, and that he owes his snccess in life
to the more than ordinary amonnt of reflec-
tion indnlged in during these dreamy inter-
vals. Of course I have no intention of cans-
ing it to be understood that such familiar re-
marks were made to me by the Emperor.
Faots such 88 the above I glsaned from con-
stant intercourse with his most intimate fol-
lowers and friends, who are fond of expatiat-
ingiupon his peouliarities,

o one except the Englishman Kinglake
has ever expressed m{m:lonbt regarding the
personal courage of Majesty. IHe has
evineed on many ocoasions a coolness and de.
termination more remarkable than any im-

ulgive or hasty daring. I remember staud-

He, how-
ever, has his wnoments of fear, At timea he
is oppressed by presentiments, and at these
ods becomes morose, unapproachable, ex-
oeedingly bitter and sarcastic in his address to
those who surround him, His immediate aur-
rounders give him all the solitude he desires
when these fils are npon him, and thronghoat
the palace les jours noirs de sa Majeste —the
Ewmperor's dark days—have a decided infla-
eénce. When he becomes more cheerful, the
fact iz evinced by his ordering a shooting ex-
curaion, during which pastime he is as nearly
gay as one ever sees him. He pelects his
favorites to accompany him, and with a sort
of morbid pleasure trudges throngh the
I covers to be hunted over so rapidly that his
followers soon beoome worn ont. His strong,
short legs seem never to weary, and as he
notices the lassitude of the others, ha smiles

| grimly, and if they fairly break down, the
smile becomes a chuekle, Tae servants
in the palace tell many amnsing stories
regarding the queer doings of the
Emperor when (he morose fit . i8 upon
him. They say that in his ro) n he arranges
things to suit bimself —hngs Lis engravings
and family portraite, places the furniture, and
siles away his letters and papers. So long as
lm is, in his way, cheerful, he seems satistied
with the disposal of the rooms: but during
“‘the dark days” he takes down the pictures,
moves the forniture and the books, all the
while grmmbling and growling at himself. On
these occasions the .onaifre d'lwtel of the
palace is in despair. The dinners are always
“detestable,” the wines “‘sour’—in short, the
great "*‘Cusar” is a8 fretful and whimsical in
his blues as the most petted and spoiled girl,
By contrast, at other times ho eats and drialks
anything, makes no complaint, and gives less
trouble than the most insignificant member

| of his hounsehold.

I might cite many little incidents to prove
that Napoleon has no very fine feelings, but
the following will suffice. As is well known,
be is fond of riding and driving splendid
horses. Naturally enongh, one wonld sup-

pose that when these Iatter have done him |

good service, in fact been nsed up by his
ovarridinf or overworking them, for the rest
of their lives they would be well taken care
of. Nothing of the sort; no such good for-
tune awaits them. I have seen horses which
for years had borne his Majesty faithfully,
ending their days in the shafts of a butcher's
cart. The moment they are no longer up to
the mark, they are given away or sold for a

| trifle. They must no longer cumber the Im-

perial stables. This fact spesks volumes in
proof of utter gelfishness and want of senti-
ment on the part of the Emperor. A gentle-
man’'grants a home to a dog or ahorse which
bas been faithful and true. He sees to it
that after their toil and service they may end
their days in comfort. As far as Napoleon is
concerned, the dogs are shot and the horses
seld. Were il necessary, I conld enumerate
instances in which the coldest treatment to

| men who had been devoted and true, but
mainly serviceable in the successful accom- |

were no longer needed, proved that Napo-
leon is not overburdened with kindliness, and
that he is a stranger to gratitude,

Napoleon has one fixed idea which has al-
most become s mania; that is, the discovery
of some terrible engine of warfare, some ex-
traordinary musket or cannon, He" is theo-
retically and practically one of the most
skilful artillerymen of the day; and he bends
his energies towards the perfection of that
branch of military science unceasingly, It
will be borne in mind that he was the first to
use rifled cannon, to the efficacy of which he
owed in a great measure the brilliant series
of victories which marked the campaign of
1859 as one of the most successful the French
may boast of.

On his return to France the Emperor was
more than ever occupied in examining into
newinventionsof cannon and firearms, and for
months he and Colonel Fave, one of his
favorite aides-de-camp, passed hours each day
making experiments. At the Tuileries, at
Fontaineblean, at Compiegne, and at St.
Cloud, there are rooms which may be termed
arsenals, so filled are they with the arms
which the Emperor has invented, bought, or
received from those who are aware of his
passionate desire to examine and try every
:])Gcieﬂ of fire-arms. He is somewhat of an

chemist, and at times diligently endeavors
to fabricate explosive snbstances of unheard-

of power; but the constant requirements
of office, the routine of Imperial life, take
him away perforce from these cherished pur-
suits, and of late ill-health has put a stop to
his experiments of the sbove nature, He
has numberless models of iron-olad vesssls,
and but few would be inclined to believe how
much treasure has been spent in endeavoring
at the national ship yards and foundries to
carry out the Emperor's ideas of what may be
done in the way of producing a resistless and
monster iron man-ef-war, These experiments
are kept secret, as thay enerally fail, but
tne determination of his Majesty is not to be
repressed, and he will doubtless keep on in
his search after the terrible until death ghall

RUSSIA,

Her Milltary nnd Naval Foerces.

The Russian fleet consists of two great
divisions—the fleet of the Baltic and that of
the Black Sea, Each of these two fleets is
again subdivided into sections, of which

boats, and similar vessels,

According to an official report, the Rassian
fleet consisted last year of 200 steamers,
having 18,000 horse power, with 2205 guns,

besides 20 sailing vessels with G5 guns. The
greater and more formidable part of this
navy was stationed in the Baltie, The Black

Sea fleet numbered 1:: the Caspian, 30; the
Siberian or Pacifie, 40; and the Lake Aral or
Turkistan squadron, 11 vessels. The rest of
the ships were either stationed at Kronstadt
and Bweaborg
European waters,

The iron-clad fleet of war consisted at ths
commencement of 1868 of 21 vessels, with an
aggregate of 141 guns,

The largest of the iron-clads are two armed
frigates, the Sevastopol and Pojarski, The
Sevastopol nearly equals the British iron.
clads Black Prince and Warrior in her dimen.
sions, and exceeds those of the I'rench Giloire
and Normandie. At the time of flotation the
Sevastopol measured 300 feet in length, and
her greutest breadth is 52 feet § inches. - The
ship draws 20 feet at the peop and 24 at the
chainy, Her plates are 4} inohes thick, fast-
enod to a double vouting of teak from 6 to 0
inches thick.

The Inperial navy was manned at the be-
ginnin 1867 by 60,200 satlors and marines,
under the command of 3791 officers, among
whom are 119 admirals and generals.

Russia controls in time of war an army of
more than 1,000,000 soldiers, while she haa a
navy capable of obstruoting ecommerse and
inﬂﬁ:ting extensive injury on an enemy. The
annual expenditure for the army is §30,000,-
000, and for the navy 15,000,000,

Russia bas been recen:ly adapting hecself
to the present system of warfare. The army
was to bave been fully supplied with new
weapons by AFril last, and by the end of the
year the War Departinent would have at its
disposal 695,000 breech-loaders —G22,000 nac-
cording to the Krink system, and the rest
according to the Berdan,

The artillery branch of the service has re-
oeived special attention. Th2 mountain and
field artillery are now completely supplied
with improved bronze guns of calibre from i}
to 0, rifled, breech-loading, and mounted on
iron carriages. Tho siege and battery guns
for the attack or defense of fortified places
and the coasts comprise rifled mortars and
guns fram S-inch to 11-inch calibre, throwing
projectiles up to 550 pounds. The nse of
prismatioc powder is now general, and the
manufacture is being extensively carried on
at the Okhta Works. Tha foundries of
St. Petersburg, Briansk, and Petrozadovsk
are capable of supplying 500 ecannons per
yvear, The factory at Vassili Ostrow already
turns out 300,000 cartridges per diem, and
will shortly be able to furpish 500,000, The
small arms manufactories are able to trans.
form in twenty-four hours 2000 muskets of
the old pattern to the rapid firing system of
Kruka, and the number of continnous fire
mitraillenses, whose range exceeds that of in-
fantry weapons, is amply sufficient for all
eventualities, New establisbments are
being formed at Krasno-Selo, Riga,
Moscow, Warsaw, Wiloa, Kharkow, Ka-
zam, Odessa, and in the Caucasus.
Finally, the Academy of Artillery, of
which Lieutenant-General Platow is ths
director, is in a perfeetly satisfactory state,
as is shown by the constantly increasing
standard of instruction amongthe cadets, sub-
officers, and troops. The Imperial Corps of
Engineers, at the head of which are placed
the Grand Duke Nicholas and General Totle-
ben, is also progressive, and its literatare, as
well as the works executed by the corps, tends
to show the immense progress which military
science is making in Rossia, New defenses
in iron are to be placed at Kronstadt, to resist
the attack of iron.clad vessels, All the pon-
toon detachments have been provided with

| iron boats, and 1000 submarine torpedoes are

now manufactured annually.
