Btill, there 18 & grea® waat, which every
Plhitlade!pilan morea or lees feels, aud that (s, that
we have no spaclons public squares where the peo-
pie atlarge can throw off care for o thime sad en oy
a bricf scason of lelzare, and it was a pity tlat
William Penn, when he designed the city, had 1ot
left o large area in the miklst as a breathing spece
that could then esstly have bren done al a small
Cost,

As the guestlon now stands, we must do the hest
that we can, and pot weddle with those that we
have, ‘This Is particutarly the case with Waslilogton
and Independence Sqguures, and there are nany rei.
sons why these pieces ol grosod shouald not be
touched, but ve leil ao open and publte green fors
ever, Toany one who will for a moment glance at
the pagt, It will be exceadingly plain that such were
the intentions of the ralers of the clty who lrst
planned and execated the present bulldings, The
first act was passed in 1789, when an appropriation
of £2000, 'ennsylvania enrrency, was made, to build
a State Honse, lo Andrew Hamtlton, Thomas [ aw-
repce, and John MeCully, to superintead the pew
bullding, und carry out the actof Assembly., Noe
thing we=< done il 1750, when the lot on Chesnat
sireet was purchased, and in 1744 the suilding was
fintshed,

But the positlon of atalrs was excsedingly dimer-
ent from what it now 18, T'ne eity was small, Parts
that are pow thickly sctilel were then vacsnt lots,
Trinity Church, at the corier of SiXth and Sprace,
wis 1o 1753 consldered ont of town, aud 43 4 matter
of course there were, excepting o few shautles, no
dwellipgs west of that edifice, and as n matter of
course the State Honse was then the ceutre of the
city, and 80 remained for more than halfl a century.
In 1588¢ Teuth and Chesput was reputed the exuct
centre.

But from that lime the path of fashion took a
westwardly direction, and trade followed lu its
wake, Vacant lots, which before had besn considered
as of little account, were now thrown 1onto the mar-
ket, and realized lnrge sums for thelr owners, The
munsions which previousiy bad been the abodes of
the wealthy and aristocratic were now converted
into stores, aud other great alterations made. The
popilation of the ety rapldly inereased, rallrosds
snd freight stations sppedred (o the weatern part ol
the city, and the grection of bulidings of all kinds
cirenlated & prodiglous amount of capital,

‘The Couri House, lu the mean time, had not cir-
responded Lo the wants of the community. ‘I'he ac-
commodations here are still all wolally Insunmcient,
Lawyers complained that the Row ofices were too
small for the lpcessant litigation of the county, and
