Miss Kate Field, who is nothing if not en-
thusiastic, bubbles over about Fechter to an
even greater extent than she did about Ris.
$ori. In her lively and entertaining, if not
altogether convineing, paper entitled “‘Fachter
as Hamlet," she settles to her own satisfaction
the whole problem of Jfamlet, over which the
critics have been puzzling their braing ever
since the play was written, by assuming that
Fechter's idea of the character is and must be
correct, and that if Shakeapeare does not con-
form to it, so much the worse for Shakes-
peare. We quote the following as a specimen

of Miss Field's method of denling with this |

snbject: —

The only lines that can be quoted against
Fechter's theory are the few appertaining to
the Ghost's reappearance.

“Po you not come your tardy son to ohide,
That, lapsed in time and passion, let!go by
Th' important acting of your dread command ?
O, nay "
inquires Hamlet.
“@host. Do not forget. This visitation
18 but to whet thy almost blunted purpose,”™

Hamlet but repeats the self-accusation
prompted by over-sensibility as to the per-
formance of an awful daty.

“Ah, but what blunted purpose does the
Ghost come to whet 7" asks the reader. Bup-

o now this visitation be to whet Hamlet's
almost blunted purpose of speaking daggers,
but using none? The Ghost, unlike his
former self, says not ome word abont Clau-
dius, He straightway exhorts Hamlet to step
between his mother and her fighting sonl!
Whereupon Hamlet's tone changes from vio-
lent denunciation to soft questioning, ‘“‘How
is # with you, lady 7" One moment more and
the passion that made a corpse of Polonius
might have wreaked vengeance on the guilty
Queen; for thongh Hamlet declares that he is
‘‘neither splenitive nor rash,” yetis there
“gomething dangerous” in him, a something
that might have led him to strangle Laertes
khad he %oat entire self-control. That the
Queen believes her son capable of the deed
is seen at the opening of this scene, when
Hamlet says;—

“Come, come, and sit you down ; you shall not budge;
You go not, till I set you up a glass
Where yon may see the inmost part of youn.”

These are not desperate words, and yet the
Queen cries out: —
“What wilt thon do?

Help, help, ho!”

Killing the Qneen would not be impossible
to the Hamlet of IMechter, who is convinced
of her complicity in his father's murder.

“() Hamlet! speak no more:

Thou turn'st mine eyes into my very soul ;

And there I see such black and gralned spots

Ag will not leave their tinct."”

Mere marriage with a brother-in-law, even
after two months of widowhood, hardly
admits of so fearful a confession; and her
fear of being murdered by Hamlet leads
to the inference that she knows she deserves
the punishment. Further coloring for this
bypothesis may be obtained in Hamlet's
response to the Ghost:—

‘Do not look upon mé ;

Lest with this piteous actlon you convert

My stern ¢ffeots; then what | have to do

Wﬂl want true colors; tears, perchance, for blood.”

Burely this does not indicate absence of will
on Hamlet's part; and as stage ghosts always
produce the effect they desire, the dead kin
attained the purpose of his ‘‘pale glaring.”
Certainly he bad no such tearful influence
over Hamlet during the first interview. 1s
the object, then, the same? Indeed it would
seem not; and since 1 find Bhakespeara so
ready to agree with Fechter, I donbt my
lbiliLl‘Inlongar to withhold allegiance to this
startling innovation.

The critic may entertain one opinion of
Hamlet one day and another the next; he
may be very positive in some particulars and
not guite sure in others. He can leave a door
open by which his opinion may make a

gnified exit, should an intellectual breeze
threaten to overthrow them; but the astor
on;o{; ne such privilege. He must tho-
roughly understand his intentions before
being able to interpret them, He must fesl
certain that, according to his light, his con-
ception is right, or he cannot render it with
force or send conviection to the hearts and
heads of bis andience, The business of the
critie, therefore, in this matter of
““Hamlet,” is not s0 much with the
conception of the character as with the
manner in which the actor's concep-
tion is carried out. If it ia consistent from
beginning to end, if it takes hold of yon so
strongly as to prevent any escape from it, if
its great
cherished theories, if its humanity makes yon
look back upon previous ‘"Hamlets” as so
wmany lay figures galvanized into spasmodie
action, if it absorbs attention and creates a
positive sensation, then does the actor merit
critical enthusiasm; fer the critic’s busiuess is
to appreciate, to appreciate is to estiwmate
justly, and just estimation calls for as much
delight at what is fine as disupprobation of
what is false. Fechter produces all these
effects, He is great, not only in his origi-
mality, but in his rendering, the greatness of
which I will do my poor best to show by phlio-
tographing his Hamlet in such details us are
food for eritics and actors.

EGYPTIAN CIVILIZATION.

The first feature which distingnishes the
Egyitin.n monarchy is its antiquity, the rule
of the Pharaohs ascending to the remote
period of at least three thousand years before
Christ.

In the dawn of history Egyptian civilization
| breaks upon the view fully developed, the
following centuries having contributed no-
thing to its perfeotion. Socrates and Plato,
studying this fact, attributed the progress of
the early Egyptians in the arts and sciences
to their more direct relations with the gods.

Socrates says:—‘‘The ancients, better than
we, being nearer to the gods, transmitted to
us by tradition the sublime knowledge im-
parted by them;"” while Plato adds that the
first men who issued from the hands of the
gods must have been on terms of peculiar in-
timacy with them, as with their own fathers,
and that it is impossible not to believe the
testimony of the sons of the gods. The social
| organization and family institutions of the
l ancient Egyptians lay at the foundation of

all their greatness; these alone being capable
of unmiting men, and rendering the daration
of States perpetual,
| 'The family reposed npon the unity of mar-
‘ ringe, and the honor and respect paid to
| parents; its perpetnity being guaranteed by
| the right of primogeniture, which, from the
| king's palace to the peasant's cot, was univer-

sally admitted,

| Numerous remains of the filial affection
and respect of the ancient Egyptians were
| colleeted by M. Mariette, in the Musenm of
‘Boohk, many of the funereal stiles begin-

ning with the sentence, ‘‘Sacrifice offered on
behalf of the head of the house.”

The disfignring the likeness of an undatiful
son upon im tombstone was reckoned by
them to be the height of infamy. Herodotus
states that the yonng Egyptians, in common
with the Lacedwmonians, rose from their
seats when old men drew near them, and
never obliged them to go off their path,
Dioderus informs us that the Egyptian Gov-
ernment looked rigorously after the proper
bringing up of children, neglect being se-
verely punished on the part of the parents,
who were bound to protect and preserve their
offspring, and initiate them into the arts for
which they were destined.

A system of education at once so simple
| and natural favored the fecundity of marriage
| among the mass of the people. On many a
| simple monument, in all our great museums,
\ we are struck by the freguency of the repre-

sentation of funereal rites rendered to the
1 head of a house by his children, averaging

from eight to twelve in number., The in-
equulity which so much oppressed females in
ancient times did not exist in Egypt.

In the family circle, woman oceupied her
Eroper sphere; the privileges she enjoyed by

irth were not absorbed by those of her hus-
band, and she had the right to transmit them
intact to her children,

The women who frequently figure in the
history of the ancient Egyptian dynasties
| possessed a liberty of action in private life
which was altogother foreign to the manners
of Orientals. The wvegime of the mncient
Egyptians was therefore well caleulated to
produce strong minds, robust bodies, fruitful
wives, and vigorous children,

{  Regarding them as the first people who
sueceeded In establishing a trnE' civilizad
state of society, we may state that the popu-
| lation was divided into distinet olasses, in
which families were bound to prosecute dif-
| ferent vocations,
| The two dominant classes were the priests
| and warriors; after them came tillers of the
soil, shepherds, merchants, artisans, and
boatmen; upon these classes devolved the
l cullivation of the land, the tending of herds
and flocks, commerce, building, weaving,
| und the service of communication and trans-
i {JOI"::I the Nile, and the divers canals in-
ersecting the country.

Industry, established upon such a solid
basis, provided sbundance for a laborious
and contented race, in whose society there
was no room for the indolent.

The soil of pt was divided into thres
| parts, the first for the pricsts, the second
| for the king, and the third for the warriors

charged with the defense of the country, of
whom there were at one time more than four
bundred thousand, who were reckoned the

best troops fu the East. This arrangement

the descendants of priests and soldieras in-
gured a solid basis to their deranoe,
and, at the same i guaranteed the inde-
pendence and dignity of the aristooratio

The keystone of the sosial edifice of the
ancient ]:z.:-yptinn monarchy was royalty; the
king concentrating in his family the most im-
portant posts in the army, in the sacerdotal
and civil administration.

The people, in their veneration for their
kings, rendered them divine honors, and ad-
dressed them as ‘‘benevolent gods.”

The ¥rieeta in Egypt were the grand initi-
ators of civilization, omroinin;i almost royal
authority; their class, not without reason,
being called the soul of the nation. The
genius, character, and traditions of the
people were so completely associated with
them, that they may be said to have lived
through the priests, who certainly formed the
most powerful religious corporation that ever
existed in the world, previous to the esta-
blishment of the Roman Oatholie clergy.

The ancients were nnanimous in their ad-
miration of the wisdom of the laws of Egypt.
Justice waa equally admimstered to all
classes, without respect of persons, and the
weak had nothing to fear from the violence
of the strong. The fair administration of
justice for many centuries acconnts for the
stability of their form of government, and
explains why they so long preserved their
laws and customs better than any other peo-
ple recorded in ancient history. J

A proof of their political wisdom, which
modern nations might with advantage imi-
tate, is seen in the shifting of the capital with
every dynasty, which prevented any single
oity from monopolizing the entire forces and
resources of the country. Thus the cities of
Thinis, Memphis, Elephantine, Thebes,
Tanis, Sais, ete., were each in turn, with
successive dynasties, the capital of the king-
dom, the centre of national activity, and the
seat of sovereign power.

“The wisdom of the Egyptians,” so uni-
versally recognized in antiquity, fell into
contempt with the skeptical and shallow
critios of the last century, who were smitten
with the delusion of Greek superiority in
oevery branch of knowledge. But recent re-
searches bave disclosed the fact that in almost
every part of their enlture—in art, in science,
and in philosophy—the Greeks borrowe
largely from the Egyptians, to whose high
powers and unrivalled achievements even our
mest advanced historians have not yet learned
to do full justice.—Appleton's Journal,
