The Eeho of October 18 has recely od a copy of the
following letter from Major Canglo, the son-in-law
of Garibald):—

] thank you from the bottom of my heart for your
1ast letter, The General left Caprera on the 8th,
and arrived at St Bonifacio, in Corgiea, from whenoce
he embarked for Marsellles: the regt you know. For
me, 1 have abrndoned all my afairs in Genoa, and
left my wife and children. T have telegraphed to
Menoth, ana informed him of all. The Gieneral was
detalned a prisoner at Caprera, as was stated in the
Heho, the Iniand being surronnded by three ships of
war, and an active watch established near the Gene-
ral's hogse; but belleving that the General would
not go to France, the ltallan Government removed
the survelllanee; then it was that the Republican
Government sent a special lovitation to the General,
which he accepted.”

Mis Arrival In Yours.

The correspondent of the London Telegraph writes
from Tourg, October §;—

This morning we had a sensation. Standing at
the door of my hotel about 8 o'clock 1 bécame aware
of a commotion unaccustomed In this peaceful
town. There were s hurrylng and a racing, a shout-
ing and tossing up of caps, unwonted, nay, shock-
ing, on the part of the Tourangeaux. A band of
francs-tireurs passed gquickly by, with bhent brow
and resojute step, The excited puablie trooped be-
hind, Something, I sald, 8 in the wind, and 1 has-
tened to join the escort, We marched swiftiy down
the public avenue, and came 1o those lron of
the Prefecture which I have not belore scen open;
indeed, frof scraps of conversation overheard, the
event seems rarely to have happened in human
memory. “Piens’’ growled a blowse trotting heslde
me, “‘who ever gaw the Prefecture gardens hefore?'!
But the gates were wilde enoogh this morning, and
rapldly we all pressed through., L was & lovely
autumn Sunday., The wind was high, and, as we

asped along the weedy walks, it dashed In our
aces a shower of dead leaves wet with the night
dews, Detween untended flower-beds and shrab-
béries unkempt we wound onr way, until
the broad white rfacade of the Prelecture
shione whrough tho trees. Already on the
broad walk Dbefore Its windows stood |(n
lne the franes-tirears: and many a townsman, all
agape, was soaking his boots in the wet grass, 1
£tood with the rest, not knowing any more than
them what was to happen. Then suddenly, at alow
window on one slde, appearsd a Kindly face, not
older than when 1 saw [t last, five vears ago, in Pall
Mall, but perhaps more gentle, more lovable than
ever. It did not need thea the shouting of she crowd
to tell me what it was that we had come out to see.
Scarcely 18 there a child in Christendom who does
not know the face of Garibaldl, Conld there have
been any doubt, the looge ¥ cloak and the
scarlet shirt beneath would have taken it away.
In clear, sonorous tones, and with much less aceent
than I had expected, the Liberator sald :—

“My chilaren, your welcome and that of your
brothers overwhelms me, I am only a soldler like
yourselvea. 1ecome to place mysell among yon to
fght for the holy Repubile I Thnen we all shouted
again, and the General looked up apd down the
ranks with that happy smile which belongs only to
him. M. Cremleuxs brown, weazened face DOW

ushed up into notice, and we cheered for him also,

e took the great [tallan by the hand, and patted
him on the back, 8o to speak; but we did not y
much attention to M. Cremienx. And at last, after
loitering about a while, we went back through the
dew-laden shrubberies, and left Garibald! to repose
alter his long travel.

MAJOR YELVERTON.

The New Lord Avonmore.
“Vigeount Avonmore is dead; Major Yelverton
| succeeds to the title,” |8 the brfef telegram whicl
recails a chapter or recent romance thiat 1s Known to
half the world.]

The Yelvertons, Lords of Avonmore, are neither a
very anclent nor a very distioguished race; yot two
of them have attracted attention In their day—
Barry Yelverton, the founder of the house, and
Major Charles Yelverton, R. A., at present entitied
to its honors. Barry Yelverton was an Irigh lawyer
indays when a stepdy hand and a sure shot were
88 necessary to advancement as eloguenve or
knowledge of the books—though a contemsorary of
the brilllant Irishmen of the last century could not
hope for eminence uniess he was both eloguent and
leirned. Yelverton shot and read and drank nis
way up to the highest honors of the Irish bar, He
wWas a “new man,” but he died a peer, and he had
been Lord Chief Baron of the Exchequer. He
was ope ol those fortunate Irlshmen who lived at
the time of the Unlop—*Yortanate because he had a
vountry o sell” More distinguished, at
least more npotorious, than any who have
since worn the pearied coronet of Aven-
more I8 the present peer, better known as Major
Charles Yelverton, of the Royal Artillery, a distin-

ished Urimean soldler, a wearer of the Victorla
Tos8, “‘an oMcer and gentleman,” and defendantin
the cause celebre of “Thelwall va, Yelverton,” It is
some twelve years since that famous case was de-
cided In the vommon Pleas of Dublin, decldea by
Jury and by ngular vote in favorof the real plain.

the pleasant little village of Rosstrevor, on Carling-
ford Longh, in Ireland, By a subterfuge he satigfied
the clergyman, for it {8 still a felony In  Ireland
for & Catholic priest to bless the marriage of a
Protestant and a Papist. They travelled togetiier as
man and wire, hat after a time eveuta took the old
course; the Musjor deserted Miss Longworth and
married Mrs. Forbes, the widow of the distinguished
Professor Edward Forbes, Thelwall va. Yelverton
was tried to declde whether in fact Teresa Long-
wortn was wife or mistress,  Whiteside, now Chlef-
Justice of Ireland, and the most distingulshed
advocates of the Irish bar were arrayed on
each side, and on the bench was the keenest Irish
lawyer of s day, Chief Jostice Monahan., The jury
found for the plalm'if that there was a Scoteh mar-
rlage, and that there was an Irish ma e, Major
Yelverton escaped through a side door, and his wife
was drawn in her carriage by relays of Irishmen,

That was the hour of triomph of Teresa Yelver-
ton, nee Longworth, Thenceforward her life was a
series of lawsuits, In Scotland and in che House
of Lords her title to the name of wife was contested
step by step, and fought as bravely by her, But
though her touching letters brought teara of admi-
ration to the eyes of chanceilors and ex-chanoellors,
and her own personal advocacy in forma

auvperisa might have touched sterner hearts than
{nrd Colonsay's, she was cast, and her mo-
tion as “pursuer” was denied, To commence
the fight over sqaln was indeed possible, but peco-
niarily and physically it was wiser for, her to yleld,
for & legal triomph would have added nothing to the
sympathy extended to her, no more thao the victory
of Major Yelverton's lawyer relleved him from the
universal odium which his candid avowals aud his
course brought down on him.

The Mayor indignantly
refused, inviting the Prussians, if they thought
the town was to become an easy prey, (o come
forward and take it.

The military situation on the Loire is un-
chapged.

The Mews from NMetz
is Interesting and important. Rumors had again
been current in the Prussian army investiog
that city that General Bazaine was dead, but
they are now proved to have keen false. The
activity of the garrison had greatly increased
lately, and the Prussians have been compelled
to destroy the bridge at Ars-sur-Mosclle as a
precautionary measure. The French make
vigorous sorties whenever they see the slightest
opportunity for an advantage. They have also
reopened their artillery fire on the besiegers
from the right bank of the Moselle, whereby
the little villages of Grigny and Coincy, which
gave the Prussians shelter, have been ulterly
destroyed.

Arrest of a Diplomntist.

Among the persons lately arrested at Ver-
gailles by the Prussians was Le Bourd, formerly
Secretary of the French legation at Berlin. It
was he who dellvered to the Prussian Govern-
ment the French declaration of war. He was
regarded as a prisoner of war, and was sent to
Mayeuce.

The Pruseians thus far have taken extraordi-
pary pains to conceal from the beleaguered city
the capacity of France for resistance. From all
parts of the country there comes but one ex-
pression—the hope that the Government will

The journals of this city
are unanimous that the only hope for falr terms
lies In an indefinite prosecution of the war.
The Prussinns In the East of France,

In the east the Prassian army has been sud-
denly and decisively stopped. Their march
upon Lyons bas been checked by the victories
of the French under Garibaldi. The latter, ever
since he took command, bas acted vigorously,
taken many prisoners and cannon, and accom-
plished the object for which he set forth.

The weather continues unfavorable for mlili-
tary movements. For several days the ralv: has
fallen steadily, and most of the time high winds
bave prevalled. This bhas been especially the
case in the north of Frapce. The Prusslans in
Normandy and in the Vosges find it extremely

FIRE ON THE BRANDYWINE.

Destruction of Baneroft’sa Mills—Singular Ex-
plosion.

About 0 o'clock last evening a fire broke out
in the large etone building used as a drylog-
house at Joseph Baneroft & 8ons' mills on the
Brandywine. The first weneral alarm was
caused by an explosion, which persons in the
immediate neighborhood mistook at first for a
powder-mill explosion. The bullding is appa-
gently three stories in height, but the three
upper stories are really all in one, and were
need for stretching muslin to dry In long strips,
reaching from the floor to the roof. It was in
this room that the fire broke out, and the barst-
ing into sundden blaze of so large a quantity of
inflammable material it i8 supposed caused the
sound like an explosion, the suddenly rarified
alr bursting the windows. It seems impossible
toaccount for it on any other hypothesis, as
there was nothing of an explosive character in
the bullding, The origiu of the fire is un-
known, but it is possible some greasy rags may
bave been left there and become ignited by
spontaneous combustion.

(uite n large quantity of wet muslin in the
lower story of the bullding was eaved, but all
the dry muslin in the dryipg-room was de-
stroyed, as were also 160 barrels of flour stowed
in the first story. The fiour was of common
quality, Leing used for stiftening in ﬂnisl-.inﬁ
l.lhe muslin. The machinery was much wuarpe
and ipjured. There was no insurance on this,
and the loss on it added to the loss on the mill
and stock will amount to nearly #10.000. The
stock is insured for £3000 in (he Farmers' Mu-
tual Insurance Company, and for £2500 in the
New Castle County Mutual. The latter com-
pany also has ncpo lcy of 2500 on the bullding,
