Diavoxp Frerps, Vaal River, Aug. 14, 1870,
—0Our party have gucceeded in oblainlog per-
mission from Mr. Kallguburg, missionary at
Fuolel Mission Station, to work on the ** farm "
on the ** Free Blate " side of the Vaal river, On
the firsl day we took out two dinmonds, perfect
beauties, that will do to set without cutiing or
polisbing, Itls astonishing what a great pro-
portion of the diamonds are of first wuler, per-
ect shape, and free from specks and flaws: and
another astonishing thing s the great propor-
tlon of large ones found. Iu Brazil only one lo
10,000 reaches elghtoen karats ; here about one
in 200, You constantly hear of snd see live,
six, and eight karat dinmonds, that have been
found mostly on the other side of the river,
though where the diamonds seem to be more
scattered, on this side, they are mostly small,
but you can depend vpon finding

SEVERAL DIAMONDS OR EACH CLAIM

of thirty, feet square, When I say small I mean
an averuge of one carat each. These are con-
gldered small here, but in Australla they send
bome dismonds that take sixily to wake one
carat. Mr. Kallenburg demaunds one-fourth of
the productions of each claim as a kind of
roy .Ky for the privilege of working the claim,
A Mr., Babbest obtaned a concession of the
eétate some two months ago for the purpose
of minipg; he went away and did not return
until o fow days back, when he found that atleast
two bupdred miners were working it, and that
Mr. K. had poeketed the ome-fourth royalty,
smounting to gome thousands of nds sier-
ling. He demanded this from Mr. K., who re-
fused Lo give it up, alleging that Mr. B, had de-
serted Lhe estate and left all the lzhor o him.
Mr. B, immediately posted off 1o Bloemfoutlen,
the capital, to demand that the estave should be
panded over to him.

on this estate in rq;ulnr proportion to the in-
crease of miners. here are about two hun-
dred claims taken, worked by men, women, and
children, of all kinde and colors. The average

feld is about thirly dlamonds a day, averaging
n value about £7 each. Whenever a large one
is found, which Is abont once a week, it brings
the average up to £10 each.

A RUMOR

is out that a 100 carat diamond has been found,
worth £40,000, but no one has seen It at head-
quartere and it is not believed. The diamonds
on the other elde are not so plentiful or pure as
thoee found on this eide, but they average 2
caraté ench, with a value of £15 each; the ave-
rage yield is about thirty a day from three hun-
dred claims. No very large ones have boeen
konown to be found gince Proctor's 204 carat
one, valned at £3500; perhaps a dozen have
been found since welghing 8, 10, and 12 carats.
The 63 carat one found near it is supposed
to be a eell, as partice at headquarters say
it was found long ago, and that it ia brounght
into the fleld again to find a verdant
purchnser. It is a miserable-looking stone,
anbout the thickness of your finger and half an
inch long, fit for nothing but boast, and worth
about £150, they say. !i'lm claims on this side
are deeper than on the other. We have gone
down eleven feet, and have not got to the bot-
tom of the gravel yet, whereas on the other
gide the gravel is only from gix joches to three
feet deep. Diamonds have been fonud on this
side at a depth of slx feet, so far. We intend to
z0 to the bottom of our clalm if there ls any.
Most of the miners, however, believe in most
diamonds belug found near the gsurface, and
they do not go deeper than three feet generally.

Cord meal, fourteen shil-
ings o bushel. A large tent was erected here
with an iron roof, and a billiard table put in it.
Sixty pounds a day is taken in from pool and
whisky. ‘There are at least ten whisky mills
going now, but the miners are not much given
to drunkennees, and altogether they are a very
orderly set.

What the Virginlnns Think of Him—Lee thelr
Faverite.

A correspondent of the Washiugton Star
writes:—

Jeff, Davis, who has been on a visit to Europe
for the past year, arrived in Alexandria yester-
day morning, en roufe to his home in Missizsippl
via Memphis. He reached the city on the mail
boat from Washington, and proceeded imme-
diately to the Mansion House, where he regis-
tered his mame, “Jefferson Davis,” without

'i\'lnE his residence, and was asgigned to room

0. 24, He remained at the hotel about an
bhour, duripg which time he was visited by a
pumber of persons, but o very fervid demon-
stration was made, owing to the fact that the
admirers of the head of the defunct Confederacy
in the ancient town of Alexandria
are¢ not numerous. General Lee was their
favorite, and whenever he visited that city was
the reciplent of every attention. Davis has his
friends here, however, yet mapy of the citizens
of the place who were in sympathy with the lost
cause and served in the SBouthern nrm{ openly
denounce him. After remaining at the Mausion
House a short time he (Davis) took a earringe,
and, in company with General M. D. Corse, late
of the Confederate army, drove out to the resi-
dence of James M. Mason, formerly United
Btates Senator from Virginla, on Seminary Hill,
about three miles from the city, where he dined,
and then proceeded to the residence of General
Bamuel Cooper, in the same loeality, where he
remained all pight. He returns to Alexandria
this evening, in time to take the boat for Aquia
creek and thence to Richmond by the Frede-
rickeburg and Potomac Railroad. He looks
much the same as he did three years ago, ex-
cept that he is grayer, His health is very good
gince his European visit, and he appeared quite
cheerful yesterday.

PRINCE ADUMA.

The Counin of the Tycoeen and his Hetlane—
Their Appearnnce and Opinlons.

Aduma, a young Japanese Prince, whose
arrival in this country was anusunced some days
ago, reached New York yesterday morning,
accompnauled by the ten Japanese youths who
are to be his fellow students during his stay
bere. They are now located at the Metropolitan
Hotel, where it is their intentlon to remain so
long as they sojourn in this ecity. A reporter
cnlled last evening at thelr hotel and had a brief
interview with the two gentlemen who act as
interpreters to the Prince avd bis companions,
and oblained the followlng Information: —

The party numbers eleven all told, their
pames being Prince Aduma, Nanboo, Ikagawa,
Togara, Nura, Fakado, Fdimore, Enowe, Fe-
dima, Bherane, and Yagimoto. The two last
pamed are the interpreters. Prince Aduma is
cousin to the reigning Emperor of Japan, and
vigits this conntry with the view of finl-hing his
education, his companions belng sulmated by a
similar desire. They have not us yet determined
what college they shall attend. Sherane and
Ikagawa, the Interpreters, who both epeak very
good Evglish, are also to study with the others.
They are very intelligent, aud answered ques-
tions readily and affavly. At bls request the
reporter was introdoced to the Prince, whom he
found seated with his party In one of the ¢le-
gant parlors of the hotel. On the table were
several empty wine glasses, and an aroma per-
vaded the room which told that they had been
enjoying a slight jollifeation, The Prince, who
was scated somewhat apart from the others,
urcee from bhis chuir and extended his hand Lo
the reporter with a smiling “Good evening."

The Prince 5 quite a youth in appearance,
seemingly not over fourteen years of age, His
figure I8 alim and graceful, and If the swarthy
color of his complexion N excepled there is
bardly suvthing about his features by which he
conld be distingulshed from oue of the Caucas-
glan race. His countennnce is pleasicg, and he
has a winning, frank expression. He was
dressed In a fushionably cut frock coat and neat
fitting pants, and wore a masslve gold wateh
and chain.

The interpreters stated that all of the party,
apd especially tbe Prince, are delighted with
thelr experiences of 1his country, and look for-
ward Lo thelr sojourn here with much pleasure.

Luxemeura, Oct. 31.—A detachment of six
thousand troops from the army of Prince Frede-
rick Charles has gone to besiege Longwy, near
the Bel glan border.

The Conditlon of Paris.

Loxnox, Oet, 31,—The news from Paris re-
ceived by way of ths Prussian headquarters
before that city is guite serious, The French
prisoners recently captared report that the
troops behind the fortifications receive only
half a ponnd of meat twice a week. Many
French women and children from Paris approach
the Prussian lines, and though they are warned
they will be shot if they attempt to come
nearer, rather court instant death than suffer
gtarvation in the city. The rule to exclude all
strapgers from Paris and to prevent the escape
of citizens is rigidly enforeed.

The Metz Prisoners.

Four thousand French oflicers taken prisonera
at Metz have nsked permiseion of the Prussian
military authorities, through Prince Frederick
Charles, to Leep their swords.

The railway from Chalons to Paria by way of
SBoissons has been restored,and the Prassians are
now using it as a means of transporting troops
and supplies.

The Bombnrdment of Parls,

VonsarLnes, Oct. 3l.—Invitations have been
gent to the rulers of the various Siates of South
Germany to come forward to witness the bom-
bardment ol Paris,

The War Muast Go On,

Viexsa, Oct. 81.—As Prussia #till demands
cession of territory from France as a prelimi-
pary of peace, it 1s believed in oflicial eircles
here that the war must proceed indefinitely.

THE ARMY LAYS DOWN ITS ARMS,

On the 20th the forts were taken possession of
by the artillery of the Tth Corps. At 1 o'clock
the 8d Division (which will depart towards the
southwest) and the 4th Division were reviewed
in eplended pageant by the Prince on the Nancy-
Metz road, near Tour-le-Brede. Thereupon the
(French) Imperial Guards marched out of Metz,
Learing thelr arms, which they subsequently laid
down at Frascall, and passedin review before the
Prince. This houor was accorded to them alone,
All the rest lald down their arms in the Metz
arsenalg, and then marched to their eantonment
outside the town, to awalt transportation, The
Imperial Guarde were received by the Prussian
troops with respect; not a jeering syllable was
beard por an improperly exultaut look seen,
FPreviously, at the Privce's review of the Ger-
man troops, the cheering was loud and long-
continued.

At 4 P. M., the French companies that were
etlll mountivg guard at the various gates of
the cliy and at depots and arsenals were re-
licved by Prussians, two reglments of infantry
apd ove of cavalry baving cutered the town.
The appointed military Governor-General, Von
Zuglrow, the commander of the Beventh Corps,
teok possesslon and control of the city and for-
trese, where, he tells me, he expects to find the
portrait of one of his ancestors who was at
sh?me early period algo a military Governor of

BAZAINE'S INTRIGUES,

The tragedy was completed, but there is
auother glue 1o the story which still remains to
be reviewed. According to the statement of
General von Zasgrow, who held the woods of
Vaux oun the morning of August 19 (after the
battle of Gravelotte), Bazaine could bave
avolded belng inclosed in Metz, Afier he was
thue inclosed, bhe could have, according to
Metzlan statement, made a sortie and joined
MacMahon more easlly by far than MacMahon
could reach bhim.

This is charged to a plot
in bebalf of the regency by which this army
was 10 try to remain v statu guo until the con-
cluglon of the war In western France, and then
wus to become avallable, with Prussinn eonsent,
for Bonspartist purpoges. Bazsine hlmself
expecied in that case to be the governor
ol the Prinee Imperinl and the virtual Regent.

terribly relaxed diecipline Ia assuredly the cause
of the hasty eapitulation, when a week & rations
for all were on hand. On the morning of the
20th five soldiers lay-dead of starvation at Mon-
tigny, while the staff still indulged in luxnrions

meals. Four days' ratlons were given
to the entire army that morning (20th),
but for two days previens they had re-

ceived none. No nor pork had been
obtainable at any price for a week; but on that
momiog, beforeanything had arrived in town,
the shopa had plenty thereof, which to
prove the charges current In the town that
lEecululora had selzed a quantity of food, and
that & rational eystem of apportionment, such
as existed duriog the lnst ten days, if intro-
duced at first, and combined with requisitions,
would have prevented muoch waste, and enabled
the fortress to hold out a month lenger.
NIGH PRICE OF PROVISIONS,

The etafl used at first to feed thelr horses on
bread. Recently prices had reached the follow-
ing maximum:—Bugar, 6 a pound; =alt, $3 a
pound, one ham, $£00; one potato, 9§ cents; one
onfon, 12 cents, A little plg, caucht near
Gravelotte, sold for #150. Durlng five weeks
amputations bave been performed without chlo-
roform or ether, and wounds dressed without
carbolic acid.

DISEASE AND DEATH.

There are more than 19,000 sick and wounded.
During the slege 85,000 persons have died in
the town aloue, the greater part from lack of

roper care. The prevailing diseases are vario-
old, spotted typhus, and dysentery. Scurvy
has not prevailed, though even the slck have,
for over three weeks, received their horse
stenks and horse broth without salt. The re-
ported discovery of a saline epring at St. Jalien
was a hoax, contrived by putting salt into the
Eps ing to encovrage the army.

Yesterday I was closeted with the Mayor and
the City Connell doring two hours, while they
detalned me as the first stranger that had en-
tered the town, to ask all manner of questions—
some childigh in their uncertainty and torror—
us to what the Prussians wounld do, how they
wounld do it, and how they must be met. It
was a8 If they had never seen  or
known a Prussian, They demanded to
kvow whether their already destitute larders
must  still supply the troops, and
whether they wounld be personally maltreated if
unable to fornish what was required. They
were relieved by hearing that a thousand
wagons were ready at Conreelles to bring vro-
visions hither, and also that there are funds in
Loudon ready to be applied to their relief, in
response Lo the appeal of the Mayors of Rriey
and other communes, published in English and
American journals, saying, ‘“‘Help I8 needed
quickly.”

GERMAN SOLDIERS GIVE THEIR RATIONS TO THE
FRENCH,.

The entire besieging army voluntarily gave up
thelr bread rations yesterday to I'uch their
French captives. This deeply touched the
Metziang, and did much to relieve their fears.
At noon a I'russian railway inspector made the
trip by rail from Ars to Union Siation, sitnated
a mile south of Metz, and to-day perfect com-

munication by rail exists between Baarbruck,
Metz, and Naney. The road was little injured.

But few German prisoners were found in
Metz: the French had not kept those they had
taken when they were in a condition to be re-
turned. On leaving Metz, last night, 1 noticed
on the faces of ali tke German soldiers a look
of quiet satisfaction—nothing more. Not one
of the French officers and soldiers who swarmed
all about, even when [ntoxieated —which was
eurprisingly unfrequent—wore any other ex-
iresslon than o look of sadness or deofiance, the
Iatter not belng common and occurring chiefly
anmong the younger officers,

DEMORALIZATION,

I am informed that the French loas in killed
in the various affairs since August 18, added to
the deaths from sickness In the town, were
42.000. Bazaine himself declined the Prince’s
generous propogal to let all the troops lay
down their arms outside of the works in view
of thelr conquerors, Instead of laying them
down in the arsenal, saying that he could not
guarantee their behavior. The Imperial Guards
alone had preserved discipline sufficiently to be
trusted to pnes In armed review. The inhabi-
tants bad never censed to hope for the appear-
ance of Bourbaki's army from Lille, or of the
Army of the Loire, or of some other relieving
foree; but the troops themselves durlog the last
few weeks could no longer be deceived, as they
got better information through the German
ontposts,
