piece of mosaie, charming to look upon,

but of no special value to anybody or any- |
thing. As a manufacturer of this style of |
article, Sumner has no equal in the land, but |
the work requires ample time, and the conse- |
quence is that he seldom lays more than ons
or two oratorical eggd in a season; but theso
are alway# aocompanied by snch a prodigions
cackling that the public are obligad to direct
their attention to the product of the Massa-
chusetts ben, Heretofore the nest has been
built in the Senate, and the process of inen-
bation and delivery consummatod there, but
since thelwar has eliminuted ‘‘the relic of
barbarism” from our governir >ntal system,
Sumner finds soanty material for those pon-
derons appeals whieh veenpicd five or six
hours in the reading, and wers then consigned
to the vaults of* the Congressivnal (Hlobe to
wait for an indefinitely postponed resurrec-
tion. But he wust speak his piece; he
canpnot  let the world *“‘burst in igao-
rance,’ and 18 naturally unwilling to
burst himself by withholding informa-
tion which he 8 morally ocertain
no one ¢lse can furnish; 8o he falls back upon
the last resort of overburdenad minds and
delivers a lecture. Two birds are killed by
this leoture stone, for Sumner is a shrewd
fellow in money matters, and never looks
askance at hard cash. Lyceums and other
associations that feel honored by being tickled
with a senatorial straw pay Lim handsomely
for his effort, and he has an opportunity to
ride his partienlar hobby as fast and as far as
he chooses. Thathobby is eminently charac-
teristic of the man. It is not war, for Sum-
nes dislikes blood in any shape; itisnot loves,
for Snmner's first and only appearance in the
court of Venus has not been as satisfactory
as could be wished; but it is—peace. His
peaceful toils began some thirty years
ago, and the earliest of them may be
found in the school books which prevailed
in New Enpgland about that time. They have
been continued at short intervals ever since,
and the Inst ingtalment has just been served
up in a lecture, the title of which is—*‘The
Duel between France and Germany, and its
Lessons of Civilization."

Now there is a slight impropriety, accord-
ing to our view of the case, in a chairman of
the Senate Committes on Foreign Relations
telling the European nations what they '
onght aud ought not to do, excapt when the i
duaties of his official position require him to
speak on the subjeot; but we pass this by for |
a brief examination of the advice tendered, |
and the charming consistency which it dis-

plays.
Jenator Sumner informs Count Bismarck
that war is an awful thing, and never exists
in well-regulated commnuities; that Prussia
and IFrance never should bave gone to fight-
ing at all, and must stop it at once; that
Prussia ought to be content with the honors
of victory, and not require France to give up
Alsgace and Lorraine, or pay the expenses of
the military ball at which the eouple have been
dancing these three months past; that Prossia |
shonld insist n a complete disarmament |
on the part of France, and when this is done, |
disarm herself., This, our lecturer contends,
is the proper solution of the whole question; |
will save & great deal of money to France and
Prussia, assist the canse of civilization and
Christianily, inaugurate the willenninm, ete,
Bismarck bas not yet repliad to Sumner's
suggestions, but way do so doring the pre-
sent armistice; meanwhile we yenture a single
remark to the apostle of pence. A few years
since there was unpleasantness existing in
this country. and two sections that ought to
have been linked together in bonds of per-
tual love stabbed at each other's hearts.
While that war was being kindled, we never |
remember to bave heard frow Ssnator Sum.-
ner any earnest pleadings for a compromise
of existing difficulties, but on the contrary
ke did as much as any other one wan to
precipitate hostilities, While the war was |
in progress we are not aware that he did auy-
thing to soften ils animosities, or lessen the
terrible calawities which followed in its
train; but on the contrary ke advoeated ita
rosecution to the bitler end, and *‘cried
voc' as vociferously as (he tlercest of his
pa:.tz. Since the war was over he has voted
steadily for the maintenance of a standing
army which costs the people over F90,000,000 |
aunually—or 16,000,000 more than Foagland
pays for her military establishment —and does
no g but control elestions and override
law at the South, and kill pechaps fifty In-
dians a year. Im short, the Hon. Charles
Sumner's peace record is & very rotten affair, |
and if Count Bismarck knows suything abont
it, he will, should he read the leclare afore.
said, unguestionably set down onr chairman
of the Senate Commiltes on Forsign Lala-
tions as either an arrant hypocrile or an egre-
glous uss,

No possible facilities that the
public might provide for the disposition of
illegitimate children would do much towards
encouraging the immorality in women against
which such heavy social penalties are already
in force. Buat very limited facilities to that
end would suflice to check the graver erimi-
nality of child-murder. The moralists who
denounce any attempt to limit the spread of
contagious diseases, and who belong to the
same school as those moralists who nsed to
denounce and possibly who still denounce
the erection of lightning-rods as a Yflying in
the face of Providence,” will donbtless
objeot to this device for relieving innossncs
from Lthe penalties of guilt. DBat objeclions
from such a quarter we ean Afford to disre-
gard, The Tribune, which expressed a while
ago n desire to secure the infliction of an in-
evitable penalty of mortul disesse npon any
man guilty of profligacy, and also, by infer-
ence, upon his wife and his children to the
third and fourth generation, wonld donbtless
ineist, as it is logically bound to insist,
equally npon dooming to death the children
of unmarried parents. In that position the
elass which makes its living by the murder of
unborn or new-born infants is with it. Bat
we trust to see it made manifest that the
commoen gense and the humanity of New
York are against it.

An opportunity is now, by a enriona ecoin-
cidence, opened to New York to manifest its
benevolence in the most practical way, The
rovelation of this grievous social bane is fol-
lowed by tidings of its socisl antidote. With
the aunouncement of the exposurs and the
probable punishment of the child-murderers
comes the snonouncement of the progress of
the child-savers, The nuclens of a Found.
ling Asylum which already exists, thanks to
private charity, now appeals to the publie for
the means to expand itsclf into a public and
permanent institution. The Sisters of Charity
of the Roman Catholic Chnrel, whoss auy-
lum, strailened and obscure as it has necessa-
rily been, has already wrought inoaloulable
benefit, bave tuken for its uses a larger build-
ing than that which has heretofore housed it.
They have obtained a grant from the Legisla-
ture of 100,000 for their noble work upon
condition that an equal snm shall be other-
wise contributed., A quarter of this sum has
already been privately subseribed, and a fair
15 to be beld ot the armory of ths 224 Regi-
ment in Fourteenth street, daring next weak,
of which the proceeds are to go towards
raising the remainder. It is not to be sup-
posed that the deficit will not be nearly, if
not altogether, made up. It is to be hoped
that no seotarian feeling may be allowed to
interfere with the exercise, so freshly proven
to be a needed exercise, of the characteristie
munificence of New York. Other sects may
properly be stimulated by this example to go
and do likewise, Aund a public institation,
altogether unseqtarian, may properly be pro-
f'ecled. But the field is ample for many more
aborers than are now employed, and, what-

SKILLED NUKSES,
From the N, Y. Tribune.

We urged attention some months ago to the
business, or rather profession, of educated
nurses as a path open for women which would
insure them work that would demand their
best powers ef body and mind, and at the
same time pay them a certain and comforla-
ble living income, From the number of letters
which we have received since then on the sub-
ject we are confirmed in onr opinion of the
imperative need of such eallings for a large
clnss of women who are not illiterate and yet
not capable of teaching or any artistio pursuit,
and the fullness with which this work meets
such need. Mpny women in our own knowl-
edge have studied doring the snmamer to fit
themselves for the ocenpation, but fonund an
almost insuperable difficulty in the way of
obtaining instrmction or preparatory prae-
tice, there being only one institntion which
would furnish either in the conntry—that in
Philadelphia, which could admit only a
limited number, The subject has attracted
attention also in England, and provision is
makiog for as thorough training of nurses as
that of physicians, A late writer in /raser,
discussing the demand for edacated women
in the sick room, places the proper maximum
price for a skilled nurse at three gunineas per
day, which is certainly higher than they are
at all likely to obtain. A gentleman who
edncates his daughter as a nurse, ' the writer
gays, ‘‘hus provided for her futnre as securely
as for that of his son to whom he haa given
a profession.”

However this may be, the fact heie is that
80 lopg a8 there is sickness there will be a
constant demaud for nurses, and the prices
now paid to even illiterate, incompetent
women who {ill the post are higher than tiose
commended by ordinary teachers, The
women are waiting, and so is the work, anld
