jred men Who dared veature within the presinots
ol A newsEpapor oilice,

Mr. Wiilam Arinstead, o colored school teashet
at Centreville, and & refldent of this city, crogasd to
this =ide of the river abont 4 o'clock yestorduy aflter-
noon. aud on landing at South streel wharl he was
roughly gcized by two pollcemen and searchod with-
out any reason being masigned for such conduct,
Falllng to find a weapon of some Kind they wore dis.
posed to leave him go, but, on secon 1 thought thay
renewed the gearch, and drew from one of his
pockers a4 penkuife, which they appropriated to thelr
own use, Armstead was then taken to the Second
Distriol Btation-house, Whnile giving his name to
the officer in ¢harge an Individaal golelly stepbed
ap behind bhim and deslt him a blow oz the siile of
the head with <ome blunt iostrament aond felled him
t0 the Noor.

This act was done In the presance of the nolloe-
men, who were about 1o prefer acharge against the
prisuner of earrying concealed deadly weapons, Mr,
Afustead received a severe wounnd, from which the
blood flowed freely, No,effort wias mnde to arpes:
the perpetrator of the aet, A sympathizer, no
donbt a party to the orime, represented  at the tme
thet Armatensd did not look ke a bad character, and
promised 1o &l im in obtaining his freedom.

Allen B, Adams, a colored man, 4 barbsr by pro-
Tesglon, was arrested at South sireet wharl yestor-
dny, upon the arrival of the ferryhoat from Kaighn's
Point. 1t secms that when the hoar ¢ams to at the
Blip some one in a crowd singled Mr, Adums ont
aid gadd : “Arrest that man; he ls one of the pacly
implicated In kKilling an alderman at Kalghn's Polat,”

Adams was at once taken into custody by a
ollce oficer and  conducted 1o the
southwark Iall, whera he was detained,
e protested his innocence, Shortly

before six o'clock e was taken ro the office of Al-
derman Devitt for a hearing, bot this alderman was
not present.  After detalning the prisener there for
hall an hoor, he was takon back to thie Southwark
Hall, Inthe meantime the cases had been heard
here by Police Magistrate Lutz, and he had de-
parted. The prisoner was about to be locked up,
whereupon a gentleman who knew him demanded
that he should have a hearing. Ile was then saken
before Aldorman Lutz at his ofilce on Moyamensing
avenue. There was no ong 1 prefer a charge
against him, and he was at once discharged. Mr.

Overthe River—The Camden Riotera—Henr-
ongs this Morning.

At half past ten o'clock this morning 4 hearing
wus given some of the Camden rioters hefore Mayor
Cox in the (‘uumf Court honse, The fact that &
number of Philadelphila pollcemen were Incarce-
rated in the Camden jail added interest to the hear.
ings, and of course a large number of spsctators,
principally Philadelphians, were In attendauce at
the court room,

The first case dispossd of was that of Frank
Bouder, constnble, charged with assanlt and bhattery
with intent to Kil Charles H, Willlams and John
Madden, both colored, ut the polls in Newton Town-
ship yesterday, also with ineciting to rlot, Defend-
ant 1s constable of that towahship, He walved a
hearing and entered batl in the sumof #1000 for trial,

The cases of the ’hiladelphia policeinsn were next
on the list, but the prosecutors ot being 1o attend-
ance the Mayor annonnced that tha hearings would
be postponed until 2 o'clock this afternoon, Counsel
representing the State of New Jersey and the de-
fendante then held a consultation, during which
Lieutenant Thomas, of the Ieserve forge, of thia
city, made his appearanee and presented a letter
of mtroduction to District Atterncy Jeunkins, Jis
obiject was to ascertain the names of the Philadel-
phia pn}lllﬁemen, and look after thelr interests as far
as ifble.

The District Attorney answered that as yet he
had not been made acquainted with the names of
the policemen or the charges preferred against
them. In the crowd we noticed several poilcemen
o! this city, aud two or three Philadelphia lawrers,
