EUGENIE IN ENGLAXND,

A Niormy luterview with Plon-Pion.

The Loudon Daily News of the 2Sth ultimo
contning a long and interesting defense of Lhe
course of the Lmpress Eugenie, which appears
to be authoritative. It claims that her resideuce
at Chisellurst is not a resort of lutrigoners, and

I
ig well known, indeed, that the Eaperor's con-
sin has pever been in any great odor of saunctity
at the Tulleries, and that the Empress personally
has taken Litle palus to coneceal ber prepsses-
slone against one whom ehe his always cousi-
dercd the Emperor’s enemy, The political temper-
ament ol Prince Napoleou and bis philosoplieal
and moral opinlons were, it is true, but Htile in
anecordance with those of the Empress, and the
fnd events of which Frapee hias been the vietin
did not In any fway tend to reconcile views
or feclings between which there had been no
possible point of contact, Be that as it may,
snd pot to push nu inguiry into psychological
peculiarities, it is certain that the second and
lnst visit of Prince Nuapoleon at Chiselbhurst
ended o an explosion. The Prince may pro-
test as much as he likes, that will not alier the
facls,

“During this last visit Prince Napoleon, with
Lis usual impulsiveness, allowed himself Lo ex-
press somewbhat harghly his oploious tonching
the different ministries of the last mouth of
the Empire, nnd he went 5o far as to eall one ol
them o mindstry of ldiots (oreling). Now, the
sentiment of gratitnde is very strong wlth the
Ewmpress, and she mnde reply to her illustrious
cousin of which the followmg sentences convey
the substance, if not (be preclse words:—'I
know not, Monzelgnenr,” gald the Empress, ‘what
you mean by a ministry of idiots, ot what I do

kvow is that down o the Iast mowment the
KEmperor was served by devoled and faithful
friends. For the Inst eignteen yvears you have

opposcd the empire. Yoo and thoss about vou
bave never ceased Lo undermive it: and to-day,
when the Emperor 8 fallen, you pursue him
siill, Hwd you been at Parls on the 4th Septem-
ber you mwight have Leen able to give us good
advice, it you were alsent, as you bave go
often bappened to be, at the moment of danger;
of conrst to yvour great regret, as I do not
doubi.' Upon this Prince Napoleon tarried no
lopger. He took up Lis bat and left the room.”

The
conditions Imposed were that each soldier was to
he fed by the inhabitant who gave him lodging., He
wae to be comfaortably and sabatantially fed, and to
teceive one bottle of wine every day, The follow-
Ing dar, that 18 on Saturday morniog. half the garri-
oD left St Quentin o go and reluforce the corps
which was to hesiege La Fere, One thousand Prus-
Blans remained at St Quenting five hundred more
watched the road between this town and La Fere.

Terrible aceounts come from Bazeilles, which
was destroyed by the Prussians. A correspon-
dent of a contemporary writes: —On  the 25th
inetant 1 visited it for the fifth thwe, and ran a
gerious 1igk of being killed by the fearfal uva-
lanches of walle, which full with & erash never
to be forgotten, first to left, then to right,
then in frontof me, while I waas endeavoring to
persuade the people, estimated at 400 by the
cure,who gtill sleep there, to lesve their cellars,
pigeties, ete., and sleep anywhere rather thao
amone the ruing. Ten dove ago [ visited Ba-
zellles by night, and found six or seven families
—oneof ten, one of five, another of nine, another
of four, another of elght persons, another of two
or three—all ropred in a row in their cellars,
like botules of wine—men, women, and chil-
dren mixed. At that time the cellars were not
yet damp. Now they are saturated with rain,
which pours ju freely. May God help the poor
people: i is almost beyoud the help of man, At
this moment Bazellles 15 exactly like PPompeti.
A month heoce it will be a heap of stones, for
the very ruins are falling in with dreadial
craclies and choking up the entrances to the
cellarg, where a few poor wretches are still
sleeping.

Her Appronching Morringe with the Margals
ol Lorne.

A correspondent of the New York Eoening
Post writes from London as follows: —

The probability of a marriage betweon the
Marqguis of Lorne and the Princess Louise has
for gome time been talked about in England, A
feeling has widely prevailed that as eligible
Protestant (princees are hard to find, and every
year has made the failure o' the male line of the
royval family less likely, an alliance with the
representative of one of the great historie
families of the peersge would be very fit and
proper. The royal marringe act prohibiting
such alllances, except with the consent of the
soverelgn, was passed in the reign of George the
Third, and had its origin in the very undesirable
connection formeed by that monareh’s brothers,
aud the bickerings and jealousies which resulted
from them.

The Prineess Louise, in eelecting o husband
among bher mother's sabjects, could scarcely
have made a cholee less likely to cause jealousy
than iu fixing upon Lord Lorve. e belongs to
a famous historie house; he i8 pergonully de-
eerving and perfectly unassuming: his maternal
crapdmotber, the late Duchess of Satherland,
wae the Queen's dearest {riend, and her com-
pouion and consoler in  the darkest hour of her
deep berenvement; and his mother has aléo en-
joyed a large share of her sovereign’s affection,

Although in point of rank and reputation
gecond 10 none in the EBritish peerage, the house
of Argyll is in respect of wealth by no means in
fo adyvantageous s position, and the Princess's
cholee proves how slight an importance she and
her mother attach to money a8 a measns of hap-

siness, John, Duke of Argvll, created also

Juke of Greenwich in Eogland, who plays so
prominent and picturesque a part in the *‘Heart
of Midlotbian,” bad no son, and at his death a
large slice of lis foriune was divided amsng his
duughters. The eldest married the heir of the
then Duke of Bueccleéuch, earryving consideralle
wealth into that family. This cirenmnstance,
togetber with the reckless extravagance of sub-
sequent holders of the title, has tended consi-
derably to reduce the once princely revenues of
the Dukes of Argyll, However, the present
peer is go prudent and sensible a man, and real
cetate in Beotland incrensce so steadily in valune,
that probably another twenty years will see his
vael property in a great degree free from incum-
Lrances and adequate to support the diguity of
the new alliance.
