The Palais d'Industrie is the central
ambulance, the Cirque de 'lmperatrice a
barrack. All the eafes chaniants are closed.
Some few youthful votaries of pleasure
still patronize the merry-go-rounds; but their
business is not a lucrative owe. Along the
quaye by the river side there are cavalry and in-
antry regiments with the tentes d'abri. The
Chumpe de Mare 18 acamp. In most of the
equares there are sheep and oxen. On the outer
boulevarde lines of huts have been built for the
Mobiles, and similar huts are being erected
along the Rue des Ramparts for the Natlonals
on duty. FEverywhere there are squads of Na-
tionale, some learning the gooste swep, others

ractising skirmishing between the carts and

ncres, others levelling their guns and snap-
ping thew off at lmaginary Prussians.

Private carriages are rarely seen. The omni-
buges are crowded; but 1 fear greatly that their
horses will be fur from tender when we eat
them. The cabbies, ouce so hanghty and inso-
lent, are humble and concilistory, for Drutus
and Sewvols have taught them maoner, and
usually pay their fares in patriotic speeches.
At the Arc de Triomphe, at the Trocadero, and
at Passy, mear the Polat du Jour, there are
always crowds trylug to see the Prussians on
the distant hills, and in the Avenue de I'lmpera-
trice (now the Avenue Uhrich) there are always
numerous admirers of Mount Valerien gaziog
gilently upon the objectof their wership. In
the Faubourg 8t. Antolne workmen are loung-
ing about doing nothing, and watching others
drilling. In the outer Faubourgs much the
game thing goes on, except where barricades
are being bullt. Round each of these there is
always a crowd of men and women, apparently
expecting the encmy to assault them every mo-
ment,

At the different gates of the town there are
companies of Mobiles and National Guards who
sternly repel every civilinn who seeks to got
through them. On an average of every ten
minutes, no matter where one is, one meets
either a battalion of Natlonals, or Mobiles, or
corps marching somewhere. The asphalt of
the Boulevarde, that eacred ground of dandies
and smart dresses, is deserted during the day-
time, Ip the evening for about two hours it is
thronged by Nationals with thelr wives; Mo-
biles, who elill ramble aloug, grinning vaguely,
band in hand, as though they were In their
villages, and lonfers. There and in the princi-
pal sireets speculators have taken advantage of
the rights of man to stop up the sidewalks with
tables on which their wares are displayed, On
s0me of them there are kepis, on others oint-
ment for corng, on others statuettes of the two
inseparables of Berlin, William and his little
Bismarck, on others General Trochu and the

FRENCH IRREGULAR WARFARE,

The Franos-tireurs of the Vesgen,

The Monileur eontains the tollowing:—

“A letter written from the Vosges narrates a
curlous episode of the war wngmf sgainst the
Germans by our Franpes-tireurs. We have nu-
merous companies of Francs-trenra hidden in
every corner of the Vosges. They conscltule a
forwidable force, as they ounly take the elite of
our sporismen, aud do not admit any but men
of tried experience. Our Franes-tirears shoot
Prussians wholesale.

Ilaylng the West India Cable—-lncavering the
Ntatne of Ceolumbas— Fight Hetween the Na-
tives und English Mensof-Warsmen,

Paxana, Nov. 2. —Bir Charles Bright, chlef of
the West India Cable-laying expedision, arrived
bere om Wednesday, the 10th ult., and was re-
celved at the railroad depot by the President
and staff, and by a specinl lteee tion Commiftiee
composed of the leading residents In the city.
A publie dioner in his honor followed the same
e\‘enlmf.

The lollowing day the President and a large
party followed with the object of inaugaratin
the ceremonics. The weather, however, proved
unpropitious, the wea being too rough and the
rain pouring a second deluge. The President,
however, took advantage of the presence of his
distinguiehed guest to make it the occasion of
erectivg and uncovering the statue of Chris-
topher Columbus recently presented te the
United States of Columbia by the ex-Empross
Engenie.

The ceremony of uncovering the statue was
performned by Sir Charles Bright. The gtate of
the weather did not admit of laylng the shore
end of the cable untll Monday, the 241th Instaat,
and the Dacia sailed for Jamaica at 3°15 P. M
of that day, paying out the cable at the rate o
about three miles an hour. RBir Charles, upon
hirs departure, expresscd his opinion that if al
went well the cable would reach Jamauica on
the 81gt instant.

THE BOYLSTON BANK RODBERY.

—_————

The Hobbers Hidden fo n Orlb In New York-—
Negotintions with the New York Deteotlves—
A Felony Compounded.

Since the news was spread abroad that the
Boyleton Bank had been robbed, all matters per-
tainivg to the job have been interesting, while
they have beeu shrouded in mystery. Who the
operators were and what they did with the
funde the public have never been satisfactorily
informed, and perhaps never will be. Bat a New
Haven correspondent of the Boeton Traveller
bas written a chapter cootalning statements
which bave not before been in print.

It is not necessary to recapitulate the etory of
the erime. All will remember that the robbers
entered a room next to that occupied by the
vaull of the bank, and after a few days' exer-
tion eucceeded in making away wrt.h their
plunder. The whole city stood aghast at their
temerity, and there was a great hue and cry,
But theee four men were too shrewd and cun-
ning to allow themselves to be canght in the
very moment of success, and for some days not
the slightest inkling could be learned of their
whereabouts. Aund here it might be stated that
they were safely housed in a notorious erib on
Houston street, New Yeork. There they remained
until the public excitement began to die away
and they could more eafely take measures for
the utilization of their spoils.

The New York detectives with whom they had
previously dealt demanded a larger perquisite
than the robbers deemed profitable te disburse,
und it was therefore decided to select a middle-
man from eome other city. Buch a one was
found here in the person of an old schoolmate
of one of the thieves, A carefully worded letter
wae accordingly despatched to him, rtating,
among other things, that, unless satisfactory
negotintions could be concluded with the bank
officials, the entire property would be carried
out of the eountry.

A few hours' reflection convinced the recl-
pient of the letter that he had better undertake
the trust, and he eo worded his reply. Bpeed
belng one of the essential conditions of success,
be took the first train for Boston that day,
where lie interviewed thie Erincipal losers In the
affair, submittivg to each a paper whereby it
was agreed to accept a certain proportion of
thelr Joss In liquidation of all claims, it being
understood that the thieves and the bearer of
the paper were to share the remalnder.

These conditions were agreed to by every one
to whom they were éubmitted, and, armed with
documentary evidence o that effect, Mr. Blank
went Lo New York. He ascertained the where-
abouts of the thieves, and after much trouble
succeeded In meeting one of them face to face.
He submitted the results of his labor, and was
told that it was satisfactory, but that a definite
auswer could not be given until the following
worning. Mr. Blank was elated at his success.
lie called upon a prominent police officer in
the city, and was promised his co-operation in
the good work, and then telegraphed to a Bos-
ton loser, urging bis immediate departure for
New York. Then, ealling again upon the New
York officer, the offers of assistance were rell-
erated, and plan were made for the arrest of
the partice.

Overjoyed at his snceess, Mr. Blank retired to
hig hotel, there to dream away Lthe weary hours
which lni; between him and & competency of
wealth., Bul be was doomed o disappointment.
The thieves were not to be hoodwinked in this
way. Mr. Blank was too dangerous a person to
be allowed to remain ln New York unwatched,
aud from the woment thai Lis presence had
been communieated to them, his every step was
noticed. From the hotel to the street, to the
police office, and to the depot, his mptions were
vuder covstant surveillance, none thre less rigid
because he himself was unaware of I1s existence,
Even bis conversation with the police oflicer
after kis interview with the (hlel was, asseris
my informant, overheard by a coufederate, and
reported to headquarters,

I'be matter of personal safety bocame s vital
oneé. The burplars had confided In a man who
was to belray them (o0 justice, and it became
necessary Lo get out of the way., Accordiogly,
making & burried settlemont with the New
York officers upon thelr own terms, the pariy
packed uu the remainder of their plunder that
same vight, and departed fer Northern New
York. There they made a division of the spolls,
and two of their number fousd their way to
Enrope. The others separated, one golng to the
extreme West, and the other remaining in the
vicinlty of the place where the party broke up,
This was the condition of affalrs (wo mooths
after the robbery.

Bpeeeh of Hishop simpsen [Upon the New
Movement.

The alarming and degraded moral and social
covdition of the women of Jodia induced Mrs.
Dr. Wm. Butler, who has spent some fifteen
years with Ler bhusband in mission labors in
that country, to present the facts before the
Christlan women of the Methodist Episcopal
Church in this and other citles of the Union,
The statements were at first made privately, but
after a time a society was formed under the
above title. It has been buta little over one
yeoar io exislence, during which time it has or-
ganized six co-ordinnte branches,

The firet public mee'ing of the socl:ly in New
York was held last evenivg at 8t. Paul's Metho-
dist Episcopal Church. Bishop Janes presided.

Bishop Bimpson was subsequently introduced.
He #aid that the society had undertaken a work
which the parent Missionary Society had de-
clined. Two questions arlse in regard to it. Is
the work & preper work 7 and is the organiaa-
tion a proper one to do the work? It canaot
te denied that India is in a state of darkness,
ard China of degradation, But missione have
been established, aud mission houses and ata-
tions erected, and the fleld s now prepared for
women to labor. The women of those coun-

tries are excluded from the gatherings
of nen; missionaries may not
eee  them, aund they cannot hear of
Christ unless woman's hands take the

word of life to them. It I8 a work which woman
may do, and which man cannot do, and the time
is now fully come when women may go forth to
accomplieh great things for God and His Cnurch.
The Bishop then traced the rige and develop-
ment of this and other benevolent institutions
from the inspiration of individual members, and
aleo reviewed the procesees by which the social
and moral condition of woman has been ad-
vanced In different ages and counntries. They
have always marked out their own path, and
conquered against formidable opposition, as wit-
nees the illustrationsof Mre. Fry, visiting the
prisone and hospitals of England to relieve the
wants of their inmates; Miss Nightingale on tha
battlefields of the Crimea; and our own noble
young women here during the Rebelllon. And
there is not a single lnstance on record where one
of them was lusulted by any man. The women of
Christian lands have been f[or vears educated for
just such work, and he was not sarprised to
hear the call from tbe endsof the earth for
them to go forth and bear the bread of life to
their perishing eisters. Dut he cautioned the
ladies to proceed slowly and cautionsly, and not
attempt nor expect too much at once, for, he
added, growth is the law of nature and of
morals. Heferring to the Women's Rights and
kindred association+, he sald that thourh him-
selfl o believer and an advoeate for the last
twenty vears of the ballot for woman, he had
been pained at the utterances of some of these
eocieties—utterances which were alike opposed
to good taste and good morals—and the at-
tempte wade to overthrow institutions for the
protection of woman,

THE SOUTHERN [CIRCUS TRAGEDY.

The Murder of Monager Whithy of Lancaster,

The Laucaster Infelligencer of last evening
BAYE:—

A despatch was received by the family of
Alderman Van Camp this afternoon, dated
Vickeburg, announcing that Henry Whitby, the
son-in-law of Van Camp, had died in Vicksburg
yesterday, and that his remasing would be shipped
from that elty to-day for Lancaster. The family
bave also received a letter from Mrs. Whitby,
giving the circumstances of his death, from
which it appears that Cooper, Hemmings &
Whitby's ¢ircus was giving an exhibition at
Rayeville, Louisiana, on Nov. 2, During the

erformance a rufflan, whoee name we did not
earn, ineisted on eutering the cirens without
Ea}h»g. Mr. Whitby refused to let him pass in,

ut he finally got past, when Mr. Whitby went
after nim for the purpose of putting him out.
The ruflian then knocked Whithy down, and
drawing a revolver shot him In the bhead.
Whitby sprang to his feet and staggered toward
the dressing room, five more shots being fired
after him. one of which took effect In his
breast. The preatest excitement resulted, and
the attaches of the circus came to the
rescue, BOmME of them armed with
revolvers. The  assallunt  of Whitby
and three other roughs were ghot dead In the
melee that engued. The peaceably disposed
rtion of the audience ran in terror to a neigh-
ring woods for gafety. Mrs. Whitby, who was
present, sent for a physiciah, who pronounced
the wound ortal. Assisted by one of the
attoches of the eircus she carried her wounded
husband to a hotel, whence he was convayed to
Vicksburg the following day. He lingered uatil
vesterday, when he died.

Deceased was about fifty years of age, and was
well known not only In this city, but all over
the conntry, he having been convected with the
clrcus business ever gince his boyhood.

The facillty for obtaining food and other ne-
ceseary supplies is very great, owing to the
extreme fertility of the soll in the neighborhood
and with six lines of rallroad running through
the rural districts into the city.

FORTIFICATIONS AND ARMAMENT.

The fortifications of Lille are regarded by
competent authorities to be the finest series of
inland works in Europe, being Vauban’s profes-
elonal chef d'aurre. These works are superior
in every way to those of Parls or Strasburg.

The ramparte are of an average height of
thirty-five feet, in the interior having a good
military road, making an entire circnit of the
defenses,

The casemates, magazines, and shell-rooms
are of soild masonry.

There are 500 guna mouunted on the works at
the present moment.

CONBTITUTIONALIEN,

The diecussions on the new constitution of
(iermany are proceeding very favorably at Ver-
sailles. The Bavarian difficalty and ministerial
objections of some few of the representatives of
South German Iutercsts will be surmounted.

1 e Auetrian Government will not be allowed
to bave a voice in the matter, as it is said to be
one which the German governments conslder as
being strictly their own and affecting thelr own
Interpal coudition and the affairs of their peo-
ples solely.

The treaty of Prague bas nothing whatever to
do with the matter or the exigency which exists
for a new territorial reorgaunization aud recon-
struction of Germavy. Toe demands which are
ascribed W the Austrian Government, and
which, it Is alleged, insist that a revision and
alteration of the treaty of Prague have been
renderkd Indispensalle by the new order of
affalrs whieh now presents on the Coutineat,
are beld here (Berlin) as inadmissible.

VON BEUST AN ENEMY TO GERMAN UNITY.

Baron Beust, ¢t Austria, is regarded la the
Prugeian capital as an epemy (o German unity,
and it is sald that while he diregts the foreiga
affairs and Sbapes Lthe forelgn poliey of Austris
and Hungary, the existence and malntenance
of amlicablé relations hetween those powers and
North Germany is rendered almost lmpr.m-alhle,
and this notwithstandjug the reported cordinlivy
of their diplomacy.

These lutter reports are cireulated, it is said,
and used designedly with the view of inducing
the llumiurluu legislators 1o vole the unational
budget of Austria.
