From "A Day with the Brownings at J?ra-tolino- ,"

by Elizabeth C. Kinney, we take the
following:

It was my privilege to live for years near
by, and iu intimate intercourse with, tho
divinity Casa G nidi her whose genius
Las hmuoitnlized the wall as well as the
windows of that antique palace; for a tablet
Las been inserted by the grateful Italians,
whose ennse she 80 eloquently espoused, in
the grand entrance wall, recording her name,
deeds, and long residence there, with the tri-
bute of their thanks and love. Yet I had not
known the Drownings personally, in the
more intimate sense of acquaintanceship, till
that blessed day when, in the balm of a June
morning, we started together in an open car-
riage for Tratolino, taking with us a man-
servant, who carried the basket containing
our picnic dinner, of which only four were to
partake. A larger party would have spoiled
the whole A moro turn J nature was never
joined to a bolder spirit than in Elizabeth
Browning. Hie fairly shrunk from observa-
tion, and could not endure mixed company,
though in her heart kind and sympathetic
with all. Her timidity was both instinctive
and acquired; having been an invalid and
atuitent from her youth up, she had lived
almott the life of a recluse; thus it Bhocked
Ler to be brought face to face with inquisitivo
strangers, or the world in general. On this
very account, and because hor health so
rarely permitted Ler to mnke excursions of
any kind, the enjoyed, as tho accustomed do
cot, and tho nnartprecia'ive cannot, any un-
wonted liberty in nature's realm, and doaVly
with a chosen few sympathetic companions,
to whom fcho could freely express her tu.ongb.ts
and emotions. Like most finely Btrung
beings, she spoke through a changeful coun-
tenance every change of feeling.

Never sball I forget how her face tho
plain mortal beautiful in its immortal expres-
sion lighted tip to greet us as our carriage
drove into the porte-cocher- e of Casa Guidi en
that memorable morning. Simple as a child,
the honest enjoyment which she anticipated
in our excursion beamed through hor coun-
tenance. Those large, dark, dreamy eyes
usually like deep wells of thought sparkled
with delight; while her adored liobert's gener-
ous capacity for pleasure showed oven a hap-
pier front than ordinary, rollecting her joy, as
we turned into the street and out at the city
gate towards Patrolino. The woman of usu-
ally many thoughts and few words grew a
talker under the stimulus of open country
air; while her husband, usua'ly talkative, be-ea-

the silent enjoyer of her vocal gladness,
a pleasure too rarely afforded him to be inter-
rupted. We, of choice, oaly talked enough
to keep our improiinat rice in the humor of
utterance. Every tree, every wayside flower,
every uncosamon stone or passing cloud gave
fresh impulse to ber spirit, which verily seemed
like an enfranchised bird's.

Mr. Barrett, the father of Elizabeth, though
himself a superior man, and capable of appre-
ciating his gifted child, was, in some snse,
an eccentric. He had an unaocountable
aversion to the idea of "marrying off"
any of his children. Having wealth,
a sumptuous house, and being a
widower, . he Lad somehow made
tip his mind to keep them all about him.
Elizabeth, the eldest, had been an invalid
from Ler early youth, owing partly to the
great shock which her exquisite nervous or-

ganization received when she saw an idolized
brother drown before her eyes, without hav-
ing the power to save him. Grief at this
event naturally threw her much within her-
self, while shattered health kept her confined
for years to her room. There she thought,
studied, wrote; and from her sick-chamb- er

went forth the winged inspirations of her
genius. These came into the heart of Robert
Browning, and nesting there, awakened
love for "The Great Unknown," and he
Eonght her out. Finding that the in
valid did not receive strangers, he wrote her
a letter, intense with his desire to see her.
She reluctantly consented to an interview.
He flew to her apartment, was admitted by
tbe nurse, in whose presence only could he
tee the deity at whoso shrine he had long
worshipped. But the golden opportunity
was not to be lost; love became oblivious to
any save the presence of the real of
its itfeul. Then and there Robert
Browning poured his impassioned soul
into heis:' though his tale of love seemed
only an enthusiast's dream. Iufirmity had
hitherto so hedged her about, that she deemed
herself forever protected from all assaults of
love. Indeed she felt only injured that a fel
low-poe- t should take advantage, as it were, of

. . .r t v jner indulgence in gramiug mm an interview,
and requested, mm to witnaraw from ner pre
sence, not attempting any response to his pro
posal, w hich elie could not believe in earnest.
Of course he withdrew from her eight, but not
to withdraw the offer of his heart and hand; an
contraire to repeat it by letter, and in such
wise as to convince her how "dead in earn
est" te was. Her own heart, touched al
ready when she knew it not, was this time
fain to listen, be convinced, and overcome
But here began the tug of war! As a filial
daughter, Elizabeth told li6r father of the
poet's love, of the poet h love in return, and
asked a paient's blessing to crow n their hap
piness. At first, incredulous of tho strange
story, Le mocked her; but when the truth
flashed on him, from the new tire
in her cjes, Le kindled with rage, and
forbade Ler ever seeing or commu
ting with her lover aain, on
rtenallv of disinheritance and banishment
oreer f torn a father's love. This decision

was fornded cn no ditlike for Mr. Drowning
ei6onauv. or anything in him, or his family;

it was aimolv arbitrary. But the new lore
was st rentier than the old in her it con
oueied. On wings it flew to her beloved,
who Lad perched on her window, and thence
Lore Ler away from the fogs of England to a
tefct ULder Italian skies. The nightingale
who Lstl loua sung in tbe dark, with "her
breast t gainst a thorn," cow changed into a
aik morning had come singing for very

;
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joy, and at heaven's gate, which has since
opi ned to let ber in. The unnatural father
kept Lis vow, and would never be reconciled
to Lis daughter, of whom he was not worthy;
though she ceased not her endearing efforts
to find Ler way to his heart again; ever fear-
ing that he, or she, might die without the
bond of forgiveness having ronnited them.
Always cherishing an undiminished love for
her only parent, this banishment from him
wore on ner, notwithstanding the rion com
pensation of such a husband's devotion, and
tbe new maternal love which their golden- -
Laired boy awakened.
: 'What she feared enme upon her ! ner
fntLer died without leaving her even his par
don, and her feeble phynique never quite re
covered from tho shock. Few witnessed the
MrtDg grief of that morally strong woman.
I saw ber after her first wrestling with the
tingel of sorrow, and perceived that with the
calm token of his bleR9iug, still Bhe dragged
a maimed life.

WATER-SPOUT-

I'rr.m ApjMon'B Journal.
Many years of personal experience and ob-

servation, besides a frequent comparison of
notes with others, have led me to the conclu-
sion that water-spout- s are more common near
the land than in the open sea; and that, as a
rule, they are restricted within certain limits.
I do not remember ever to have seen one in
the North Atlantic or Facifio Oceans, while
they are very common in the Gulf of Mexico,
among the Vest India Islands, along the west
coast of Africa, and in the Indian Ocean.

Their form and appearance are so well
known that no detailed description of thorn
is necessary; but I will remark that tho first
w arning w e have of their appearance is by
the dependence of a slender, inverted cone
from a dark cloud. Soon a lighter-colore- d

cloud rises from the water a little to leeward
of it, and the two, soon joining together, go
whirling on their way

.

as a water-spou- t. But
1 1 I f 1 IV 1 1 T 1 'i nis junction is not niways enectea. it is no
uncommon occurrence to see a half-doze- n or
more embryo w ater-spon- ts descending from
one cloud, with only a slight disturbance in
the water underneath, and for them all
to finally vanish without a single
ore being completed. This I have
never, heard accounted for, but should ima
gine it to be for the reason that the power of
the wind contained in the cloud is so divided
or scattered, that in no one part of it is there
sufficient force to draw tho water up to it;
for, where but one cone descends from a
el6ud, it generally finds its complement. Still
I remember on one occasion to have seen hve
complete water-spou- ts formed under one
cloud, which was not only a rare sight, but
also one of the most magnificent that I ever
witnessed. We were in the Indian Ocean, run-
ning with a light, fair vind for Java Head,
the highlands of the island being visible from
aloft. A heavy thunder squall was coming
up from tho westward, its black cloud cover
ing about a quadrant of the horizon, and
forming an arch, the centre of which was
at an altitude of about thirty degree?. Above
ttis bant, wnicn was rendered "dark as
Erebus" by the sun being low down behind it
in the west, there rose a superincumbent
mass of clouds nearly to tho zenith, present
irg, in their ever-varyin- g forms and wonder-
ful transmutations of color, a scene of
rare and resplendent neauty, strangely
at variance with the gloomy arch that
formed their support, and from wnicn now
come faint gleams of lightning, and tho omi- -

foimed gradually one after the other, at
neaily equal distances apart, giving ono the

archway that ruigbt be the portal
to the infernal regions, inis musion was
still more apparent when, just at sunset,
tLere shone through between the pillars, for
a lew minutes, a iaini out iuria giare oi
light, which as suddenly disappeared, leaving
us to the brief twilight of tne tropics, and
the labors incumbent to a stormy night,

Ihe danger to Bhips from water-spou- ts is
much exaggerated, for a ship properly han
died can keen out of tho w ay, if there is any
wind. There are but few
accounts of vessels coming in contact with
them, and of such the only one that occurs to
iuv memory at present is me case oi tjie
United States frigate Totomace which oc
curved about thirty years ago. bhe was in
tho vortex of a hurricane at tho
time, and had not wind enough to
fill her sails. Shotted guns, the tradi
tional method of breaking a water-spou- t, were
made use of, but failed in having the desired
e fleet, either from bad gunnery or from the
intflicacy of the remedy. Yk'hen the shock
came, it was terrible for a tew seconds, the
ship whirling around as if in a whirlpool,
vhile the water poured down with a force
that threatened to stave in the decks. This
avalanche of water would probably have
t roved fatal to a merchant-shi- p with her close
bulwarks; but the frigate had her spar-dec- k

ports open, so that she was soon rolieved
from the weight of water on her decks, and
came out from this baptism with but little
more damage than she had sustained in the
ordeal of fire at Qnr.llHh Uittoo. If proper
statistics were at hand, it would be found
tbat water-Fpout- s have done less mischief
efloat than they have ashore, especially in
tbe Windward Islands of the West Indies.

I do not remember to have ever been in
danger from them, personally, but once, and
tbat was in the Gulf of Mexico. We had
sailed from Mobile on the previous evening,
but, owing to light winds and calms, were
only thirty miles from tho point when the
wind set in from northeast with heavy rain--
squalls. In less than an hour
there were twenty-thre- e water-spout- s in
sifcht at one time, all moving in dif
ferent directions. There was much doubt
and hesitation about the course to be pur
sued, for it was impossible to know at what
moment one of them might change its coarse
slid come to us. While holding a council of
war, another one formed within a few hun
dred yards of us, and sailed away on our
weather-quarte- r, roaring like an incipient
Niagara. As no positive rule could be laid
down for our guidance, we determined to
keep straight on our course, unless compelled
to turn out; and, after running the gauntlet
among them for about three hours, came out
into clear water, fully impressed with the
truth of (the Bailor's maxim tbat "Fortune
favors the lucky." II. W. Dodge.
