PUBLIC BUILDINGS,

The Oplnlen of Soliciter Uselils—~The Case In
the Sapremeo Uonrl.

To-morrow the agument in the cass iavolving
the erection of the publle bulldiogs nt the m-
tersection of Broad and Markel streets will be
heard in the Bupreme Court.

The followlug is the opinion of Fairmount
Park Folicitor Collis npon the subject, with the
endorsement of Hon. F. Carroll Brewster, Wil-
liam B. Manp, Esq., and Hon. William M.
Meredith:—

PuiLaverrnia, October 21, 1870.—Hon.
Henry M, Phillips, Chairman of Commit e,
Ete,—Dear 8iri—I have the honor to acknow-
ledge the recelpt ot the resolution passed by
the Committee of the Pablic Boildiogs Commis-
siom, ol which you are Chairman, which reso-
lution Is iu the followlng words: —

Y tesolved, That the Bolicitor be requested Lo
give his opinion on the legal questions involved
in selecting the particular site for the bulldings
en Penn Byuare.”’

Having been present at the meeting of your
commitiec al which the resolution was passed,
I bhad a further opportunity of learaing upon
what particular questions my opinlon was de-
slred.

Tue aet under which vour commission s
created directs that you *‘Locate the public
buildings on either Waslhington Square or Penn
Bquare, as 1aay be ascertained by a vole of the
legaily qualified electors of the city of Philadel-
phia.” A vote has been taken, and Pean Square
has been gelected.

You are therefore required, wichin thirty days
from the day of election (Qctober 11, 1870), to
uwdvertise for proposals for the erection of said
bulldings vpon Penn SEquare,

You bave clearly the right to erect one, two,
three or four buildiogs upon either or all of , the
enclogures at Broad and Market streets; bat tha
act teems (o contewplate the erection of the
buildings at the ioterssciion of Broad strees
with Market sireet, for It provides that “*In the
event of the ultimate selection of Penn Square
as the site for said public bulldings, the eald
commisgion ehall bave anthority and they are
hereby empowered to vacate 8o much of Murket
and Broad streets as they may deew nsedful;
provided, however, that (he, strects passing
sround said bullding shall aot be of less width
than one hundred feet.”

The only condition 12 that the guallfied electors
of the city of Philade!phia shall give their assont
thereto, After a full and free digcussion of the
whole subject they have given their assent, and
you are new required to ereet the pablic build-
lugs either upon one or more of the four enclo-
sures, or at the Intersection, the latter being the
loeation most elearly indicated by the Act.

My attention has been invited Lo the act of
284 of March, 1866, “‘Authorizing the improve-
ment of Broad street,” which prohibits the eree-
tiou of any obstructions upon that sireet, and it
bas been intimated that said act was declared un-
constitutional by the Bapreme Court, in the
recent ease of Hammett vs. The City (8 Am.
Law Rep. 411), commonly known as the Nicol-
gon 'avement Case.

By the provisions of that act, the city is “‘re-
quired 1o occupy and appropriste sdroad street
for 18 entire lengih, as i is now opened, or may
hereafter be openced, and from curb to earb
thereof, for the uses and purposes of a publie
drive, earringe-way, sireet, or avenue, and to
improve the eald street or portions thereo! from
time to thue, and in whole or in part, with such
mode of pavement, paving, macadamizing, gra-
velling, or other rond way as may,in the judgment
of the Beleet and Common Connells of said
¢ity, be the best adapted to and tor the uses and
purposes afvresald; and for that purpose the
eald Councils shall have (power), and are hereby
autborized to epnct such ordivances and reso-
lutions with such eonditions and stipolations as
may require the cost of sald improvements te
be pald for by the owners of property abuiting
upon said street.”

And the 41h section of the actcreates a con-
tract between the Commonwealth aud the preo-
perty owners in the following words: —''That
upon the lmprovement of sald street, or any

ortion thereof, as provided In the urst section
rereol. and in eousideration of the payment of
the cost thereof Ly the owners of property
sbultlng thereurou as aforesald, or utrun and in
conelderation of the contributions sud pavments
of the movey agreed 0 be pald, or na ascer-
talned by a jury as aforesald, no perion or per-
sons, or eorporaticns of any kind, vor the eity
of Philadelphbia, shall at any time Lerealter be
suthorized or empowered Lo locate, lay, con-
siruct, or main avy rallroad or rallway
tracks or other obstruetions, prejudicial to the
uees and purposes aforesald, along or upon eaid
sireet or auy portion thereof.”

Under theé authority conferred by this act, the
Counells of the city of Phiiade!plia ordained on
July 5, 1867, *‘that the sald earriage way from
curb to curb, between Willow street and Co-
lumbia avenue, shall be laid with the Nicolson

Judgment was entered agalnst Mr, Hammett
for want of a suflicient affidavit of defense, and
to that judgment a writ of error was taken to
the E me Court. The oplnion of the Sa-

reme Uonrt was delivered by Bharawood J.,

eand J, diseenting, and it decldes simply that
local assessments are counsiliotional when im-
posed for loeal improvemeuls, clearly confler-
ring epecial benefits on the properties nsseased,
and to the extent of those benefils; and that the
Act of March 28, 18066, *'so far as It authorizes
the Councils of the city of Philadelphia ‘w0
enael such ordinances or resolutions as
may require the cost of sald improvemeats to
be paid for by the owners of property abuilin
on kald street,’ ” Is unconstitutional amd void.
If the owners of ground fronting en DBroad
gireet, between the points once paved at the
cost of their ground, bhad paid for the layving of
the Nicolsowm pavement, then the act of 1566
created n contract between them and the Com-
monwealth which no eubseqment legislation
could defeat: but If they are releazed by thia
decision from their obligation, aud avall them-
selves thereof, they ocoupy the eame relation to
the set of 1806 as any other citizen, and the
power of the Legislature Is unaflected; in which
cace it would be unnecessary Jto consider what
would be the powers of the comwmission, if the
ownpers bad ]‘{imll‘l! themselves upon the invio-
Iability of a contract by payment.

Bub It may be contended that the eoniract
e1ill eubsists, many of the property holders hay-
ing pald their proportion of (ne assessmeoents, or
a8 Lhe act of 1866 is not repealed by subsequent
leglalation, the erection of publie boildings at
the Intereection is such an obsiruction as the
act of 1866 purposes o permanently aveld.

The prolibition extends to ‘“‘any railroad or
railway tracks, or other obstraetions prejndicial
to the wres and purposes aforesaid.” The apecl-
fie probibitlons are againet rallronds and rallway
tracke; then followe the general expression “‘or
other obsirnctions:” but aecording to a well-
eslablished rule in the conetraction of statutes,
general terme, following particular ones, apply
ouly to ruch pereons or things as are ejusdeni
gencris with those compreliended in the lan-

gpuasge of the Legisiature. I am of opin-
lon that publie buildings are mot
obstructions  “‘of the Fame kind"

as rallroads or raillway tracke; nor are ther, in
wy opioion, obstructions within the wesning of
the act which are “‘prejudicial to the uses and
purpokes of a public drive, carrlage way, sirest,
or aveune.” Your act anthorizes you to modify
the line of Broad streelat ite intersection with
Market street, and If you do this it eompals
you to make Broad street one hundred fect
wide on the east and west of the buildings,
which 1s in reality widening Broad street nearly
100 feet at this point.

It cannot be tupposed that thore reasonsble
ebanges in the alignment of the street which
the State or the city, as trustees of the highway,
may deem promotive of the comfort and eoy-
venience of ithe citizens, are precluded by Lhe
act of 1804 on the contrary that act must be in-
terpreled with reference to the existence of
those powere,

1 am, therefore, of opinion:—

1. That you have a clear right to ereet onae or
more buildings npon the four enelosures
boanded by Filbert, Juniper and Merrick strects,
and South Penn Square.

2, Tbat you bave a clear right to erect at the
intereection of Broad aud Market sireets, and to
vacale any portion of sald streels necessary to
that parpose, provided you maiotain a street
100 feet wide around all sides of gald buildings.

3. That the net of March 23d 1866, does not,
in any way, restrict your right to build at the
intergection of Broad aond Market streets, pro-
vided as aforesaid, and

4. That the act of August Gth, 1870, rather
favors and Indicates the ercction at Lhe intersec-
;h;n of Droad and Markel sireets than other-
wise.
