enormous. 'There is a perpetusl demand for
novelties at the musie halls, and tha songs
which are applanded there are afterwards
printed on tcese broadsheosts, just as the
ohoioe airs of # new opera are published for
use in drawing-rooms, The prevailing taste
of the freqnenters of music.-halls may pro-
bably be discovered in these broadshests,
which contain about nine parts of buffoonery
to one part of sentiment,
mental songs which refer to the sights and
sounds of the country must, we should think,
be hardly intelligible to the great mass of
urchasers of these broadsheets, Woe find,
or instance, one of the Christy Minstrels’
songs, ‘‘Roaming by the Streamlat.” We
may well wonder what a porson born and
bred in a eourt of Drury Lane thinks of
this: —

Falr nature’s now reposing,

And earch in grey seems drest,
Each flower it8 leaves now closing,
The sun has sank to rest,

These broadsheets must be bought by thon-
sands of men and women to whom suoch lines
can bardly be intelligible. They go to Ep-
ping Forest or Greenwich Park on Easter
Monday,and perhaps to Brighton and back on
& summer Sunday, and the rest of their lives
they spend in the dense msass of building
which lies between Holborn and the Strand.
The moon and the stars to which the senti-
mental songster constantly refers shine
almost unregarded amid the glare of gas in
Drury Lane: aud although it is quite pos-
sible to roam in London and its suburbs, you
must go & good many miles to find a stream-
let which does not also do duty as a drain,

We beliove that whenever a new song
takes the pnblic fanoy at the music halls a
fresh broadsheet is issned whioh contains this
new song and as many old songs as are neces-
sary to fill tha paper. BSongs that were owm-

“Turn it up.” If this is a fair sample of the
mingtrelsy of the music-halls, it mnst be
owned that they are very harmless and not
very lively places. The same sheet contains
a long ballad on the adventures of Dick Tar-
pin, “lm. nfter many marvellous escapes,
came to the gallows through omilting to
‘“turn it up” at the right moment. In fact,
Dick took & dvop too much, got into a row,

THE WILL OF KOSCIUSZKO.

This friend of American liberty and Polish
patriot was born in 1765, and died in Swit-
zerland, October 16, 1819, An unrequited
passion for the danghter of a high officer of
Btate induoced him to leave home for Ams.
riea, where he offered his sword to the
patriots. He received a commission as an
officer of engineers on October 18, 1776, and
duoring tke whole of the Revolutionary ocon-
fliot proved himself to be a gallant and suo-
cessful soldier. The following is his will,
which was admitted to record on the 12th of
May, 1519, and which lay for nearly hall a
century forgotten in the clerk’'s office of the
Cirenit Court of Albemarle, Virginia, We
give the doonment verbatim el literatim: —

“]1 Thaddens Kocolugzko belng jast in my depar-
tare from America; do declare snd Adlrect Lt ahould
1 make no other testimentary disposition of my pro-

A MARVELLOUS MIRAGE.
