Albert Barves was bore in the town of Rome,
New York, on the 14t of December. 1793. His
father pursued the calling of a tanner, and in
this laboriong occupation he was himself en-
goged until be bad attalned the age of seventeen.
A year loter be entered IHamilton College, New
York, and gradunted from that institution with
the class of 1820, at the age of twenty-two.
Concernipg bis foner life at this period he has
snid:—

“But,” he continnes, *with this intellectual con-
viction 1 paused. | formed & purpose on the au’H

henceforth o sirictly moral Hfe;
againgl religion: not to he found on any ocoasion
nmong Ita opposera; but to yleld to (s clatms no
farther. J gesolved to frame my life, la this respect,
on what 1 Whderstand to be the character and views
of Dr. Franklin.''

A year later a religious revival commenced in
the college, nnd Mr. Barnes was firmly resolved
upon malntaining the resolution expressed
abdve. But in this endeavor he was providen-
tially frustrated, in the following manuer: —

A classmate, recently convertod, stated to me
in gimple words, and with no appeal to me person-
ally, s own feelings on the sublect of rehigion, de-
gcribed the chaonge which had oceurred in his mind,
and jeft me, His words went to my heart: led me to
reflection my condition, and were the means, under
Gaod, of thit greut change w‘hinh has §0 materially
anected ali my plans in this e, and which f an-
tivipate anid hope will affect my condition forever,”

This chavnged the whole current of his life,
and in November, 1820, he commenced the study
of theology at Princeton: waslieensed Lo preach
in April, 1824; and was orla‘ned and Installed
as pastor of the Presbyterian Church at Morris-
town, N. J., in February, 1825. Referring {to
the early portion of his career, he has said:—

“1 began 1tfe with Bo wealth Jand with o patron-
age from powerful frienas, 1 was blessed with
virtuous and industrious parents, and entered on
my course with the ndvantage which wos to be de-
rived from thelr connsels and example, I was de-
pendent on wy own efforts, 1 claim no special

credit for this, or sympathy on account of It, for this
8 the way in which most men begin the world;"

He remained at Morristown for five years,
signalizing the close of his pastorate, in the
spring of 1530, by the delivery and publication
of a sermon on “The Way of S dvatlon,” whicn
at once drew to him the atlention of the whole
Presbyterian denomioation. The Church was
just entering upon that memorable strugele
which ultimalely rent It asunder, and 1115 ser-
mon on *I'he Way of S8alvation” wa: mada the
"hasls for an ccecleslastical persecution of its
author, which was condneted with great earn-
cetness for six years, until its object obtained a
complete trinmph over all his adversaries,

e was called to the First Chureh of this city
in 1880, as the colleague of the Rev. Dr. J. P.
Wilson, with the hearty concurrence of the
latter, there being bul one vote adverse to his
seitlement in fifty-four which were cast upon
the question. Having signified his acceptance,
the comgregation, according to the custom of
the Cburch, asked leave of the Presbytery of
Philadelphia to prosecute the call, The motlon
to grant leave ratged a stormy discussion, which
wae prolonged through four days, several promi-
nent members of the presbytery declaring that
Mr. Barnes' sermon on ““The Way ol Salvation”
contained fundamental errors in doctrine, and
asserting their unwilllngness to countenance
apy innovation by his reception. Leave 1o pro-

seeute his call was finally granted, by a vole

of 21 to 12, it belng understood that as spom as
Mr. Barnes was received into the Presbytery he
should be placed upon trial for heresy; and on
the 18th of June, 1830, he presented his certifi-
cate of dismissal and recommendntion from the
Presbytery of Elizabethtown, A fierce opposi-
tion wns again wrrayed against his reception;
but It linally prevailed by a vote of (hirty to
gixteen., An attempt was then made 10 arrest
bim hisj formal lnstallation,s by the presenta-
tion against him of charges of unsounduess in
doctrine; and in November, 1830, by express
command of the Synod, these charges were
heard by the Iresbytery, but In a manner
which, according to the claim of Mr,
Barnes and his friends, was entlirely unconstitu-
tional. The matter was filually taken before the
General Assembly of 1851, whieh decided that
there was “‘a number of upguarded and objec-
tionable passages” in Mr. Barnes' sermon; but
ordered the presbylery to suspend further pro-
ceedings In the case, and recommended such a

division of that body as would promote peace |

and barmony in the Chuarch. This compromise
was stoutly opposed by the adversaries of Mr,
Barnes, and the recommendation o! the Assem-
bly was not fully and satisfactorily earried out
until the year 1554,

Mr. Barnes meanwhlle entered upon the dis-
charge of Lis new pastoral duties with many
misgivings, by reason of his youth and Inexpe-
rience. In a sermon on “Life at Three-score,
preached on the 28th of November, 1858, he
ERYE:—

But Mr. Barnes' difficulties with those who
were opposed to his pecaliar doctrinal views
did not end with his snccessful [nstallation.
While e has been widely and favorably known
as an earnest and cfliicient pastor, and as a clear
and impressive pulpit orator, his fume through-
out this and other iands has been chiefly owing
to lils atle commentaries on different portions
of the Seriptures, Ta his sermon on “Life at
Three-score,” he thus refers to the origin and
composition of Lthese remarkably successinl
works;—

UMy attention was fret directed to the suhject by
what geemed to me to e g want in Sabibath-schonls,
the want of & plain and simple commentary on the
Goppeltt, which could bLbe put into the hands of
tenchers, and which would furnish an casy explanas-
tion of the meaning of the sacred writers, | began

In consequence of the arduons duties thus

voluntarily assumed, in addition to the pressing

| labors ef his pastorate, and the fact that they

were accomplished mainly in the hours which
are devoled by other men (o reposs, Mr.
Barnes entailed great physical suffering upon
himeell, and came near loging the usge of his
eyee. Buthe reaped a rich and unanticipated
reward for his self-sacrifice. No works of a
slmilar character have attained such a wide-
spread popularity and eirculation among all

| denomivations of Christions andinall countries,

They have been translated into several foreign

| languages, and In 1850 his “*Notes on the New

Testoment” alone had attained a circulation in
this country of nearly Lalf a million volumes,
while a still larger number had at that time
been printed abroad. In the sermon from
which we have already quoted, Mr. Barnes thus
referred to his responsibility for the success
which attended his literary efforts: —

1 cannot now recall those books, I cannot con-
trol any impression which they may make. It atfeots
e algo deeply to reflect that the sentiments
those booka are most HKely to come in contact with
minds through whilch they will exert an influence
when [ um dead—the minds of the young, And yet
1 would not recall them If 1 conid, \%ﬂm all my
consclonsness of their imperfection, and with my
frm expectation that some man will yet prepare a
commentary on tue New Testament fur better
fitted to accomplish  the
sought than my own writings are, aud
the feeling that, at my time of life, I cannot
hope to revise them, and to make them conformable
to what I would desire them to be, I still belleve
that they contain the system of eternal trath: that
they defend what 18 right; that thejr indnence wiil
be to Llustrate, in some measare, a greai systom of
doctrines, welch 18 closely connected with the salva-
tlon of wen; and that, with all thelr imperfections,
they give utterance to just sentiments of the oature
of true piety and the duties of practical religion.™

The work of preparing these commentaries
was commenced by Mr. Barnes soon after his
settlement in this eity. The “‘Noles on the
Goepel of 8t. Matthew™ were issued in 1832, and
in 1835 the volume of the Epistle to the Romans
was completed and published. Some of the
doctrinal views expressed in the latler were
regarded as especially objectionable by those
who had previously been alarmed at the spread
of imnuvations in the Chuarch. The late Dr.
Junkin, at that tlme President of Loafayette Col-
lege, became the accuger of Mr. Barnes,although
he was at that time a member of another p.:z
Livtery, apd not even connected with the spdie
synod. Dr. Junkin made formal charges
against Mr. Barnes, in which he studiously
avolded the ute of the objectionabl word
‘heresy,” as ambignous and caleu ited to
prejndice him in public opinion. Iu these accu-
gations Mr. Barnes was charged with holdiog
that ¢in consists in voluntary action; that Adam,
both before and afier the fall, was ignorant of
the fact that the consequences of his sin would
extend beyond a natural death; that nnregene-
rate men are enabled to keep the command-
ments and convert themselves to God; and that
faith is an act of the mind, and not a prineiple,
and is Itself imputed for righteonsness. The
charges of Dr. Junkin also malotained that the
antbor bad denied the covenant with Adam, and
the imputation of Adam’s sin to kis posterity;
that mankind are liable to punishment by reason
of Adam's transgression, that Christsuffered the
proper penalty of the law as the vicarions sub-
stitute of His people, and thus legally took
away their sins and purchased pardon; the im-
putation of Christ's active righteousness; and
that justification was other than simple pardon,

The presbylery gave a patient hearing to the
cage, which resulted in the justifieation of Mr,
Barne= The presbytery pronounced the evi-
dence suvmitted in support of the charges to be
mere “inferences drawn from Mr. Barnes' lan-
guage,” which were not legitimate, and which,
even I they were legitimate, could not be used
1o convicl of heresy or davgerons error, nceords
ing ton decision of the assembly of 1524, Mr.
Barnes was therefore triumphantly acyultted of
having promulgated “any dapgerous errors or
beresies, contrary to the word of God and the
standards” of the Church

This decigion was unsatisfactory to Dr. Jun-
kin, and the latter appealed from the presby-
tery to the synod. The presbytery refused to
give up to the synod its recoid of the trial, and
Mr. Barpes put in a plea to the jurisdietion of
the latter body, declining to stand his trial
before it, The synod thereupon decided that
the presbytery had acted disorderly in this re.
{fuenl, and merited o censure. Dr. Junkin was
then ziven a fall hearing before the synod, and
as Mr. Barnes refused to affpear and argue his
rauge, e was convicted of holding fundamental
errorg, and by a vete of one hundred and six-
teer to thirty-one, a motion to refer the whole
matter o the General Assembly having been
previously voled down, was “‘suspended from
the exercise of all the functions proper to the

The members of the preshytery which it was
thus attempted to dissolve appealed to ihe
General Assembly of 1856, which met at Pitts-
burg. A week was devoted to hearing the ap-
penls of the presbytery and of Mr. Barnes, and
both were sus{ained, the latter by a vote of one
bundred and thirty-four to vpinety-six. His
suepengion from ihe exercise of his pastoral
duties was reversed by a vote of one hundred
and forty-five to seventy-eight, and he again
appeared in bis pulpit, to the great rejoicing of
hig people, having triumphantly sustained and
tinnlly overcome a persecution for his religlons
views which lasted through six years. Mr.
Barnes bimself paid the followiog high tribute

to the noble manner in which he was sustained Y

throughout this trying ordeal by his conerega-
tion. He eald:—

“During these six years of conflict, notwithatana.
ing all the efforts mude from without to eruah a
young man, and to divide the econgregation, |t never
swerved or hesitated. None ware drawn away:
none pmong us attempted to make g division. fﬂ
every unew phase of the pow almost forgotten strug-
gle before the presbyfery, the synod, and the
Church at large, the entire congregation stood by
me until the great result was reached which gave
us peace,”

For thirty-seven years he remained in the
rulpit of the Washington Bquare Presbyterian
Church of this city, discharging lLis pastoral
duties with great acceptance, and working un-
ceasingly at his great literary tasks. But in Oc-
ober, 1867, he was forced by the increasing in-

firmities of age, and especially by the partlaly

fallure of his eyesight, to abandon the regular
discharge of his pastoral daties, in which he was
succeeded by the Rev. Herrick Johlnson, D. D,
His connection with the congregation which he
had served g0 longz and so faithfully was not
severad, however, and he occasionally appeared

| Inhis old pulpit, as well as in the pulpits of

other city churches, On Sunday morning, De-

| cember 18, less than 0 week before his death.

he preached to hiz old congregation, and on the
afternoon of the same day his last sermon was
delivered, his coopgregation on .this occasion
being the inmates of the House of Refoge.

The later vears of his lile were not signalized
by such stormy =cenes as marked his early
carcer, but they werenone the less industrionsly
employed. In addition to his “Notes on the
New Testament,” he publiched a similar com-

mentary on pertions of the Old Testament, In- o

cluding the books of Job, the Psalmsy Isaiph,

; and Daniel, ten volumes of sermons and mis{gzl-
laneons discounrses, and other works, among

which were ‘A Life of 8t. Paul,” “Evidences of
Christianity,” and “Seriptural Views of
Slavery.” The just fame which he earned as a

| commentator and a pulpit orator caused the

degree of Doctor of Divinity to be tendered him
by several institutions, English as well ag Ame-
rican, but with characteristic modesty and on
conscientious grounds he invariably declined
the honor. Hupplily, his years were so far pro-
longed that he was permitted to witness the
reunion of the Church whose disruption had
been so iatimately assoclated with the great
pergecution he had undergone in his early life,

{ and thie grand cousummation gave him. ww-

feigned joy.

There bas ssldom been in the Christian pulpit
a man whose life displayed more true nobility,
whose labors resulted in greater good to his
fellow-men, whose influence was more earnestly
and effectually exerted on the side of truth in
all its forms and phasges. For he did not re-

| strict his indomitable energies and his varied

scholarly acquirements to any one lield of

labor: but was found as zealous and as eflicient !

in the advocacy of temperance, of jnstice to the
oppressed, and of malntaining by the strong
right arm of the npation those political prinei-

| ples which were bequeathed to us by our fore-

fathers, as in the mere discharge of his duties
as pastor of a single chureh. We cannot better

| bring this sketeh of his life to a clese than by

quoting the following extract from a letter
written by him to a friend, on the seventieth
anniversary of his birth, December 1, 1808: —

“1 have a great desire to live. 1 am not tired of
lre, vor disgusted with the world, nor discouraged
or disheartened in regard to the fature, | believe
that there are glorious things in prospect for our
earth, aud that is will be a greater thing te live for
the next half century than it has been to live (o the
one that is past, and where we have had something
to do, You have the advantage of me in another
respect,  You have the use of your eyes. | have
not, and am obliged to write this letter by the ald
of a machine, and this 1 can use but Hitle.
