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LOSS OF THE BAGINAW,

The Wreck—Fitting Out the Gig—-Terrible
Sufferings on the Way—The Disnster te the
Lonn m;l’ﬁ kafe Whe: the Ilgnt ;"r:hclsc .

sends the following additlonal particulars rela-
tive to the Baginaw's loss: — [

SAN FrA®CIS00, Jan. 12.—The United States
steamer Baginaw, Commander Bicard, went
ashore on Ocean Island .at a quarter of three
A, M. on the 28th of October. Bhe had left
Midway Island on the day previous, taking with
her the contractors’ party of ninety-three men,
who were at work attemptling to deepen the
channel, but who bad abandoned it, declding
the tion to be entirely impracticable. Al
hands were got on shore safely, and a consil-
erable amount of provisions was also landed.
The steamer went to pieces on the 14th of No-
vember.

The captain’s glg was prepared to go to Hono-
lulu for assistance, and was manped by the fol-
lowing volunteers: —Lieutenant Talbot; Peter
Francie, ;narlermaster- John Andrews, James
Muir, and William Halford. The gig left Ocean
Island on the 18th of November. Alter five days
out the crew experienced the most terrible suf-
ferings from want of fire and food and from
gickness. On Buvday morning, December 18,
they sighted the land, snd in attempting to
enter Hanalal the boat capsized. Andrews and
Francis were washed away and never seen afier-

w

Lientenant Talbot, after clinging to the boeat
for a short time, was also washed off and
drowned. Muir was ke{:t in the boat and was
a raving maniac. Aunother sea righted the boat,
but unfortnoately it was agaio capsized. Hal-
ford and Muir succeeded in landing at Kahill,
about five miles from Hanalal, Muir soon after
died. Hallord succeeded In procaring clothes
and feod from the natives, after be had secured
all the papers, chronomeler and other instru-
ments from the boat. The bodies of Licutenant
Talbot and Francis were washed ashore, and
were buried at Hanalal.

Halford left Kakili on the schooner Wainona,
Dey2mber 20, arriving at Honolnln on the 2ith,
and Lomedintely related the ecireumstances of
the steamer’s loss to tbe United Btates Minister,
who at ouoe chartered s schooner and dea-
talched her with provigions to Ocean Island.

Jpon the matter being laid before the @overn-
ment by the United Statea Minister, and on hls
Intercession, the Hawallan steamer Kelonea was
immediately despatched.

Ocean Island, upon which the Baginaw was
wrecked, lles about fifty-five miles west hy
north from Midway Island, and has no connec-
tion with the French Frigate Shoals, which are
distant from it fully gix hundred miles in a
southeasterly direction. From Ocean Island to
the nearest of the Bandwich Islands is about one
thonsand miles.

Hanalal, where the boat was capsized, Isa
emall harbor on the north side of the Island of
Kanal, one of the westernmost of the 8andwich
group, and Kahlli, where Halford and Muir suc-
cudo& in getling on shore, is a point on the
same jsland about five miles to the eastward of
Hanalal.

The knowledfie that over ninety men, in addi-
tion to the regular complement of officers and
créew of the Saginaw, were on board, renders
the poesibility of the survivers suffering much
from huvger before relieved more grohaaw
They have, however, succeeded in landing con
glderable provisions, and with proper econoim
and the sibility of eatchin hftdu and fls
they will be able to subslst for a loog time.
There s hoye that if the steamship China calls
at Midway Island Commander Sleard may have
been able to let her know of the disaster. If
such is the case the whole party are doubtless
¢afe on hoard of her, aud we may hear of them
firsl by wav of China.

THE METHODIST BOOK CONCERN.

Igntiun _of the All Frands—The
e ﬁ:.rut Uloned :uulnnt. very One.

The most intense interest was manifested yes-
terday around the Medhodist Book Rooms, No.
805 Broadway, in the trial of Rev. Dr. Lanahan,
Aesistant Agent of the Book Concern, forcertain
acts alleged to have been committed by bhim ino
his officlal capacity.

At 9 A. M. the committee met at the Misgion
Chapel. Besides the committee there were
present Bishops Ames, Janes, Beott, and Simp-
son, together with the accused agemt, his coun-
sel, and two or three stenographers. Dr.
Lanaban is represented by Judge Reynolds, of
Brooklyn, A. J. \'snderﬂml and Rev. Mr.
Buckly, as counsel, and the Book Concern is
repregented by E. L. Fancher, Esq., General
Runyon, and Dr. Pease, I’, E., and Rev. Geo
Lansing Taylor, who represent the signers to the
charges sgainst Dr. Lanaban. After the organi-
zation of the Court, reading of minutes, ete.,
the duration of the dailly eessions was fixed
from 9 A. M. (012§ Pi M.,and from 2 till 5)§ or 6
P. M. ,-as businees should require. The question
then came up as to sitting with open or closed
doors, and upon this Dr. Lanahan's connsel re-
quested to be heard. They were therefore ad-
mitted, and in presenting their case they argned
ably and strongly in favor of otcn doors, for the
reasong, among others, that Dr. Lanahan had been
widely traduced in the ofticial press of the M.
E. Church. and a great many people even naw
believe that he is on trial for frauds and pecula-
tions committed on the Concern, and the Asso-
ciated Press has hel&md forward this impression
within the last few davs by telegraphing such a
statement all over the country. It was deemed,
therefore, a matter of justice to Dr. Lanahan
that the investigation should be open, and that
the public should know the exact facts in the
case. Nelther he nor his counsel had any desire
to cover anything up, but demanded the fhllest
and freest Investigation.

A lively debate followed, in which the mem-
bers of the committee participated. They took
the ground mainly that, with open doers, they
could not refuse admission to any one, and that,
as a matter of sell-protection, it was best to sit
with closed doors, The Bishops favored open
sesslons, and some members of the commitiee
were also in favor of admifting by tickets, but
obstacles were presented to this plan also, and
it was finally decided by a vote of 8 to 4, as fol-
lows, to shut out the public:—Yeas—Messrs.
Blades, Kenmedy, Maltby,  Bannieter, Irwin,
Bingham, B g, and Rothweiler. Nays—
Messrs. Slicer, Woodruff, Pike, and Vernon,

At this point a recess was takem until two
o'clock, at which time the question came ug
again, and after considerable debate proan
can, the above decislon was reaflirmed by the
eame vole. It was also decided, after some
discugsion, to begin at the beglnning and to go
over the ground thatbhas been traversed already
£0 that nothing should be left undone that could
be done (o arrive at the truth, and the whole
truth, in the maitter.

It was reported, thongh we could not verify
it., that the ministers who had beem shut out
from the dellbeérations of the court had pre-
seniled a written protest and a formal demand
for admission. An exceutive session of the
committee was sald to have been held over it
during which even the Bishops retired; but it
would seem from the final action of the som-
mittee tbat the protest was nol favorably re-
celved. The committee will sit again to-day,
snd it j8 expected that the investigation will
cover several weeks, New witnesses are to be
examined on both sides.—N. ¥, Tines, loday

PEACE RUMORE.

There are rumors of peace at the general
headquarters to-day.

RANGE OF THE GERMAN BATTERIRS,

The German batteries now fire into Paris from
8t. Cloud, Meudon, Chatillon, and Clamart, all
on the southwest lines of the besleglng army.
The cistance includes a maxicium range of
three miles and three-quarters. Bhells from
twenty-four pounders reaching Neunilly, Porte
Maillot, Avenne Imperatrice, Avenne Rol de
Rome, the Champs de Mars, Les Invalides, and
the garden of the Luxemburg, the Observatory,
and down Porte Bicetre,

SAFE PARTS OF PARIS,

All parts of Paris beyond the points named are
gafe, being above Lhe rangeof the German guns,
There are no batterles on Lhe southern, eastern,
and northern lines yet construncted whose shells
can touch the French capital. Nevertheless,
eome of the artillery oflicersstate that they have
followed some shells with their glasses into the
Place de la Concorde.

GENERAL PROGRESS,

Thus far five hundred shells have been thrown
within the line of bastions (the t'llt‘lt'rlfaﬂll‘-
roundivg Parls. Last night (Jaouar St.
Jacques was reached, and a number o
in the place were set on fire. A new battery
has been established by the Germans
at  Clamart, considerabl in advance
of theirgold positlon, and the artillerists
are actively shelling the French from it. An-
other new battery, near Clamart, has been esta-
blished within twelve hundred yards of the
French line, and is remarkable for the accuracy
of its fire. The shelling is necessarily slow and
often random. The maximum is ten shells an
bour during dayll'ghl. Not more Lhan five bat-
teries can touch Paris, and those only at a ureat

elevation.
IN THE FRENCH LINES,

Fort Iesy has been silent since yesterday, but
Fort Montrouge hasjkept up an active fire, while
the fire from Fort Vanvres jhas been drooping.
Last night a great conflagration was apparent
in the vicinity ot the Luxemburg.

FROM THE SOUTH.

Dutrages in Kentueky,

LovisviLLe, Jan. 13.—It s reported that a
party of armed masked men yesterday after-
noon aitacked a parly of negroes in Scett
county, and killed three of them, and that later
in the day, inthe same county, the masked party
had a fight with a party of armed negroes, in
which three of the latter were wounded and
one of the masked men killed. The megroes,
exeited and frightened, are flocking into Frank-
fort.

PETROLEUM.
The Production for December—The Decrease

poris,

The Titusville Herald of tha 11th instant, con-
tains the December petrolenm production. We
make the following extracts: —

The total production of petrolenm for the
month of December amounted to 472,855 bar-
rels, naklnf an average daily production of
15,214 barrels, or a dally decrease of sbout 2700
barrels for the month under review.

The large decrease in the yield for December
is mainly due to the excessive cold weather
prevailieg for about ten days during the month,
and which ia nearly every part of the pro-
ducing region eerved to freeze the water
pipes of the emaller wells especially, and thus
prévent pumping, a fact which materially cuts
off the supply of petroleum for the month. In
the larger producing districts of West Hickor,
McCray Farm, and Parker's Landing the yie{d
would undouinodly exhibit a marked declin
even bad the cold weather not canded o partia
suspension of operations.

The prinelpal decrease In December, as in the
month previous, occurred upon the MeCray
farm, near Petrolenm Centre, and at Waest
Hickory, the decline in the former locality
amounting to 738 bLbls. daily, and the lutter
045 bbls. Cally.

The upon which an increass is reported
are the Columbia farm, 85 bbls ; A, Buchanan,
35 bbls,; J. MeClintoek, 25 bbls.; and Pithole
and vielnity, 45 btls.

8ince our report for November but lilile has
been done in the line of devel ent, and
nearly all operations have been conducted u
territory that bad Leen previously tested. The
unfayorable weather usually ;I)rava.lent at this
gcason of the year has served to relard opera-
tions in any of the old districts, and even in
these the number of drilling wells shows a de-
clded falling off.

The total number of wells beine drilled is less
than it bas been since any month of which we
heve any reliable record, Lhe nearest approach
o the present number being in Jaouary, 1568,
when 152 wells were golng down. The amount
of lubrica oll produged duoring the moath
was about barrels, or ucarly the same as
during November,

At the close of the year the entire stock of
the oil region amounted to 537,651 barrels of
43 galloms each, or 16,775 barrels less than at the
close of November. The stock in iron tankage
was abont 24,000 barrels less than at the begin-
ning of the month, the stocks at the wells
about 3000 barrels in excess, while the Refiners
and Pipe Companies, etocks throughout the
reglon was about 4000 more than on December
1. In a few instances the stocks repeorted at the
wells were in iron tanks, but in no case has any
duplication occurred, and all stocks of Refiners
and Pipe Companies have been classed under
that head wh r in iron or wooden tankage.
