| infliet, withont putting in foree the ponder-
ous machkinery of Congress.

gressionnl eommittes may beo renderod worse
than useless, To aveid the appsarance of
separating without any result whatever, it has
passed a resvlution absolving Mr, Brooks from
the charges bronght against him. Bat every
man wust see how utterly worthless is
its certificate. 'Without knowing anything
whatever abont the facts of the ease,
without hearing a wiltness on ons gida or
the other, it decides that Mr. Brooks stands
scquitted, It is as if a court of law which
bed no jurisdiction in a ease brought before
it, resolved, to the surprise of counsel and
spectators, to give jndgmeont in favor of one
of the parties to the suit, without hearing
| arguments or evidence, Such a judgment as
that would not stand very long, nor would it
{ much inflnence the course of publio opin.
jon, In the same way, the verdiot of this
i commiltee must necessarily be without
tho least weight, and therofore it has practi-
cally done Mr. Brooks more harm than good.
We need not enter into the merits of the

DOWN WITH THE TAXES.
From the N, Y. Herald,

Is there nobody in Congress with eyes
sharp enough to see and brain woighty
enough to win the eminent position that lies
waiting for the public man who will lead a
suocessful attack upon the giant T'axation ?
For some time past we have been peering
about with our lantern for some statesman
with a tongue and a head, a deceant knowledge
of arithmetic processes, a modienm of care
for the public good, and & large share of am-
bition, who will see and use this fina oppor-
tunity. We are surprised at that chronic de-
fault of ambition and arithmetic which leaves
us withont champions of the people's cause
in this question of purse and pockst; and
more surprised are we at the patience of
an ontraged, oppressed, and defranded
people. Camels can and do rebel and
bite when they are overloaded. Elephants
deposit their drivers and their burdens in the
river or the mud when those beasts, more
intelligent than our tax-payers, it wonld
seem, are of opinion that the burdan has
been unfairly adjnsted to the back. Yos,
even cows sometimes kick over the milk-
pail, and the milkmaid in the bargain, when
they consider, after the reflection, that their
patient and useful teats are too vigorously
end exbaunstively drawn on. Buat what will
wear out the slavish patience of our
tax-paying body ¥ What extremities of fiscal
oppression will they submit to before they
emulate the judicions camel, elephant, and
cow, and administer kicks to our dull finan-
cial tyrants that shall compel them to reform
tueir blundering ways ¥

We have run through the negro guestion,
Deginning with the abolition of the slave
trade and the slave.-pens in the District of
Columbia in 1850, step by slep all the legal
wrongs of the black man under our late in-
stitutions and constitution of African slavery
have been righted; aund in the recent ratifica-
tion of the fifteenth amendment we have
wade Uncle Tom “‘a man and a brother.”
The Southern reconstruction (uestion, which,
pending the confliet between the policy of
Congress and the policy of Andy Johunson,
tbreatened a long agitation and a world
of trouble, bhas been substantially settlad
by Congress and General Grant. “The social
snd political disorders which still afiliet the
South are but the natural consequences of a
politieal and social revolution tearing out the
old established order of things by the roots.
These disorders can be oured only by time,
althongh the idea still seems to prevail in Con-
gress that they can be oured by another dras-
tie purge or two of reconstrunotion. But he who
looks at the recorded revolutions of the whirli-
gig of American politios for the last lifty years
will find that the two great revolantionary
issnes of the conntry have boen “‘the almighty
vigger" and the ‘‘almighty dollar,” and that
when the mgger guestion has beentemporarily
pushed into the background the qnestion of the
almighty dollar has come into the foregronnd,
| Thus, if Southern slavery was the great agita-

tion of 1820, the money guestion was the ral-

ing issue of ths couuntry from 1330 to 1550,
| when the negro again came to the front and

threatened to tear the country to pileces,
| After twenty years of sestional agitations and
| eonvalsions thus excited, including our ter.

rible civil war, the negro question 1is settald,
( and now, with all the accuamulated flnaucial

difficnlties of these twenty years, the
| “glmighty dollax” is again the all-absorbing
| gquestion, and especially in refersnos to our
| hieav ¥i and necdlessly heiw_y burdens, of tax-
atlon,

This gquestion of taxation is rapidly becom-
ing the forewest practioal guestion of the
| bour for all of us. The reastion of prices
| from the inflated condition of the war has

now set in with intensity, and the gloomy
pt)lilical condition of the Old World, I'ém.'thlg
so powerfully as it does on all the valoes of
| our staples, threatens to preecipitate alarm.-
| ingly the fall in values. Our profit marging
are being mbridged in ell directions. Yot the

| ing foundations of our house, Both in the

Federnl and the Btale departments of our
| public afigirs there i & coastant tendency %o
inoreuse in the public burdens, And lmpu-
| dence renches n height unparallelod in his.

tory in some of the projecta submitted to onr
leginlative bodies Por flacging the paople,

o read the other day of a project placed
before Congress for subsidizing mining com-
panies to the extent of millions of dollara.

What we need is afinance minister who
shall bave the management of onr finance
gystem as a whole both before the legislative
bodies and in the department. To put it as
shortly as possible, we have no budget and
no Minister of Finance who draws it up and
bas to apswer forit. In all conntries gov-
erned by a parliamontary system, the revenue
and oxpenditure of each year are stated by
the responsible minister to the representative
body. 7Thus the taxation and the disbnrse.
ments of the country as a whole are pro-
sented to the representatives and the publio
a8 a coberent, intelligible thing, which has,
like a building, its responsible arcuiteot. It
is obvious that by this metbod it is possible
to have real financial poliecy and
to control it by public debate and opinion.
But our plaa of proponnding tax
bills through committees of the House i one
which never can by any possibility introdace
logie, eoberence, prudence and jnstica into
the fivancial system of the country. Thisis
u point abont which it is of no nse to foster
illusions. 8Such commitlees will mever pro-
duce bills which represent anything but the
conflicts and compromises of private feelings
and interesta. The question of the public
advantage and of the reason of the thing will
be always as mnearly as possible suppressed.
If we are ever to got economy and rationality
properly represented in our fiseal affairs we
must do it through the medinm of a minister
responsible to the legislative body, sitting in
it, talking to it face to face, and exposed to
receiving direot blows right belween the eyes
from skilful opposition bands,

We must cry on and ery alond until wa get
the modicum of justice possible in the radae-
tion of the taxes. It is a short, simple, and
eansy thing to reduce the Federal taxation by
a Lundred willion dollars or so, and the
people will be gatisfied with nothing less,
There must be an end put (o this eonspien-
oud folly of treasury hoarding, which takes
out of their hard-working hands the money
they so sorely need, and boxes it up idly to
eat ils own head off in interest in monldy
treasury vaults. Have we really no usa for
money in this land of high interest, scanty
capital, and bonndlees territory, that has to
be roaded, bridged, and towned, that we
snfer the very men elected by oursslves to
wring it from us and lay it by, like an in-
fatuated old womaen who knows no better
than to put her surplus cash into a stosking
or a teapot ?

We think these inguiries pertinent at this
time, becnuse Congress has as yet given no
intimation of moving in behalf of a redaotion
of the taxes. [Our Washington reports tell nus
that the Finance Committee of the Senate, in
gseeking suggestions from the Ilevenne De-
partment, was mel with the assurance that
nothing in the way of new legislation is
netded. Yet the conntry is demanding a
change 1n the Government's financial policy.
Who will be the Moses to lead the people to
their deliverance ?

REPUBLICAN SWINDLING OF INDIANS.

In 1869 an amendment was made Lo
the Indian Appropriation bill, authorizing the
President to organize a board of not wmore
ithan ten commissioners, to sgerve with-
ont pay, and which, under his
fion, was to exercise joint control with
the Interior Department in the supervision
and control of disbursements of money, ete ,
to the Indians. Shortly afterwards, and be-

fore the lately appointed Board of Commwmis. |

eioners had come together, Commissioner
Parker came to New York to open nnd accept
propoeels for furnishing the Indians with dry
goods, having been instructed not to aot
without the coneurrence of Mr. George H.
Stuart and Mr. William E. Dodge, who
were members of the Board of Unpaid Com-
missioners, These gentlamen saw at once
that frandr, customary on such ocensions,
were being perpetrated, and obtained a
warehouse where the dry goods could be
stored and examined before they shounld be
sent to the far-off reservations, This nonsual
procedure did not please Commissioner Par-
ker, who went post-haste to Washington and
bad the original order remodelled so as to
compel Messrs, Stnart and Dodge to examine
the goodsin the stores of the sellers, the pre-
tense being that otherwise there would be
unpecessary delay in their delivery. As all
power of preventing abuse in their new ca-
pacity was thus taken from them, the chair-
man of the board declined to act further as
commissioner, and the others were disheart-
eped,
hos, bowever, done much good, althongh il
meots with all sorts of red-tape hindrance,

especinlly at the hands of thoss who from |

long practice know how to shield agents
from detection in peculation, and then to
pocket half the profita with a amile that is
childlike and bland.
