NEW YORK JUSTICE.
We publish on an inside page, devoted to the
veproduction of editoria's of leading journals
upon cnrrent topics, an article from the New

York Times, hended *'Ought the press to be
silent?” which deserves a carefnl perusal. It
gives a picture of New York life, and of the
New York mode of slifling justice in the
Courts and in the Legislature, which may well
excite national alarm, and prompt all other
American communities to adopt timely pre-
cautions against the establishment among
them of such a supremely unjust aod io-
famous system. Tt has long been suspected
that the New York bench contained corrapt
judges, but the Zi{mes assures us that this
fact is so notorions that not a single lawyer
of eminence will venture to deny it, while
all prominent lawyers are familiar with
facts tending to prove this terrible
charge, yet at the same time 80 cowed down
by the omnipotence of corraption as to
shrink from the task of publicly denouncing
the judicial offenders or from attempting to
drag the judicial ermine from the venal shoul-
ders that habitually disgrace and dishonor it.
The appropriate legal remedy is the clumsy
machinery of impeachment; and when the
lawyers are asked to invoke it, they answor,
in the language of the Times, *‘that Tweed,
whose servants the corrupt judges are, and
who controls the majority of the Legislature
absolutely, would not perwit it; that it would
be impossible to get the Assembly to aceuse,
or lbe Senate to conviet, on any evidenoce
that could be submitted to them." .

It is not an unecommon thing for some por-
tions ef a political organization to be rolten;
and in the present condition of American
polities rottenness is always perceptible in
some one or more ¢narters: bat New York
alone, among American communities, has
sounded that profound abyss of corraption
whiech is mnever lightened by a faint
glimmer of justice and bhonesty, aund
which involves ip an indistinguishable
compound of rascality her lawyers,
judges, leading politicians, and legislators, |
In the early stages of eivilization the rule
prevails that all may take who have the power,
and all way keep who e¢an. As olvilization
progresses and Christianity exerts her benign
infloence, justioe and law gradoslly assert
their supremacy; but it is reserved for New
York to pervert the forms of law to the prae-
tical endorsement of  series of wrongs more
infamous than avy maranding chieftain or
robber outlaw ever dreawed of perpetrating;
to convert her legislators, lawyers, leading
politicians, and judges into a oconsolidated
band of thieves, muluvally sustaining, shield.
ing, and assisting each other, as did the rob-
ber bands of old, and recognizing Twead
(who bas gorged himsell to repletion with
the spoils of political emolument) as a domi.
nant oblef whose behests demand implieit
obedience, when gll regard for ofilalal oaths |
and all sense of honor and duty have van-
ished,

Philade'phia abounds with politicians who
wounld gladly emulate the career of Tweed
and Tweed's favorile reteiners, Tleir great
object in life is to plander the publis by a
perversion ef good lawa or by the enactment
of bad laws. They regard with envy rather
than sbhorrence the ascendancy of corruption
in the city of New York, and long for the day
when they, too, can enchain in thraldom to a
generalion of corrupt partisan office-holders
and partisan leaders the entire population |
of the city of Philadelphia. Already they
Lave, little by little, made some dangerons
strides towards the allninment of their ulii-

' to

mwate end; and if the people are not quiokly
nronged to a sense of their danger, the
dny fe not distent when this proud oity, too,

[ will ba held in vassalage by exacting tyrants

not & whit more merciful or reputable than
{hose who dominate New York. Heretofore
wo have looked, in oritical momonts, for de-
liversnea from some of the worst of threat-
ened dangera to our Courts, and forlunately
we bave not looked in vain. Buat year after
year wa cloot legislators who ase hopelessly
corrupt; we are growing comparatively oare-

less in  the selection of Judges; we
install in i1mportant local officea men
who are unworthy of public

confidence; and if we take n few mors down-
word steps, n syslem a8 terrible that whioh
now prevails in New York may be fastened
upon ns. The political organization of oities,
like the individual cbaracter of mankind, ia
ia always growing
citber better or worse. Ours is, in some im-
portant respeots, deteriorating: and if it de-
generates with accelerated paoce, it will soon
become as bad as that which holds New York

spell-bound under its minsmatio influsnce.

THE INCOME TAX.

Sronprany Bovrwels has entered his protest
against the abolition of the income tax, his
argument being that it will probably only
coal nbont $500,000 to collect, wherens it will
yield about $12,000,000, The Secretary is
delightfully indefinite as to the cost of collee-
tion, and says that it cannot be positively
ascoertained. The Commissioner of Internal
lievenue, as our readers are aware, differs with
the Secretary materially on this point, and is
very strongly of the opinion that it costs ns
much to collect the tax as it is worth, The
Secretary urges as an additional reason why
the tax ghounld not be discontinued, that the
appropriations are based upon the estimates
of the revenue to be obtained under the
present system of taxation, and that
to out off any source of supply
won'd be to create a danger of a deficiency.
If Mr. Boutwell finds his funds ranning low,
he can very easily cease redncing the publio
debt at the rate he has been deing, and there
will be very few to find fault with him. There
is no reason whatever that the present gene-
ration should be obliged to sustain the whole
burden of the liquiduition of the war debt, or
that it shonld sabmit to an oppressive and
inquisitorial tax for the purpose of allowing
Mr. Boutwell to carry out his pet scheme.
Looking at the matter from the standpoint of
the Secretary of the Treasury,the fact remains
that if Oongress had at the lnst session intro.
duced such reforms in our system of internal
revezue taxation as sound polioy and common
sense demanded, there would have bsen not
even the shadow of =& pretext for
the continnance of the income tax:
and it will not be easy to convines any but
certain Western farmers and BSouthern
planters who havo no cash incomes, that the
tax was continued for any real reason other
than to give employment to a horde of unne-
cessary office-holders. How the expenses of
the Government are kept up very muohabove
what is absolutely necessary we demonstrated
a few days ngo, when referring to the con-
solidation of the revenus distriots of this eity.
It was at first determined to consolidate the
four districts of Philadelphia into two, but
this did not suit the purposes of the assessors
and collectors and their altaches, and the
Second and Fonrth districts were accordingly
net consolidated, although together they do
much less business than the consolidated
First district, Now if the President were
to reduce the revenue districts throughout
the country to one-half their present num.
ber by consolidation, the cost of collscting
the revenne would be reduced one-half, Lot
Mr. Boutwell figure out what wonld be saved
to the treasury in this maoner, and then
compare the amount with that which would
be lost by the abolition of the income tax,
and see what the deficiency in the traasury
will be. It is nseless for the Seoretary of the
Treasury to plead for the continnance of a
tax that is now, as it always has bean, an uo-
mitigated nuisance to all clagses of citizens,
when there is a positive refusal on the part
of the administration to carry ont
in good [aith the polioy of economy
authorized by Congress when it passed the
law empowering the President to consolidate
revenue districts,
to blame in this matter we do not undertake
to say, but he represents the administration,
and it is certainly not creditable for the ad-
ministration to bring all its influence to bear
to procure the continnance of an unpopular
and, under proper management, unneeessary
tax, when it fails to reduce the expenses ef
the Government when it could do so with
propriety and advantage.

GREAT BROWN HALL,

Hoo lunun_ﬁ. Hirater

This well-kuown Democratic politician and
euccessful lawyer died at bis residence in Lan-
casler yealerday morning of paralysis, from the
effects of which he bad beem suflfering aince
January 28. e belonged to one of the oldest
families in the Siate, a family that has contri-
buted balf & dozen of ils members to the ser-
vice of the people in Congress, and lovz been
prominent in the political annals of the State.

he father of the deceased was the Hon. Wi'-
liam Hleater, who represented Lancasier county

1831 to 1837, and at one time atlained great
prominence a8 the aclive leader of the Anti-
Masonic party. [Ills grand uncle, General
Daniel iliester, was a member of the firat four
Congresses from this State, and of the Seventh
and FEighth Coungresses from Maryland, to
which State he bad removed.

Mr. Hiester was born In the village of New
Ho'land, Lancaster counly, in May, 1824, and
was therefore not (uite forty-seven vears of age
at the time of hls death. After a carefol pre-
paration, he entered Yale College in 1838, and
graduated from that institution with high
honors. He entered the law ollice of Thomna
E. Frapklin, Esq.,, of Lancaster, after gra-
duating, and was admitted to the bar In 1845
gsoon attalning a tront rank and a high legal
reputation. In 1848, he was appointed Depuly
Attorney-General for Lancaster couunty, a posi-
tion identical with the District Attorncyship of
the present day: and in 1853, when but (wenty-
cight years of age, was elected ' a Repre-
senlative in Congress. The position as-
sumed by him on the slavery question
in the famous Kansas Nebraska dabale
led to his defeat for re-election in 1854, and
again in 1856, In 1808 he was a member of
the Demoeratic Natlonal Conventlon, and was
choson to represent Pennsylvania on the Demo-
cralic Nalional Executive Committes. He was
frequently golleiled, bul invariably refused, to
become a candidate for the Supreme bench of
the Slate, and in 186{ was mentioned in connec-
tion with the Democratic nomination for Gov-
ernor, but his name was not brought before the
convention by Lis friends, Of late years, Mr.
Hiester's views had been of a liberal tendency,
agud in the Natlonal Convention of 1503 espe-
cially he attained prominence by anlagonizing
the restronctive policy of the majority. By hls
industry and ability he had attained a large and
lucrative practice at the bar, and added mate-
rially to the ample fortune which he bad io-
herlted.
