The Frost-bitten Saltors~Examiantion Before
the United Sintes CUeourt.

The N. Y. Kvening Poul of Saturday says: —

The case in which Captain Peabody and Mayo
and 8hields, the first and second mates of the
Neptune,are charged with craelly treating some
of the crew, cameé up for examination before
Uommissicner S8hields to-day.

Edward Reese, one of the colored sailors, tes-
tified that no eruelties were practised during the
first twenty days of the voyage, He then had
trouble with the captain and second mate. He
told the second mate he conld not haul the top-
sail halyards because his hands were sore, and
the second mate struck and carsed him. The
cecond mate struck bim several (imes on the
face and bands, knocked him down and kicked
him. EBbhortly afierwards the second mate took
bim into his room and punished him. He
told the eaptain about the second mate strikin
bim, and showed the captain his hand, whic
the captaln poulticed, and then struck him
twice, knoecking him down. After this his hand
became very bad, and the little finger dropped
off, and the eaptain poulticed it again, and then
called bim a Frenchman derisively, and struck
and kicked him. Shortly after this the second
mnate came down to his bunk and told him to
turn out and go to the wheel: he told the second
mate bhe couldn’t work and the second mate
struek him in the face with his fist several
times: the second mate was in the hablt of

striking him whenever hbe met him on the
deck:; one time, wben he so met him, he
called hLim a Frenchmanp, aid said he had

a revolver in his room with which he
thought bhe would shoot him, as he didn't like
Frenchmen; one day the second mate sent him
on the poop-deck, striking him twice, nud say-
log that bis bands were not frozen enongh, and
he would semd him up to get his head frozen.
