Mr. Bdwin Adnms nt the Walanwut.

Mr. Edwin Adams ap?ured Inst evening at
the Walnut as “‘Robert Landry,” In Watls Phil-
lips' drama of The Dead Heart, a part which he
bas made a speclalty, and which he acts with
remarkable fervor and intensity. The play ls
based npon one of the tragie eplsodes of the
French Revolution, and it abou in strongly-
contrasted lights and shadews aod contalns
some powerful dramatic situntions, which if at
all well rendered cannot fall to make a deep im-
presgion on an audience. The play is so familiar
to the public that 1t Is unnecessary to give any
description of ii, and we merely repeat now
the opinion advanced more than once in thess
oolnmne, that it is decidedly one of the most
effective pleces of ita class, The part of
“Robert Landry" s well suited to Mr. Adams’
style—too much so, Indeed, for the worst fault
OLF hie elocation is a tendency to monotone, and
the peculiaritics of this character are sach that
it i& diffieult to svold making it monotonons,
Deaplte this defect, Mr. Adams' ““Rober| Lan-
dry"” Is an impressive performance, and last
night he acted with even more than his accas-
tomed power. The dnel scene with the *‘Abbe
La Tour,” in the fourth act, was esreclally well
done and was cerlainly very thrilling. Thae
most artistic character in The Dead Heart is
the "“Abbe La Tour,” a perfect type of a certaln
olass of aristocrats who were annihilated by the
Revolution, This parl was exceedingly well
played by Mr. Walcot. Miss Annie Graham
acted the rofe of “Catharine Duaval" with con-
giderable force, and otherwise the support was
creditable.

Mr. Stunrt Robson nt the Arch.

Mr. 8tuart Robson made his firast appearance
this =senson at the Arch Streelt Thea-
tre Inst evening, a8 ‘“‘Captaln Corio-
lanus Crosstree” in the extravaganza of Blaock-
Eyed Susan; or, The Litile Bill That, Was T'aken
Up. Mr. Robzon's range is limited, and he Is far
better in burlesque than he is In legitimate
comedy and farce. His powers have been cuilti-
vated during kis abeence from this city, and he
le a more consummate master of the art of pro-
ducing comic effects than he was some five or alx
vears ago. The piece In which he appeared last
night bas nothing particular to commend it, as
it contains nothing intrinsically comleal, and it
was evident that the audience fonnd it hard to
langh at the Indifferent puns and far-fetched
jokes, Mr. Robson, however, threw his own
individuality into the part of “Captain Cross-
tree,” and hetween his make-up, the pecaliar
comic twang of his voice, and his medley of
songe, he made the performance sufliciently
funny and entertaining.

Miss Mellie Mwder, who made her first ap-
earnnce in the part of “‘Black-Eyed Bnszan,”
gls an agreeable face and figure, and although
her opportunities last evening were limited, she
appears to have abllities which will insure her
success upon the stage.

FIRE THIS MORNING.

An Undertalier's Establishment Partly Con-
sumed -Loss, S3000.

A fire this morning shortly after 1 o'clock de-
gtroyed aboul #5000 worth of property in the
furnishing undertaker's establishment owned
and oceupied by David H. Behuyler, No. 2024
North Bixth street.

The bullding is a three-storied structare, the
first floor of which i8 occupied in front by an
office, the middle by a carriage-honse, and the
rear as a stable, On the second f{loor, in the
front, is a workshop where the coflins are manu-
factured; the centre room I8 used as a storage
apartment; and In the rear is the material and
finishing room. IL was in the latter apartment
that the fire originated. It burned away a
staircase leading to the third floor, and entered
the upper stories, which are divided off inlo
meeting and eoclety rooms. The fire was
checked, however, before much damage was
done to the rooms on the third floor. The
materinles in the finishipg-room were en-
tirely destroyed, and the storage-room
was considerably damaged. The fire was acci-
dental and was discovered by Lwo young men
returning from the theatre, who communieated
the fact to Policoman Glazier, who, in connec-
tion with others, succeeded in saving several
horses and all the harness and carriages. The
loss on the bullding will amount to 2000, on
which there I8 an insarance of §3000 in the Fire
Asgociation and 3000 in the Bpring Garden
Ipsurance Company. The stock destroyed is
valued at $3000, on which there is an Insurance
of #8000 in Rowan & Shattuek’s %lgcncy. Un-
fortunately, however, the material in the room
in which the fire originated, valued at #1500, is
not proteécted by the policy, and this amoant is
an entire loss, Life, not human but eanine,
suffered in the firg, as a terrler dog worth 250
was smothered In the smoke.

Lospon, Feb, 21.—The Pall Mall Gazelle
gays China papers, received by overland matl,
report an aesault made upon Mr. Beward,
late American Secretary of Btate, and party,
during a visit to Woo Chang.
