MURDER.,

Corener’s Inguest on the Body of John Hellly.

This morning Deputy Coroner Tees held an
inquest on the body of John Rellly, who met
his death on Wedneeday evening at the hands
of Perry Broomer, o colored waller, whe was
arrested to answer the charge.

The testimony was as follows: —

Kate Reilly sworn—Am the brother of the de-
censcd | gaw him on Wednesday at 13 o'2lock noon
gaw him in evening, wheu hie came home, between
10 and 11 o'clock ; was glck then; Jdid nol Say ‘any-
thipg to me ; he went to bed ; that was the lgat [ saw
of him until I paw him dead,

Crogs.examined —=Whon hie came up stairs I was
jn bed; 1got up and eaw that there were marks on
hiis fwce, one on his chin, another on his forehoad |
he had no business,

Coarles Eummers sworn—Live at No. 1 Joint
Alley : am stepbrother of John'Rellly ; saw him about
12 ¢o'¢lock on u'utlm_-mmy night when 1 came home;
he had just come ; when I came in Koberts and Siater
were amndm‘z at the corner of our alley ; Slater was
half way up the allev; thought he was Intoxicated ;
told me not to let tne people up stalrs know that
anyvihing was the matter with bim; 1 glept with him ;
could ot get aslecp on peconnt of his moaning; 1
told my mother that he had been drinking and had a
cnt on his face: he got up out of bed to vomit twioe ;
mother came up and attended to him; when 1 got
up 1 fonnd him sleeping ; went to work and about
geven o'clock my glster came and told me he was
dend, ’

Cross-examined—1I asked him who bad hart him
and he said nobody.

Edward Roberts sworn—Live at WNo, 9 Benton
gtreet; was with Reilly on Wednesday night; was
with him most of Wednesday afternoon; was play
ing cards at Sixteenth and Locust strects ; when we
campe out he went ingo Johnson Butler's store on
Sixteenth street, near Chesnat; I went up t) Mar-
ket street and met Felix Morris and Charles Mont-
gomoery s Morrig and 1 went back to the bitters’
gtore; Rellly called us in; this was about 8 o'clock
Hellly went to a restaurant in Western Market and
got sumething to eal; alterwards some glx others
jolned us, and we went down Sixteenth street;
Hellly then got ahead of us, and Morris and I went

| down town ; comiog back we went along Twelfth

street nnd when near Chesnat saw the prisoner, the
colored man Broomer; I snid good evenlog to him
pever saw him bofore ; Morris told me who he was;
we went to a little street oack of the Glrard row;
when we came out I met Morris and went abont
n Equare, when we met i young man
named Tracey; I sald lets go to a hoase
on 8ixteenth street, where we knew a person ; while
woe were poing there, wo met Hellly; told Reilly
there was & nigger round the corner, and told him
who hewns: he sald let's go see llim; he wenl to
Marble alley and back of the Mercantile Livrary,
and we followed him; Rellly grabbed the darkey
man, and sild, here, 1 am golog Lo arrest you; then
the colored man sald something about the place
being too public; Rellly asked where he would go
taen; the prisoner pointed to the small alley that
runs from Marble alley back of Cacncross’; Reilly
and the colored man went into a basement at the
farend of the alley; the colored man then sald
to  Reilly, ‘Do you think I'm o «d-—i
fool, and grabbed Rellly: I aald look ont he's got a
knife; the prisoner pleked up @ plece of pine board,
and gtrock Hellly with the edge of it sgome place
about the face; the bhoard was three or four feet
long and two or three Inches wide; Itellly fell, aad
the prisoner ran; I called to Morris, who was ot the
enid of the allev, to give It to hlm; Morris threw
something at him, bt missed him’; Morris and 1
chased the prisoner, ana when we got to Tenth
Streot; Morris continued to follow him, while I went
back and helped Rellly, who Swas Iying on the
ground ; Morris came Liack, and we took Rellly Lo a
drug store on Tiirteenih street; we then took him
to the corner of his own alley, on the road home;
Rellly wes intoxicated at the time, and had been
most of the afternoon; Retlly fell heavily when he
was struck, Hke o dead man : d4id not go all the way
ho?e withihim, because I thought it was not very
bad,

Fellx Morris testified to substantialiy the same
facts as those related by Robertsa,

Dr. ShaPIc‘gh testifled to making the poat-mortem
examination. The body was identlfled by the father,
Michael Reilly. There was a line of abraslons on
the left side of the face, another on the nose, another
on the upper lip, another on the upper jaw, and
another on the peck. These were not severe, nor
were the vruises under them, On the left side of
the head back of the ear there was another abrasion,
apd under this the tissues were much injured,
There was found beneath {6 a large clot of blood
pressing on the braln, This brulse on the left slde
of the head was what caused death, or rather the
clot of bleod under it caused by the abrasion. This
:t;_mry conld have been made either by a fall er a
HOW,

The jury after deliberation returned the fol-
lowing verdict:—

“That Rellly came to his death from compression
of the brain, cansed py & blow on the head, lnnietad
by Perry Brommer.” Brommer was therefore com-
mitted to prison.

DRUNEEN ANTICS.

A Ploaannt Landlord—A Legnl Ejectment with
n Sabre and n Double-burrelled Shotgun.

A man nomed John Martin is the owner of the
house No. 1927 North Fifth street, occapied by
a tenant named Xavier Wild. Aboul two months
ago Mr. Wild fractured his leg, and of coarse,
being out of employment, fell in arrears for
rent. Notice was given to Wild to quit the
premises, and yesterday the period expired
without his so doipg. Martin, instead ol pro-
ceeding according to law, took the matter iato
his own hands. Getting very drunk {aatarday
afternoon, he proceceded to the residence of
Wild, ormed with a sabre and a donbles
barrelled shotegun. He bolted up to the
second-story front room, and in
this apartment he found Wild still suffering
from the fracture of his limb. Martin bran-
dished the sword, and swore and threatened
like a madman. 'fhc suffering man, of course,
was unable io make any defense, but managed
to drag himself to the window and ery “‘muar-
der.” His wife and child screamed “murder,”
anud thelr eries soon gathered a large crowd in
front of the house, who broke iunto the honse,
but Martin made a dash at them, and tHey dis-
appeared from the premises quicker than
they went In. The mob then stood in
front of the houge and contanted themselves with
looking up at the windows. At this juncture
Alderman lleins appeared on the scene. That
gentleman determined to bring the matter to a
point, and with this intention he walked boldly
into the entry, aud al the head of the gtalrs he
saw Martin glaring fiercely down with the gun
and the salre displayed in the most unplensant
mapner. The Alderman charged up the stalrs
and Martin retreated into a smal room and
locked the door. The crowd taking
courage atl the action of the
Alderman, then followed suit and
soon the place was filled with men and boys.
The door was knocked from its hinges, nud the
drunken madman was found standing in the
centre of the floor, with a look upon his face
which betokened danger Lo any one that dared
to approach. Heins, however, made a quick
dash st bim, seized his arms, and a rough and
tumble scuflle ensuned; both parties fell to the
floor, and rolled about with such vigor that the
furniture of the establishment received conside-
rable damage. Finally (the drunken man was
secured, locked up, and will
bave a hearing to-day. It was with
much difficulty that the crowd was prevented
from lyuchin‘( him, and bad not a possee of
policemen arrived on the scene, Martin would
probably have had the luxury of dangling from
a lomp-poet. It was found that Martin had
conducted himeelf llke & lunatic in the house;

s ball-dozen windows were smashed, and the*

furpiture had Been hacked up and knocked
about in & fesarfol manner,

Facliic Hallrond Transportation.

WasunimnagToN, March 8,—The conference com-
mittee on the army bill have agreed to the Se-
nate amendments directing the Secretary of the
Treasury to pay to the Pacific Railroad compa-
nies all but fifty per cent. for transportation.
It was unanimously agreed to. They siruck
out the Senate amendment to payloyal S8onthern
claimants for quartermaster’s and commissary
storeg, and agreed to refer the matter Lo a com-
mission.

Mutilated Bank Notes.

The Benate passed the House bill directing
the Secretary of the Treasury to reissue national
bank cirenlation in place of mutilated cireula-
tion, in the same manuer as mutilated legal-
tender notes are issued.

Despatoh to the Associated Press,

WasnixeToN, March 3.—Senator Thurman,
from the select committee appointed on motion
of Benator Sprague (o Investigate the charges
made againgt him of unlawful traflic with Rebels
in Texas during the late war, to-day submitted
a report.

The committee, after reviewing all the papers
furnished by the War Department, say they find
no evidence of any complicity of Senator
Sprague in the alleged transaction, They im-
implicate Harris Hoyt and possibly some others,
but say there is nothing to lmplicate Senator
Sprague,

The report quotes the unsworn statement of
Hon, Thomas A, Jenckes, of Rhode Island, and
includes the list of witnesses furnished by him,
some of whom are in Texas, others in Colorado,
others in New York, and the most important
one, Colonel Reynolds, 1s in Europe,

The report concludes ag follows: —'*All that
your commitiee can do under the circumstances,
and after having found that there I8 nothing in
the papers lmplicating Benator Sprague, is to
ask that they be discharged from the further
contideration of the subject.”

The report contains a letter from the Hon.
George W. Paschal, counsel for Senator
Bprague, asking the continuance of the commit-
tee fdurlng the next gession, in order that, in
justice to Mr. Sprague, the witnesses named by
Mr. Jenckes may be examined; but the report
gays this 15 a request nol within the province of
the committee Lo decide. The committee were
accordingly discharged from the further con-
sideration of the question.

Premature Death.

If any of our New York ladies want to expe-
rience o sensation of genuine pity and sympathy
for helpless innocence, as much more delﬂ:ious
than the momentary impressions prodaced by a
novel ora Flay as champagne is better than
soda-water, let them call some fine morning at
the Foundling Asylum of the Sisters of Charity
of 8t. Vincent de Paul, at No. § North Wash-
ington square.

EOW THE ASYLUM LOOKSE INSIDE.

The visitor to the institution, on ascending
the marble steps and being admitted Lo the front
door, is ushered into two and beautiful
parlore, simply but richly furnished, which are
used on Bunday as a chapel for religious ser-
vices, and twice a week as a place where a num-
ber of benevolent ladies meel to cut out and
make garments for the little inmates. The rear
room, formerly the dining-room when the house
was used asadwelling, is the dormitory by
night and the livingrroom by day for the ten
Sisters In charge of the asylum. In the base-
ment there Is, near the street door, which
stands open day and night, a crib In which un-
fortunate parenta compelled to abaudon their
offspring may deposit them unobserved, and on
ringiog a bell summon one of the Bisters to re-
ceive them., The front basement room 8 used
as an office in which to recelve the nurses from
the country, who have to report themselves and
bring the bables they have charge of twice a
montb, and where the books are kept, bills are
paid, and other such business transacted. The
remainder of the basement story Is given up to
the nurses’ dining-rooms, kitchen, laundry, and
similar uses,

THE BABIES.

41l the rest of the house above the first story
is devoted to the bavles. Room upon room is
filled ns full as possible of little iron ecribs,
ranged along the walls, each with one and some
with two little occupants npesiliug in it. The
bables are of every race and nationality, some
of them besutiful, and all interesting. Looking
at them as they lie either peacefully asleep or
meditatively regarding surrounding objects, it 1s
impoeeible not to think sadly of how much
misery, apguish, and despair each one of them
is the embodiment.

THE NURSES

employed in the asylum are partly respectable
married women, but many, also, are unfortu-
nates, who have made a false step, and who find
in this institution a home, employment, and an
opportunity to reform their lives, which Is the
means of salvaiion Lo them. In more than one
Ingtance they bave gone with a recommendation
from the Sisters to sltuations, where are
now earning an honest living, This is ope of the
most valuable features of usefulness In the in-
stitution,
