SAILORS' TROUBLES.

he Neptnce Case—Hoonernble Dischnrge of
* : l‘:mmin Penbody und this Mates,

Captain Peabody and mates, Mayo and Bhields,
of the ship Neptune, charged with crael treat-
ment to sailors, were honorably discharged yes-
terdey, in New York, by Commissioner SBhislds.
This action is based upon the following facts
digclosed in the evidence: — j

The Neptune left Liverpool on the 20th of last
December, and there Is no charge of cruel treat-
ment until the Banks of Newloundland were
reached, where very cold and stormy weather
was encountered. The decks were then covered
with snow, and it was pecessary to employ all
hands, including officers, in shovelling it off. It
wae during this time that the hauds of the colored
sgallors were frogen. The captaln dressed their
hands, gave them clothing, and made them
88 comioriable a8 clrcumstanees allowed.
The ship afterward sprupg a leak, and
it became necessary Lo work the pumps inces-
sautly for three days; the white walch had been
overworked, and to save the ship and the lives
of all on board these colored sallors were made
to work at tne pumps. The safety of the ship
imperatively required this. There is no evi-
dence to show that either Capiain Peabody or
his mates, through “malice, hatred, or revenge,”
inflicted any punishment on these sallors, or
that they forced them to de more than the ne-
ceseitles of the case demanded. The United
Btates District Attorney I8 entirely satlsfied with
the decision of Commissioner 8hislds,
