OrTawA, April 4. —]n the Commons Mr. Carg-
wright, a prominent member of the Opposition,
moved nn address to the Queen respecting the
withdrawal of troops and munitions of war from
this country. He considered the policy of the
Imperial Government a wise ona in general,but,
with exceptional circumsiances in regard to
Canada, he regarded st warrantiog a different
course.

He thought Mr. 8cott's murder ghonld have
been treated in the sume mauper by the ITmpe-
rial authorities as the cases of the Lbysinian
captures; but in this matter, as in that of

Fenlan Rald
clalms, and In correspondence gonerally, he
asserted that the Imperial authorities were cool
and iondifferent concerning the interests of
Capada. After referring to the subject of inde-
pendence, which he desired to keep in the back-
ground, he concluded by moviog an address to
the effect that, while fully recognizing the duty
of Canada to maintain military defenses, and
expressing po opinlon in opposition to
The Imperial Poliey,

in view of the peculiar and analogous position
of the Dominion, conterminous for thousands of
miles with powerful States, manoe of whose in-
babitants are notoriously actuated by sentiments
of bitter hostility to the British empire, we
cannot but feel that the withdrawal of troops
is calculated to excite moch uneasiness
in the minds of many of her Majesty's subjecta
on this continent.

8ir George E. Cartier sald, as his address ex-
preeeed generally the wishes of the Government
they would not oppose it, but he reminded the
mover that there were garrisons at Quebec and
Halifnx.

The House went into Committee on the Ad-
dress, reported, and asked leave to eit agaio.
