Ofticial Russian Acconnt of the Settlement
of the Question,

The following remarkable article in the or-
ernment Messenger of 8L, Petershurg gives the
official Kpesian account of the settlement of the
Black Sea question: —'‘For fifteen vears Ruossia
has strictly fnlfilled the obligations of the treaty
of Paris, onerous as some ol them were for her
dignity. Meanwhile political events had made
congiderable changes In the provisions of this
treaty, and in course of time the position of
the FEuropean powers in their relations
toward each other had become essentially
modified. It was impossible for Russia to sub-
mil any longer Lo the restrictions which had
been imposed on her on the Black Sen, which
bathes the Russian coasts, atter the international
relations of the other States had become so re-
mwarkably altered. The Imperial Oabinet noti-
ficd Europe by the lmperial Chancellor's cir-
cular of the 10th of October that it no longer
congidered itself bound by the restrictions rela-
ting to the Black Sea, and that his Majesty the
Emgeror had assumed his full soverelgn rights
npon that sea, Jeaving at the same time the
other sovereigns free to resume their richts
in thelr entire extent. Notwithstanding
the violent and bissed declarations ol
many organs of the European press, the great
powers which had signed the trealy of Parls
did not look upon onr cirenlar as o provocation
addressed (0o Europe, nor a8 an indieation of
seerot plans againgt ber peace, but as a frank
and moderate notification; and they resoved, at
the suggestion of the North German Confede-
ration, to assemble in a conference for the pur-
ose of bringing this notllication of Rnossia Hum
wwrmony with the treuty of 1856, Onr Cablnet
rladly acecepted the iuvitation to take part in
thie conference, more especially as in the cir-
cular of the 10th of October it Lad already
been stated that his Majesty was disposed to
conclude any new international agreement
whose object it should be to strengthen the
prospects of universal peace. While securing
the dignity of Russla, the labors of the confer-
ence were greatly impeded aud delayed by the
contemporary political events: but from the very
beginning all the powers expressed a readiness
Lo solve the questions in a spirit of peace and
justice. Im yesterday's number ol the Goeern-
ment Megsenqger & Wlegram was printed an-
nouncing that a new treaty had heen signed
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the maseacre which bas just taken place, and
able bodled mmen are everywhere gesticulating
and declaring that this state of things must
finish. TIlowever, no one seoms inclined to bell
the eat, and the National Gunards of the First
Arrondissement allow the s=cum of Belle-
vile and Montmartre to invade and hold
thelr quarter of the town. 1t wns with sstonish-
ment thatl beheld isolated soldiers and National
Guarde returning home from the Rue de la Paix
and passing through the streets unmolested by
the crowd.

DISTURBED PARIS.
The Massacrve in the Place Vendome ~Flest
Bloodshed of the Hevolution,
Paris (March 22) Cor, of the Pall Mall Gazette,

I wus breakfasting in the Rue St. Honore,
when there was a rugh down the street, and a
cry that fighting bad commenced in the Place
Vendome. Kepairing to the scene of action, 1
was just in time towitness the end of what must
be termed a massacre. An unarmed demonstra-
tion similar to that of yesterday had been or-
ganlzed atfthe new opera; it was proceeding
down the Hue de la Paix when It met
two iesurgents, who were disarmed; these men
rushed back to their comrades; the ‘‘manifesta-
tion" continued its march, an officer of the line
caryiog a banner in front of the column. Cries
of “Vive 1'Ordre!Z*Vive I'Assemblee!” were
raised and hats were waved. The tradésmeu in
the Rue de la Paix had again to cloge thelr shut-
tere, but the windows and balconies were
crowded. The insurgents threw a line of troops
nerosg the entrance to the Place Vendomes in the
hope of stepping the procession, which, how-
ever, marched stralght on, and drove this line
back upon the main body. 1t was ot this moment
that a couple of shots were fired into the air,
occasionlog a partial retreat, bat the oflicer
with the tlag stood firm, and the uparmed
colpmn pushed on, wishing to reach the centre
of the I‘lui:e and parley with the leaders. How-
ever, there was a fresh disecharge of musketry,
fired this time pot Into the alr bat into the thick
of unarmed citlzens, and this discharge, of
couree, sent the procession to the right abont.
The distance to cover was forlunately not far,
and Rue de la Palx was quickly deserted by all
but & few plucky fellows, who foolishily wished
to stand thelr ground; but the insurgents kept
pp & dropplog fire, avd soon there was
pothing to be gcen in front of their muskets but
the dead bodies of those who had fallen and the
wounded who were too saverely hit to get out of
the way. By the side of one corpse there was
& dog lying dead. A tall man in black made bis
appearance, holding aloft a white pocket-hand-
kerchief. A National Guard took a deliberate
shot at bim, and the bullet struck the wall close
to the tall man's bead, Ile retreated, and the
dead and dying were left in the strect for nearly
au hour. By degrees Lue inhabitants of the
KRue de la Paix took courage, and began to
open thelr doors and peep ont: and, as all was
qulet, humane persons ventured forth and ook
51& wounded Into thelr houses, and shortly afler-
wards the dead bodles were also removed, and
fow traces remained of the struggle beyond
& few blood-stalng on the puvemeunt and soine
broken windows. Several bullets entered the
premises of Mr. Blount, vur ex-consul, but for-
tunately did lttle damage, As far os [ ean learn,
there were about ten peopls killed and twenty
wounded. Half a dozen fell close to me in the
Rue Neuve des Petits Champs, but most of them
were uninjured, and soon recovered the use of
thelr legs. Admiral SBaissct, one of the Deputles
of Parls and Commander-lu-Chief of the Na-
tiepal Guard, was In the frant rank of the pro-
cesslon and escaped unwounded; he afterwards
endeavored Lo form a sullicient foree to attack
the Insurgents, Beverul explosive bullets were
fired, snd one may be seen In the shop of the
tailor Dusautoy.

The tollowing letter from Mr. €. . Mem-
minger, late SBecretary of the Treasury of the
Confederate Btates, is printed in the Charleston
Republican, It was addressed to the Governor,
and contains some important suggestions.

Varions evidences have settled a conviction in the
minds of the whites that they must scek protection
ontside of the existing C(tovernment, and as your
Excellency donbtless sees, these evils must resalt
in anarchy or civil war, uniess some remedy he
epeedily applled, The active canse of all this evil is
clearly the Legislature of the Stale. 'T'here (tall
originates ; thera it has its abode, and from thenceit
must be removed before ,u-n--e or security can
enstie, The character of this wody mnst therefore
be changed, Instead of representing ignorance and
viee, it must reprisent  knowledge and
virtue, This it cannot do until  you

chnnpge its constitnency. There 18 no possible
method of reforming an agency while the principal
continues the same, and Ignorance and prejadice will
never gselect for their agents the wise and the good,
Onr tronbles result from this cause and from neglect
of the great American sphorism that taxation with.
out representation Is tyrauny. In oar present sys-
tem of State government those who pay taxes have
no voice in the govermment, This Investigation
clearny points to the only pogstule remedy, to wit, a
change In the constitnency which elects the Legisln-
ture. Let this be improved, and the improvement of
the other follows of course. A more lat=iligent body
of voters, and one directly responsible 1o pay the
taxes which are lmposed Ly thelr representatiyves,
would speedily provide a remedy. Under their aus-
plees an intelligent and virtuons Leglslatare would
ngaln make {ts appearance, aod the laws of the
laud and the public uMcers appointed to administer
them would aguin command publie conflidence aned
ensure the peace and trangnillity of 1he State, All
this can be obtained by simply following the lead of
that State which our prosent rulers would regard as
the fountain of political wisdom, and amending oar
Constitution, 8o a8 to conlorm tne qualications of
voters to those requirea in Massachugetis, lel the
voters be only such as can read and have pald some
tux for the support of the Government, aud the rep-
resentatives will at once chaage thelr character,
Such a qualification in the volers would dis-
criminate only against ignorance, and would
piace it in the power of every man to tike
part in the government, whatover may be hia race
or color, ‘The dinlculty of sach an amendment

A\ Review of the Campnlgn,

Hawrronn, Conn., April 4.—I think you will
be justified in saying that your corregpondonce
from Conneeticut during the cum}mign has had,
al least, the merit of accuracy in it2 prospective
views of the result. The confidence of Demo-
crate was inspired by a belief that a great *‘tidal
wuve' had started in New Hampshire, and was
to eweep first over Connecticut, and iinally, in
1872, engulf the whole country In a grand Demo-
cratic victory.

We had glven
the oppoeition all doubtful votes: evidently they
counted them in also, and relled upon others,
ignorantly supposing that there was a strong
undercurrent of popular feeling] turning
agalpet the Republican party. have
written you conlidently of the resalt be-
cause 1 was unable to see any evidence of
unpsual changes. Still, 1 have known that the
Democeratic managers were sincerely hopeful;
but whether they relied upon an honest vole or
pot puzzled me. Now, I am told that the
Demoeratic canvass itsell showed a clear majo-
rity. Mr. A. K. Burr, of the Ilartford 1'%ncs,
who I8 chairman of the Demoeratie State Cowm-
wittee, tells me that the result s one of the
most eurprisiug things of his life: that he had
not the glightest doubt of the election of Eog-
lish by certailnly 1500 majority.

Doetalls of the Late Battle,

Loxvnon, Aprll 5.—The following details
have been recelved of the recent battle before
Paris. General Bergerot commanded the right
wing of the Communists, with General Flourens
In his rear as a support. General Duaval com-
manded the centre, aud General Eudes the left
wing.

The left and left centre sultered more heavily
in the engagement than the right, but were pro-
tected in their retreat by the fire of the forts
held Ly the Communists. The Nationals were
badly organized, and baving but a limited sup-
ply, were soon out of ammunition. Many tried
to return to Paris, but they found the gates
shut, and men posted on the rampants, who
threatened to shoot them If they sttempted to
re-enter the eity.

The contest at Le Bas Meudon was exceed-
ingly bloody. The firing of the batterles manned
by artillerists from the Versailles army is pro-
nounced fully equal In epirit and effect to the
German bombardment of Parls.

A despatch from Versailles says that the Gov-
ernment is disposed to show the grealest kind-
ness and humanity to the insurgents.

A Red Republican Proclamation,
dated at the Tulleries, strongly condomus the
conduet of the Versailles Government In attack-
ing 'aris.
