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Sir John F. W. Herschel.

Bir John Frederick Wiltlam Herschel, Bart,, the
iy son of the great astronomer Sir Frederick
Willlam Herschel, and himsell an astronomear of
celebrity, died this morning In London. He was
born March 7, 1792, at Slough, near Windeor, and
Wil edacated at St. John's College, Cambridge,
where he became senlor wrangler and Smith's
prizeman In 1818, He devoted himsslf e
the sAmMe pursuits ns his father,
and his earllest mathematical researches are con-
tained in his reconstruction of Lacrolx'a treatise
“Om the Differential Calculos,” undertaken (0 con.
nection with Dean Peacock. Ssmetimes stone and
sometimes in connection with South, he devoted a
considerable portion of the year 1818 to obrervations
on the multiple stars, for which the Royal Astrono-
nomical Boclety voted to each of them their gold
medal on February 7, 1526, Asthe frat result of
thelr observations, which were ten dhousand
in number, he presented to the Royal Soeiety in Lon-
don in 1528 a catalogue of three hundred and eighty
double and triple stars, whese pogitions and uppa-
rent distances had never until then been ixed, 1In
1587 e published & second catalogue of two hag-
dred and ninety-five stars of this kind; and lo 1838
another, In which three hundred and twenty-foar
more were set down. In 1830 he publighed important
messurements of twelve hundred and thirty-six
stars which he had made with his twenty foot
reftecting telescope; contributed to the “Transac-
tlons of the Astronomical Soelety” a paper which
coptalped the exact measurements of three hon
dred and sixty-four stars, and & great number of
observations on the measurements of double stars.
At the same lime he was occupied with the investl.
gition of a number of questions in physics, the re-
sults of which appeared in his “Treatise on Sound”
in the “Encyclopedia Metropolitana:” a “Treatése
on the Theory of Light;” a “Prellminary
Discourse in the Stady  of Natural
Phllosophy,” in Lardoer's “Cyolopedia:”
in his *“Treatise on Astronomy,” forming part of the
same serles, and In a great number of memoirs,
many of which relate to photegraphy, published in
the “Transactions of the Royal Soclety” and else.
where. The Astronomlical Soclety again voted him
their gold medal for s “Catalogue of Nebulm,"
Janvary 8, 1836, He spent tour years at the Cape of
Giood Hope in 1884-5, where he examioed, under cir-
cumstances the most favorable, the who'e Southern
celestlal hemisphere, and saggested the ldea of
making exact meteorologloal ehiervations on given
days, and simoltaneously at dierent pleces., The
expeditdon to the Cape was undertakgn at h's own
expense, The (nterest which was felt in Herschel's
expedition by the educated classes ontside of the
circle of astronomers was manlfested in the honors
ghowered upon him on his return,

A conslderable number of the members of the
Royal Boclety offered their suifrages for his election
, 1o the presidency of that body, vacant by the resig-
nation of the Duke of Sussex—an honor, however,
which he did mnot seek. In 1838 he
was created a baronet; in 1839 an
hoporary I, C, L. of Oxford; and in 1542 was
elected Lord Rector of Marischal College, Aberdeen.
In 1848 the Astronomical Society voted him o testi-
| monial for his work on the Southern Hemisphere,
during which year he filled the ofMce of President.
In 1850 he published his “Outlines of Astronomy,” a
valuable manual, and {n December of that year he

was appointed Master of the Mint, which post he
resigned ln Febroary, 1855,

Joseph MoClelland.

Joseph BMeClelland, who was one of the prominent
abolitlonista of thirty yeara ago, died recently? in
Galesburg, JIl, lie was born (a Philadelphia in 1502
and in his youth he removed to one of the lower
townships of Lancaster county, near the Maryland
line, When the antl-slavery agitatfon commenced
he eagerly espoused the cause of the oppressed
negroes, and he was subject to moch religious
a5 well as political persecution on acconnt
of his views. After tne passage of the Fugitive
Blave law In 1850 he was & member of a committee
on resolutions, at a meeting held in Georgetown,
Lancaster county, at which a resolation was passed
declaring that the law was unholy, that [t should
not be obeyed, and that fugitives should be nssisted
68 formerly. Sopn after thia a riot ocourred
at  Christlana, o which Gorsuch, a Maryland
slaveholder, in pursnit of runaway slaves,
was killed, and the committee on resolutions were
lindieted for treason against the United States. This
came to nothing, however, and Mr. Mc(lelland was
not persecuted further. In 1865 Mr. MoClelland re-
moved to Ohio, where he lived untll withia a few
years past, when he took up his residence with his
son-in-law at Priinceton, I1L, or with hisson at Gales-
burg. In addition to being an abolitionist MF,
MeClelland was & warm temperance advocate.

Peter von Hess, a noted German artist and one of
be leaders of the Manioh school, died recently.

The Honse Commitice Agroes to Report the
Bill to Abolish [the Puablic Bulldings
Commission Negntively.,

Special Despateh to the Evening Telegraok,
Harrrspure, May 13.—The Committes of

Municipal Corporations held a meeting last

evening, and agreed to report negatively on the

bill abolishing the Pablic Buildings Commission.

Mr. Harvey moved to strike out all after the
enacting clause and insert the followlng: —That
the act approved the fifth day of August, A, D,
1870, entitled An Aect to provide for the erestion
of all the public buildings required to accom-
modate the courts, aud for all municipal par-
poses in the city of Philadelphia, ete , shall be
suspended in 18 operation for not less than alx
months from the date hereof, and that at the
next gencral slection the lagnﬁy qualified voters
of the city of Philadelphia shall vote on the
question of retalning eald commisslon in
office, and at the sald electlon the
county commissioners of said city shall provide
ballota insoribed on the ontside, **Public Build-
ings Commission,” and inside, y*'for the commi|s-
sion” and “‘sgalnst the commission” respect-
ively: and when the sald votes are legally
counted, if it shall appear that a majority of
voles have been voted for the commission, then
the said commission shall be econtinued, and
way proceed to erect public bulldings as pro-
vided for in sald aet; and if the majority of
votes F0  voted as nforesaid shall
be against the commission, then the
said commission shall be abolished, and there-
upon cense to exercise the office and powers
conferred upon it by the acl to which this is a
supplement, and any other commission hereto-
fore created for the erection of pablic buildings
in said city is hereby abolished.

Seetion 2, That the Counells of the sald
city of Philadelphia shall by appropriation pro-
vide for the payment of all just and lawful ex-
penses heretofore ineurred by the commission
created by the act to which this is a supplement,
and the #aid Counclls shall withln one year
from the date of the declaration of said election,
in case it ehall be ngalnst the commission, pro-
ceed to provide suitable bulldings for the Su-
preme Court and the courts of the city and
county of Philadelphia, and for the public oflices
of the gaid ecity and county, provided that no
loan shall be created for such purpose, but all
experses crealed for the erection and construc-
tion of gaid bulldings shall be provided for by
current taxation. This amendment of Harvey's
was lost by a vote of 8 ayes to 10 noes,

Curcaco, May 13.—At Desmoines, Iowa, yes-
terday, in the United Btates Court, the case of
Striker against Miller was disposed of. It in-
volved the title to and possession of the so-called
Desmoines river lands. Miller was an occupant
of some of thesc Jands adjudged to belong to the
Desmolnes Navigation Company. Last winter
he was forcibly ejected by the Unilted States
Muarshnl, and his home destroyed. He was
brought before the Court yesterday and fined
500 for contempt of Court. It was ordered,
however, that should he surrender the land
within twenty days the fine was to be remitted,
otherwise he was to be imprisoned until pay-
ment. The decislon is of great importance, as
there are geveral hundred persons whose cases
are identical with Miller's.
