madon atlldavlt agalDst hltn for emoezzlement,
a"j that a warrant had been already Issued
tor his arrest. We may say Just here that
when our representative called upon Mr.'
Graham he had not heard the report of the
attempted suicide of the party against whom
he was procetdlng criminally. The Senator In
question Is quite a horse-fancie- r, and has been In
the habit of driving out very handsome and fast
turnouts of his own upon the road, one of which he
recently disposed of at a great sacrifice to a orother
Senator, thus giving the Impression that he was In
straitened circumstances. There are a number of
suggestive incidents connected with the life of the
accused during nis residence in our citv. which, if
given, might afford much food for gossip and scan-
dal; but, as we have only to do with the public aeti
of individuals, they shall, unlets brought out by
trial, be withheld from our columns.
