Opposition to the Treaty of Washington.

87, Jomx, N. B, May 18.—Publle foeling in
New Brunswick still runs high against the treaty.
In the Leglalative Assembly the Attorney-Gene-
ral moved a serles of resolutions in epposition
to the treaty, declaring that with no definition
of the existing righta and dutles of the citizens
of the respactive countries, it proposes to sub-
stitate unlimited dangerous concessions for
valusable privilegea.

The resolutions maintain that no equivalont
is offered for free admission to Canadlan fish-
erles, and as for reciprocity in fishing, that is a
barren and delusive exchange. He contended
that the proposed money compensation is erro-
neous in principle and {mpractieable in execu-
tlon, and fails to secure full commerelal inter-
course, a8 undér the old reciprocity treaty,
which he aeserted to be the only fair exchange.
The hope Ig expressed that the Canadlan Parlia-
ment will not ratify the treaty, but will atill
carry out its poliey of protecting the fisheries.

The Attorney-Geuneral delivered a long and
able speech in support of the resolutiens, con-
tending that Canadinns should stand up for thelr
rights. He argued that the commission could
not fairly estimate the value of the fisheries
of two countries. The award would not be
Just, becaure In the section providing for the
appoiniment of n commission n elanse had been
insuried stating that the United States did not
a'lmit that they had received any advantages in
excoes 0of Canada.

Ho indigoantly repelled the idea that the
province: be forced into annexation by treaty,
and eaid of the mother country, “Though she
shou'd slay me, yet will I trust in her.” The
Atorney-General was frequently loudly ap-
plauded.

He was followed by members of thé opposi-
tion, ull speaking in support of the resolution
and against the proposed treaty. There is no
doubt the resolutions will pass both houses
withount n dissenting voice.

The fishermen of the Bay of Fundy are
alarmed and indignant. Steps are being taken
for holding a public meeting.

Intelligence from Nova Scotia and Prinee
Edward’s lelnnd represents a siimilar gtste of the
publie feellng prevalling there.
