On the east side of ELEVENTH STREET,
from 8outh street to Christian street.

On WOOD STREET, from Broad to Fifteenth

On EIGHTEENTH STREET, from Master to

the north carb line of Jefferson street.
On TWENTIETH STREET, from the sewer

in Columbia avenue to the summit south of Ox-
ford f treet.

On MASTER STREET, from Mascher Btreet
to the eat--t curb line of American street.

The under-
standing to be that the sewers herein adver-
tised are to be completed on or before the 31st
day of December, 1671, and that the contractor
shall take bills prepared against the property
fronting on said sewers to the amouut ef one dol-

lar and fifty cents for each lineal foot of
front on each side of the street as so much
cash paid; the balance, as limited by ordinance,
to be paid by the city; and the contractor will
be required to keep the street and sewer in good
order for three years after the sewer is
finished.

If the lowest bidder shall not execute
a contract within five days after the work
is awarded, he will be deemed as declining, and
will be held liable on bis bond for the differ-
ence between his bid and the next lowest bid-
der. Specifications may be had at the De-
partment of Surveys, which will be strictly
adhered to. The Department of Highways re-
serves the right to reject all bids not deemed
satisfactory.

lowance will be made for rock excavation,
except by special contract.
