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THE SETTLEMENT OF THE AMERICAN
DIFFIOULTY.

The datest telegraphio intelligense from
thingluu clears up & point in the proposed
settlement of the Alabama diffienlty whioh
was léft in the greatest obsourity, bat whioh
was of such importance that, till the mode of
settling it was known, it was impossible to
have a confident opinion on the proceedings
of tbe High Joint OQommission, l}t. had been
proity well ascertained that the two con-
tracting Powers had agreed upon a new
principle to be engrafted by treaty
(so far as their efforts oconld seoure tha
end) en International Law, and that the Bri-
tish Government had consented to the retro-
spective application of this principle to the
cnse of the Alsbama. DBuat though it was
stated that nentral: governments were to be
responsible for the depredations of belligerent
oruisers fitted out in their ports, nothing was
said of the measure and test of responsibility,
The acconnts of the arrangements which
were published implied, indesd, that an abso.
lute and unqualified responsibility was to
sttach in the given case to the nentral, and
that no amount of ocare and cauntion would
be an answer to a demand to be reimbursed
by losses ocensioned by an eésoaping eraiser or

rivateer, BSuch a rule wonld have been an
ntolerabls burden to neutrals, who ap to this
fime bave bad no duty whatever of the sort
cat on fhem by the law of nations, and all
ihat could have been said for it was that it
wa#d sure in the long run to throw far heavier
obligations on the Unitad States than on this
country. But the last telegrams convey the
very probably correct intelligence that the
new responsibility is to arise when the neu-
tral has failed to employ “‘the atmost possi-
ble diligence and precaution.” In the old
legal phrase, he will be bonnd to the “‘ex-
treme of diligence” in watohing his own
yards and ports, and he will be oorres-
Eondi,ngly liable for “‘slight negligence.”
iven thus the mnew obligation is ex-
fremely onerous, but it i& gualified
by & well-ascertained legal limitation, and it
must be remembered that no less burdensome
rule would have contributed to the settlement
of the Alsbama question. No reader of Mr.
Bernard's treatise om ‘‘Dritish Neutrality”
can help snspecting that if the English Gov-
ernment durfpg the American war is to be
considered as having been bound by any
slighter measure of responsibility than this—
if, for exnmple, it had merely been obligad to
( show that it had need *‘reasonable” diligence
—it is very doubtful whether the Americans
conld have recovered a dollar of compensa-
tion. Having committed themselves to an
extreme complaint, they can only receive
satisfaction through a decision under an ex-
treme rule.

The mode of settlament, based, as it seems
to be, upon a new rule combined with a sort
of fiction under which the rule is supposed to
bave always existed, has not a little about it
that is eurious; and the eynical British eritic
might perhaps observe that it contasins an
implieé admission on the part of the Ameri-
cans that, ever since the Confederate war,
they have been preferring an unjust claim
againgt the British Government. But this
sort of illogicality bhas always, as we before
explained, characterized the growth of inter-
national laws. A semtiment grows up thata
rule ouglt to exist; then somebody of antho-
rity asserts that it does exist; then everybody
agreea to argue as if it had always existed.
Now that the new rule is to form part of
the international system-—certainly as regards
the United States and this country, probably
‘as regerds the whole civilized world—we need
not hesilete to say that Greol Britain has, on
the whole, more to gain than to lose by it;
and a beavy cloud whieh overhung the for-
tunes both of the English and the Awmerican
people is probabls on the point of being dia-
persed. It cannot be too of ten repeated that
the danper of collision with the United States
arires from different eanses, and exists under
different conditions, from any peril with
which we may be threatened of armed strife

l on our own side of the Atlautic. The chances
agninst the perpetuity of pesce in Europe
grow out of our still intricate relations with
various Continental powers, out of our gene-
rally imperfect state of military prepara-
tion, avd out of the incurable conta-
giousmess of war. We are necessarily,
throngh the obligations we have contracted or
inberited, an obstaele at all times to some-
body's ambition, and we are too often so
‘weak, and always so close at hand, that the
very perfection of their military resources,
contrasted with the poverty of ours, may
furnish our neighbors with an irresistible
temptation to sudden attack. Bat our rela-
' tions with the United BStutes are wholly dif-
ferent. We are separated from them not by
p eilver stresk of sea, but by a wide and
stormy ocean; and, whatever at any given
moment be the condition of our own army
and pavy, we may be pretty sure that the
conditiou of the Awerican army and navy
will at the same moment be worse. The
Americans are not tempted to attack
us by any palpable cootrast between
their  strength and our weakness,
between- their preparation and our un-
readiness. The danger of quarrel comes
from another source, and has its origin in the
great knowledge which the people of the two
countries bave of one another, throngh cow-
munity of language and race, but which they
combine with great ignorance of one another
on certain points, attnbutable probably to
geographbicdl distance. We kaow the Aweri-
cans well enoungh to understand a slight which
they may put npon us far better than if it
enme from  Frenchmen, Germaus, or Prus-
pians; thoy do not know us well eneugh to
comprebend our pecaliar susoeptibility to
affront, We have frequently stated our
opinion that, if war broke oul hetween
the United States and Great Britain, the
declaration would probably come from the
Evglish Government, acd would be o
surprise for the Awerican Govern-
ment and people. Habit and history have
E:dnully made the Americans regard hard
guage about this Geliliiry as innoosnt com-
monplace, and diplomatic rebuffs of the
British Government as the justifiable expe-
dients of o necessarily partisen administra-
tion. The fear Iay in the chunce that this
frawe of mind, conseionsly or uncounsciously
shared by the great majority of Amoricans,
would ouve day produnpce sume “lizht hoarted"
stroke of diplomacy whish would set Eng-
land in flames. The true policy to follow,
therefoae, in the interest of both conotries
wa#, not (a8 was once contended) to let the
Alpbama end fishery ditioultics slesp natil
better deys, but to get rid of them with the
utmost promptitude, These two grast com.
wunities will be sure of peace in proportion
to the fewness of decett pretexts for qnar.
nlling. and the anent ganses of differ.
ences belween them are Lappily very fow.
The d ficulties of compluting the adjast-
ment which the esommissioners have smbo-
died in the draft-treaty do not appear to us
as grout a8 they bave beon repressnted by
somie; the resolution of the Hbuse of Rapre-
sentatives, that if woney bus (o ba paid they
pust have aweice in Lhe trenty, spems, for
exemple, were oconatitutiveal gowmon-

place, A fioal arrangement may be
regarded as, on the whole, so probable
that congratulations on the subjeot nre
neither gbsurd vor promature, It wonld not
be diffionlt to show that the opportunity has
to some extent been furnished by acoident.
On the Englisk side, both the great pelitical
parties had committed themselves to the ex-
pediency of a settlement, and the continental
war had strengthened the general desire to
leave no questions open with the United
States. On the part of the Americans the
President had quarrelled with the impracti-
cable politician who had virtoally declared
sgainst all nrrangement, and had come to an
understanding with the rest of the Hepnb.
lican party, who probably fesl that an anti-
British policy will always, in the long run,
be profitable to their Democratic adversa-
ries. Dut these casunl advantages seem
to have contributed but slightly to the result
a8 compared with infloences of whioch the
proved existence and efficaoy may be ragarded
with legitimate satisfaction in both countries,
The repugnance to war manifestly felt by a
bigh functionary who has sean more of it
than most people, the essential reasonable-
ness of the best men' in both communmities,
the steadying and sobering effects of that
strong legal spirit which is common to the
edncated classes in both of them, have helped
a great deal more than aoccident to lay the
bnsis of an understanding which, if it be
completed, should form an epoch both in
English and in American history.
