ing. So soon as, in the mysterions counsels of Grod,

we founa ourselves brougnt under n hostile power
and saw the clvll atate of the Apostollc See saoju-
gated by force of arms, and the consequent sad and
bitter 1ot of this our city of Rome, we wrote you, on
the 1st day of Novewmber of the fm Iast past; to
youn, and, through you, to the whole Catholic worid
we declared the condition of ourselves and of our
clry, and to what unbounded excess of an implous
license we were exposed, And we testitied that, on
sccount of onr supreme doty before God and man,
we willed to keep whole aud entire the rights of the

Apoktolic Bee. We stirred you up, and all the faith-

ful, our beloved chlldren, commitied 10 your charge,

Lo Appeasing the Divine Majesty by fervent prayera.
Sines 1then the ilis and woes which those firat

mournful trialg feretold o us and to the city, and

especially to the apostolic dignity and suathority,
and to the holiness of religlon and morals, have re-
dounded on our beloved subjects--so that, In the
ever-aggravated olreumstances existing. venerable
brethren, we are compelled to say, in the words of
St Pernard, ‘‘These are evil beginnings; we fear
woree " for inlquity 18 runnipg (ts course, and
umlns ita counsels. Nor any more does it seck to
shrond its mest wicked works, which, fodeed, can-
pot be hidden ; and now It secks its ilnunlng Bpoll,
in tramping under foot justice, honor,and rellgion.
In this anguish, which fllls our days with bitter-
n especinlly at the thought of how continually
the faith and virtae of our people are subjected th
dangers aud to snare, your signal merits, venerable
brethren, and those of onr beloved faithfal ewm-
braced in your care, afford us the most marked and
llvln: satiafaction, Far from every region of the
world the faithilul, wonderfully attentive to our ex-
bortations and foliowiag your leadership ana ex-
ample, have counted it thelr duty, from that mourn-
ful day of the luvasion Of our ¢ity, to beseech the
throne of divine mercy by steady and fervent
pravers; by publle and continued supplications, by

sncred pligrimages, by unbroken gatherings (o

churches aud feivent communions and by other

privcipal acts of Christian viriue,

Nur can these most ewrnest efforts towards ap-
peasing the Lord fall of abundant fruit, The many
good resnlts already gained promise yet others, that
we awalt In hﬁ?e and confidence. For we see
stanchness in the falth and; burning charity un-
folding themselves AlWAys more and more. We be-
hold & concern that God alone could Inspire, ln the
minds of Christ's falthfal, for the travalls and trials
of this Holy See, and of the Chlef Shepherd. We
discern such & oneness In understandings and in
wills that, from the earliest times of the Chureh
huurn:l never could It be more truthfuily or more
giorion {nm than (o our days that the ‘multitude
of them belleved were of one heart and of one
mind.” In which array of virtues we cannot refrain
mention of our beloved ohildren, citizens of this
cherlshed city, whose love, ol every rank and de-
gree, towards us has shone forth, and yet shines,
and iheir devotion and steadfasiness equal to the
test; and tbhelr great-mindedness not only worthy,
but rival of their forefathers of old.

Therefore, venerable brethren, we render uudymy
thanks and glory to the God of Mercy for you all,
and for our beloved children, Christ’s falthiul, be-
eanse he has wrought, and is stlll working, such

And now, venerable brethren, after what at other
times, and here, we have explained to you, It snrely
ean he dark to no one that tne wrong done In these
woeful times to the Holy See have redoundad on
the whole Christian commonwealth. The wrongs
of the Aposties, as St. Bernard says, since these are
the glorious rulers of the earth, afect every Unris-
tian; and since, a8 8t Anselm Bays, again, the Ro-
man Church works for all the Churches ; whosoever
takes away anything belongicg to her |8 recognized
as guilty of sacrilege, not only agalnst her, bat
against all the Churchea. Nor s there a shadow of
doubt that the keeping of the rights of this Apostolic
Bee 1= most closely joined and tied to the nizhest
purposes and interests of the whole Churoh and to
the liberty of your Ep'scopal ministry,

Thinking and meditating on aill thess matters, we
are hound anew to enforce and to profess what we
have oftentimes declared, with your unanimouns
congent—that the olvil sovereignty of the Holy See
has been given to the Roman Pontif by a singular
counsel of Divine Providence; and that it is of nes
ceisity in order that the Homan Pontiff may exer-
clge the nnlilrelm- power and anthority Jdivinely given
to him by the Lord Christ himself, of {eedlnf and
ruling the entire flock of the ford with fallest
liberty, and may consult foi t he greater good of the
Ohurch, and {ts8 interests and needs, that he shall
néver be pubject to any prince or clvil power.

You, venerable brethren, and with you the falth.
ful committed to your care, knowing these things
well, are jastly moved, all of you, for religion's
sake, and for the rake of juatice aud of peace, the
foundation of all other good things, snd you have
given to the memory of future generations the
worthy sight of falth and love, constancy and firm-
ness, on behalf of the Church of God and in her de-
fense, in which youa have set a new and noble ex-
ample. Bot since the God of all mercies ig also the
Author of these good dispositions, we lift our cyes,
our bearts, our ho| to Him: unceasingly beseach-
ing Him that He will increase, strengthen, and con-
firm the excellent dispositions and the pl?g that are
common to you and to the falthful, and we also
earnestly exhort you, and the people committed to

r'wa Iness, that a8 the contest waxesin (ta
eat you will eall to the Lord, with us, more fes-
venuﬁ and with more eflusion of heart, that lie
may Himsell hasten the days when He will again
smnile on us,

God fr-.nt. also, that the rulers of the earth—
whom It much importa that such a perniclons ex-
nmple of usu on as we e¢ndure may not take
root and flouriah to the destruction of all power and
order—may join with one consent of minds and
wills, and that hushiog quarrels, the distarbances
of rebellions being appeased and the deadly conn-
sels of the secta abandoned, they may unite in one
movement for restoring to this Holy Bee {ta
rights, and with these his full likerty to the visible
Head of the Church, and the desired calm to civil
soclety. Nor less, venerable brethren, plead with the
divine mercy In your prayersjand iu those of the
faithful that the hearts of the wicked, escaping from
the blindness of their minds, may be converted be-
fore the great apd fearful day of the Lord shall
come, or else that He, in crushing their infamous
counsels, will show how foolish they are who strive
to overthrow the rock that Christ hasset and to vio-
late His divine privileges. On these prayers onr
firmest hopes In G are founded, “‘Think
ye that God can turn au{ His ear from His most
dear spouse when she shall have cried out to Him
while resisting thcse who have been torturing
her? How will He not recognize the bone of His
bopes and the flesh of his Nesh—ay, rather in some

sense, the spirit of His 8Bpint? Now, Indeed, is the
hour of m and the power of darkness, Bat the
hour 18 the t, the power I8 quickly passing.

The clergy are also favorable to legitimacy in
those sections of France, leoking to it as their
best protection. The peasantry of France are
as o mass eminently ignorant, prejudiced, and
selfish.

THE GALLOWS,

Terrible Double Execution In Arkansas—
One of the Criminals Makes a Deadly As-
snult on a Jaller—Rioting at the Jall—
The Prisoners Overpowered and Deagged
to Death,

The Memphis Acalanche of the 10th lvstant
bas an article which we condense as followa: —

The first judleial execution which ever oc-
curred In the county of CUrittenden, Arkansas,
opposite Memphis, gince it was organized, took
place ruterdn . The wretched victime of the
seaffold were John Roseborough, who was con-
vieted at the last term of the Judicial Circnit
Court of the county of the murder of Willlam

Freeman, last Christmas eve, about a mile from
thke town of Marion, between four and five
o'clock in the afternoon; and Henry Harrls, who
was convieted at the same term of the court of
the murder of John Bell Crockett, at Bradley's
Landing, about twenty miles above Memphis,
on the 24th day of December last. The execu-
tion was witnessed by nearly fifteer hundred
people, the great majority of whom were
colored.
ROBEROROUGH AND HIS WIFH,

Roseborough's wifé, a young colored woman
about twenty years of age, with heavy features
of the true African stripe, eanme throngh the
yard, accompanied by Sheriff Hardin. Bhe was
told she could have a few minutes private con-
versation with her husband, and she approached
the bars of the inner door.

BCENE OF TERRIBLE EXCITEMENT.

Half an hour previeusly an asslstant turnkey
pamed T. O, Manne had entered the corriaor for
the purpose of guarding the culprits. Mrs.
Roseborough had not been In conversation with
her husband more than five minutes when

came from the place between the doors in which

she was emnsconced, miogled with cries of

‘“Sheriff Hardin! Hardin! Hardin!" The great-

est commotion ensued, the Bherlff rushed to the

spot, Mra. Roseborough half rolled down the
steps in front of the door, shrieking and trem-
bling with affright, while at the open barred
door appeared Manus, the tnrnkey, with the
lower portion of his face and his white shirt all

COVERED WITH BLOOD

and an ugly gash jn his upper lip, which was
literally cugin twain. The door was quickly
unlocked by the 8herlff, and Manus leaped out,
buspattering the portals of the door with his
blood, like a person escaping from a den of en-
raged animals, while the two eulprjts retired to
the upper part of their cell.

Manus was taken into the kitechen, where Dr.,
Grigsby examined his wound and pronounced it
not of a very serious character, although it was
bleediu%profnsely. It was then ascertained that
Manus had made some remark while Rosebo-
rough was talking to his wife, and that indi-
vidual turned round in a passion and shied a
half brick in his face, inflicting the wound above
referred to. It is not known whether his wife
banded the missile to him through the bars, but
certaln it 1= that she exhibited the greatest anx-
jety to get outside a8 soon as ible. Above
all the confuslon which ensued kHarris was heard
ehouting frantically in the cell: —"'I am an Inno-
cent man, and by the everlasting God you will
never hang me.

1 WILL NEVER GO ON THAT SCAFPFOLD.

I will be shot down first in my tracks."” Ie was
excited and nearly frantic, and with Rosebo-
rough had retired to the upper end of the corri-
dor, where, like a couple of wild beasts lashed
inte fury, they stood at bay. The Bheriff evi-
dentl ted that he had taken the handeufis
off his d rate prisoners, which he only had
done out of genuine kind-heartedness, being
snxions to make the men feel as comfortable as
possible. He called for half-a-dozen volunteers
to enter and secure the men. Volunteers stepped
prompily forward.

They stripped off their coats and fearlessly en-
tered the corridor, accompanied by Bherlff
Hardin and his brother. The officers had not
been o couple of minutes inglde when the nolse
as of a fearful scuflle was heard inside the cor-
ridor, mingled with the eries of “Down with
them!" *‘Don't shoot them!" **Keep them down!"
In another couple of minutes Roseborongh came
tumbling down the steps, securely guarded,
with his hands securely strapped be his
back. He was followed by Harris, strapped and
guarded in a similar manner.

Sheriff Hardin then said, turning to Rosebo-
rough, “John have you anythlog to say to the
crowd? i 8o, you can say it now. I will give
you fifteen minutes.”

CUONFESSION OF ROSEBOROUGH.

I have tried all I could to get clear of this
punishment; but I have not been able to do so,
and I will now tell you all here that

BAx Fraxcisoo, June 13.—The details of the
total destruction by fire of the Peruvian ship
Don Juan at sea have been recelved. It is sup-
posed that ghe was set on fire by the coolles,
who bad been entrapped on board at Macao,
China. The crew abandoned the vesse!, leaving
five hundred and fifly coolles fastened under
the hatches. Five hundred coolies were roasted
alive—the others escaped when the hatches
burned off. The vessel was American built, and
was sold in Ban Franciseco to the Compania
Maritima de Peru, and rechristened Do Ores
Ugarte. Bhe was fitted out for the coolle trade,
and returned several times for supplies while
eogeged in that traffic.

Particalars of the Awfal Coolie Ship Dise
anter,

NEw Yorx, June 18.—A Ban Francisco spe-
cial gives the particulars of the burning of the
ship Don Juan, which left Macao on May 4 with
a cargo of coolies for Pern. The Don Jusn
loaded at Macao, taklng six hundred and fifly
coolles on board for Peru, and on the 6th was
burned to the water's edge, not more than fifty
miles from Hong Kong. The cooli¢s, who have
arrived In Hong Kong, all aver that their treat-
ment was humane, and they had nothing what-
ever to complain of either as to the allowance
of food or the quality or quantity, and the whole
affair was simply accidental. The other view
in the question, namely, that the

Vensel was Set on Fire

by designing men among the Chinese,is not im-
possible. One of the men distinctly avers that
he beard an explosion of gunpowder aft, and
also smelt a strong smell of it, Others again
gay they did not hear any report; that they were
nearly overpowered by the sickening smell of
the ship's material burning aft. Itisto be re-
gretted that the Baropean who had the-hu-
manity to open the hatehes did not succeed in
saving his own life, as he was overtaken by the
coolies, who made a rush at the boat walting for
bim, and a general scramble occurred to get to
it, the Europeans using arms to prevent the
coolies getting Into it. In this seramble several
Chinese were drowned. The boat, however,
ultimately suceeeded In getllng clear of the
ship, but had not gone far when It upset in
gight of but not within reach of tha coolies. The
coolies then seem to have had a little lelsure to
look around, when Lhey observed the other
three boats at a distance. During this time all
the materials of the ship were ra pidiy burning,
and

A Large Number Perished
in the hold, some of whom, no doubt, were suf-
foeated, but the cries from others were piteous.
Many, bowever, jumped In the water and
escaped by drowning the more
Horrible Death by Fire.

While the luckless men were on deck and on
the bowsprit in this position one of the masts
fortunately gave way, and the men at once
made a rush and scramble to reach it; they clung
on with desperation, calling as loud as they
could to save their lives. They had not been
long in the water before a fishing junk came up
and they were taken off, two or three at a time,
in & small sampan,

The mast was held on the wreck by wire rig-
ging, and would otherwise bave drifted away
tosea. The coolies state that there were no less
than

FifNly Europeans on the Vessel,

80 It remains to be seen what became of them.
Some, no doubt, were lost In the boat that was
swamped. From Macoo, it is reported that
thirty-five of the ecrew have arrived there, and
are unanimous in stating that the

Coolies Mutinled
and set fire to the ship aft, in hopes of forcing
all to abandon her, and so take the vessel, It
seems they thought the fire could be extinguished
afterward.
