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KNOX AND PROUDHON ON THE FRENOH
NATION.

Bome little time ago our pages contained a
veview of the life of the late Professor Robert
Knex, the anatomist. Though ve and
dogmatio in his epiniona, he was a bold,
onginsl, and often sagacioms thinker; aund
mome of hi1reflectiona and otions en the
nature an: Jesting of the Celtic race, and of
the Gallic Uelt in particular, are of interest
at the present moment, Writing about 1850,
he payh: —

In my first leoture, dellversd Ave years ago, 1 sald
that the Celtic race does not and never conld be
made to comprohend the meaning of the word
Wberty. The opinion I gave had no reference to
recent events, but wan deduced from past history:
the historen of ‘02, of 'Ih, of 'B2—add now the events
of 48 and '49, and say have [ erred in the estimate I
formed of this race? On four eventful ocsasions the
supreme power has raturned into the hands of the
Celtio men of France. Never was the destruction of
& dynasty more complete. What use have they made
of this pewer? * * ¢ Af a Saxon 1 abhor all
dynastivs, monarehies, and bayonel-governments;

but this latter seems 0 be the only one suitable for
the Celtic man,

Again: —

Celtle liberty I8 now well comprehended by all
Europe, The world thought Celtic France a great
and [ree prople; but the world was wrong (I they
did, for the world forgot the element of race in |ts
calculation on the probable destinles of the French
Celt, That slement, duly weighed, would have
ghown them that & race being composed of indlvi.
dunls resembling each other must even in Its great-
est offorts meraly ahadow forth the oharacter of the
individual, When the French Celt drove ount the
insupportable and paltry Orleans dynasty, they
were merely & fighting clan without & chief:
having no sell-esteem,
withont a leader? That Jeader had not then
and has not yet appeared, * * * The COeltic race
has had In Its ewn hands, more than any other, ite
own destinies. Chance placed at their head the
greatest of men that ever appearosd on eartm, Him
they sold and petrayed. Silll their powerla terrivle,
and guite an overmatch for any other single race.
Nothing could prevent them again marching to
Moscow and St. Petersburg were the contest to be
merely between the twe races. By such a contest
mankind woul!d be greatly benefitted. * * * Parls
I8 fortifed, and were the territory agaln polluted by
a forelgn foe the trae repablican flag would be once
more holgted, sure to be pushed ferward to Berlin
and Vienoa—to-morrow St Petersburg. * * * To
revolutiopige is Celtle, to reform is Saxon, * * *
There burst forth that tnlghty Revolution which
shook the world, whose  effeots Hiust
endare for ever. Cou clergy and gentry were
gWept Into the ocean. Bat did the Celt thereby put
the land question on arigat fosling? Not In the
least. Ile created merely another class of landed
proprietors. * * * He abolished the law of primo-

niture, it {8 true, but he had not the soul to rise up

the principle of abstract justice, It 12 not that
you are deficient in courage. No braver race exists
en the earth, but you have no industry, no ssif-
esteem, no confidence in your individual exertions,

Again, speaking of their former history, he
BAYSH. —

They sacked Rome, barst into Grecce, and plun-
dered the temple of Delphl. War and plunder,
ploodshed and violence, In which the race delights,
was their object, From Brennus to Napoleon the
wur-erp of thy Celtle race was, *‘T'o the Alps—to the
Rhine " This game; which atill engages their whole
aftention, has now been play~d for nearly 4000 years.
I de not blame them, 1 pretend not to censure any
rece, 1 merely state facls either quite obvious or
borne out by histery.

" The italics are onr own; but it must be ad-
mitted that to the Professor it has been given
te frapper juste, and that these prediotions
have been singularly felicitous in their
resulls.

Again: Proudhon, whose intuition into the
passionate weakness sometimes betrayed in
the French nature was a kind of instinet, ut-
tered in 1848 some remarkable words which
—ocall them propheoy, inspiration, fore-
boding, warning, what we will—are at this
very moment being carried out and accom-
plished to the letter. 'The extracts to which
we refer bave been noticed by one of our
contemporaries, but as they may not have
met the eye of our readers we subjoin them

Let the first acts of the National Assembly but
disclose reactiomary intentions; let only one rash
vote inflame the anger of the people; let the ma-
tional representation be violated, ana’ then, under
the pressure of another diotalorship, let the move-
ment be snddenly stited—and France will be llke a
hive surrounded with flames, in which the choking,
burning bees sting each other to death. Then,when
the Government shall have exhausted all 8 re-
sources; when the nation shall have eaten up its
savings: when production and commerce are at an
end; when starvingiParis, blockaded by the depart-
ments, sending nothipg out and no lopger able
to pay, shall be deprived of all country produce;
when the workmen, demoralized by ldleness and
the politica of the ciubs, shall turn soldiers for the
Bake of their pay and rations; when s million of
proletaires (the ignorant, poor, and disorderiy, the
dangerous o #) shall organize an armed crosade
agalnst property ; when the State shall “‘reguisition”
plate and jeweliry to send them to the mint; when
domiciliary seizure ahall be the only mode of collect-
ing the taxes; when the peasants for waat of money
shall pay thelr taxes in kKind; when famished bands
seour the country and organize pillage; when the
peasant shall have to take up a gun to watch his
orops; when the worlimen, driven by huoger,
ghall all have given up thelr bodles;
when prostitution, grief, and want shall have made
them mad; when bands of women, following troops
of Natlonal Goards, will celebrate the fotes of the
republic by horrible orglea: when the fArat stack of
wheat has been plandered, the fOrat charch pro-
faned, the first torch lighted, the first woman out-
raged; when the first blood ahall have heen shed;
when the first head shall have fallen; when the abo.
minstion of desolation shall have spread all over
France—then you will understand what is unplled
by & revolution brought about by AVOOAts, accomn-
E Ishied by artists (or, perhaps, 1o give the real signi-

cation of the phrase, by gens de Boleine), and con-
ducted by writers and poels,

The comparison of the hive of bees sur-
ronnded by flames and stinging each other to
death is fearfully apprepriate, and no doubt
the dread of remctionary intentions gave the
first impulse to the Communists. If one
Government is at the point of exhaustion the
other is not far from it, besides being loaded
with a Trightful debt. FProduction and com-
merce are dead; Paris is literally blockaded
by the departments; the Coneciergerie is full
of priests; most of the churches are olosed;
the first murders have been committed on the
two genernls weeks ago; and adventurers,
dreamers, and journalista rise to power like
bubbles, command like despets, and fall in
rapid succession.

To obtain
readmission into the cemmunity of castes a
terrible expiation was necessary, and this came
off on the 7th of last month at a place called
Walkeshwar, The soene was rich in
the elements of comedy.

They have thus been restored
to their caste privileges and the advantages
belonging thereto in Bombay; but it seems
likely that they will be ealled upon to repeat
the penanoce before enjoying similar impunity
in other places.

—A Russo-German war would force npon
the majority of Russian officers a most pain-
ful qnestion of nationality. According to
the (olos, the proportion of foreigners serv-
ing in the Russian army is as follows:—
Among the privates and non-commissioned
officers there are 85 per cent, of Russians, 15
per cent, of foreigners, and of these 2 of
Germans, Among the captains and lieuten-
ants there are 2¢ per cent. of Germans and
42 of foreigners altogether, to 58 of Rus-
gians. Among the colonels and majors there
are H8 Germans, and 85 foreigners to 15 Rus-
sians; and among the generals thers are as
many a5 74 Germans and 82 foreigners to 18
Russians, Thus, if Russia went to war with
Germany, the first thing that might happen
to her would be the loss of the greater part
of her officers; for though sixty years ago
Germans were ready enough to fight against
Germans, they would hardly do so now after
the regeneration of the empire, This eir-
cumstance may be not without influence on
the affirmed improbability of a Russo-German
