Reference has already been made to the sud-
den death of Mrs. Field, which took place on
board the steamship Russia, at Queenstown,
Ireland, on the 20tk of May. Mrs. Fleld was
the widow of Mr. Joseph M. Fleld—an able
man, and, in his day, a celebrated actor—and
her own achievements as an actress entitle her
to an honorable place In theatrical history Her
maiden name was Eliza Lapsley Riddle. 8he was
born in Philadelpnia, and may be said to have
inherited the prosession of the'stage, with which
she was connected from childhood until the
iear 1855, Bhe first became prominent under

ir. Edwin Forrest's management in Philadel

phia, and was the original representative in this
country of *Julia," In The Hunchback, When
Sheridan Knowles visited America n 1834, she
acled with him in this character in this elty.
Bubsequently ehe went into the Southern and
Western theatres as “'a léeading lady.” In 1830
she became the wife of Mr. J. M. Field, who
was algo acting in that part of the country.
With this gentleman Mrs. Field's married life
was prosperous and happy. Bhe continued act-
ing and won especial celebrity In domeatic
dramas. Ope of her best réonations was
“Martha Gibba,” in All That Glitlersis Not Gold,
Bhe plaved “‘Jullet” to Miss Charloite Cushy
man's “Romeo,"” and it was her fortune to afford
Emle&alonal support t0 the elder Booth and to
sharles Kean, Mr. Mncruadf( was so well
plessed with her acting that he asked her to
accompany him in & tour of the West-
ern  theatres. Her last appearunce on
the stage was made at the Howard Athenwum,
in Boston, in 1865, whén she enacted “‘Mrs.
Mildmay," In Still Waters Run Desp, which was
then produced for the first tlme in Amerlea.
Mrs. Field was the sisteér of Mra. W. H. Smith,
whose ability and popularity as an actress are
matters of common recollection, and whose
death occurred in 1861, The immediate cause
of Mrs. Field's decesse was congestion of the
brain—ibe result of & éevere cold aud of ex-
baustion of the nervous system. Bhe leaves a
dasughter, Miss Kate Field, with whose achleve-
ments as n writer and a lecturer the public 18
thoroughly acquainted.

“GRAND GIFT” SWINDLES.

A Scamp with but §4 Offers Presents of
$25,708 In a Lottery — A Stupendons
Swindle.

The lottery swindle spoken of in yesterday'a
paper was more fully exposed in the eity police
court, yesterday moruing by a trinl of the lodi-
vidual who advertised himself as lha‘frlncl ral
slockhold er of the f;lﬂ. enterprise. hen first
arrested he stated, in answer to several ques-
tions put by Buperintendent Schmidt, that he
was the “‘company” himeelf, and that the gifts
had not vet arrived, but would be in the city in
a few days. He advertised te give away over
£25,000 in presents, but had net upon his person
over four dollars and & few cents. These pre-
tenslone were magoificent eoough, but the
actual state of the case was too apparent. The
gift man talked well, but as he had neither
money, nor friends by whom be conld be balled
out, he was provided with quarters In the eclty
Frimn for Thursday night, snd yesterday morn-
»g brought before Judge Towner.

In his trial it was proven that he had none of
the gifts which he so gemerously offered, excopt
a few pletures, which were not worth over fif-
teen or twenty dollars, Beveral tickels to his
lottery were produced on the witness-stand by
the detectives, and testimony to the effect that
they kad been purchased of the swindler was
adduced. It was aléo proven that two females
were still selling tickels throughout the eity,
fleecivg the nunwary wherever an opportunity
was offered. A more barefaced swindle was
never conceived. The handbills, contaluing a
list of prizes printed in English and German,
were carcfully carried about the streets by indi-
viduals who left them at residences, sa e &
will return in a few moments and sell you a
ticket.” On returning, if the purchase of a
ticket could not be agreed upon, the circular
was taken away again and no traces of the visit
