“Corra, Jume 28.-—To the Recrotary of the
Navy: The Coreans, not apologizing for their
treacherous attack on the 10th, I landed on
Kangnoe, and took and destroyed Lhe lower fort
and munitions, On the 11th took auother fort,

mdd then stormed and captured thelr strong-
hold.

"Five forts were taken. Their troops were re-
ported at 11,000, There was desperate hand-to-
hand fighting In the citadel. The orduance was
destroyed, and four huadred and elghty-one
pieces, principally small brass pieces: emall
Arms were very many; fifty flags were also taken.
There were counted 243 dead Corcans around
the citadel.

Our killed were three. The gallant Lieutenant
McKee, who was first inside the ecitadel, was
kilied by a bullet and spear. Marine Dennis
Haorohn and landsman SBeth Allen were killed.
Our nine wounded are all out of danger and
doing well.

From the Trenton Gazel o, June 37,

There are strong indioktions that two Interest
Ing and gigantic rallroad wars are  Likely
Lo grew oul of the prn;ocml lease of the United
Companies 1o the Vennsylyania Hailroad, The
first s & mort of civil or Internecioe strife, be.
tween the two opposing factions into which the
steckholders and managers of the joint compn-
nles have divided on the sabject of the lease. o
difference between the advocates and oppouents of
the lease in the companies has become irreconcil
whle, and can now only be determined by the arbi-
trament of the sword of the law, Those In faver of
the lense are fully resolved that it shall be efMécted,
while thope who oppose are as determined %0 pre.
vent its consummation, The proceedings begnn by
the Jatter In the Court of Uhancery are bat a mild
preliminary to the terrific and deadly ocontost
which will subsequentjy be fought in the Legis.
iature. Here will inevitably be the battle.ground of
these corporate Titans, and all theé enormous re-
sourcea of strategy and patronage, and the other
potent influences which bhave in times past been
employed to discomfit the plans of the enemies of
thé monopoly, will now be wielded by these bellige-
rent faclons against each other, The conflict will be
chamcterized by all the acrimony and relentlessness
which civi] contests of all sorts ever Invoke. Gigan-
o diverss interesta, a8 well a8 stroog profes-
sfonal pride, will contend for the mastery. If the
legal procecdings inaugurated in the Court of Caan-
cery shall prove the suthority on which the pro-
posed lease I8 based to be defective, resort will, of
courge, be had to the next Logislature to perfect
that authority. The efforts of the assenters 1o the
Jeage to oblain and of the dissenters to prevent this
legislation will constitute one of the most remark-
phle and exciting rallrond wars that has ever been
fought on the old legislative batile-ground.

But suppose the anti-leasers triumph, both in the
courts and in the Legislature. Then the two bei-
higerents will have to combine thelr ahattored forces
anid confront a new, fresh, and most powerfal an-
tagonist. The Pennsylvania Railroad Company 18
resolved te have a road across New Jersey, under
its own control, with abundant facilities for the ac-

Penneylvania Company will of course renew its at-
temupts to secure a charter for a new road. Coald
they be prevented from accomplishing their purpose ?
Are the United Companles strong enough 10 siceess-
fully contend with that powerlful corpors-
tion? litherto bhoth of these corporate giants
have proved successful in all their legislative
contests. But the Pennsylvania Company s
financlully much stronger than the New Jersey
corporation, and has fought and won greater
battles in contests of a wider and more gigan-
tic eharacter. The event of a war between
these hitherto pulssant and veteran contestants we
do not pretend to predict; we only know that it s
certain to take place if the lease 1s not «Nectoed,
But it will only be after the other and still more in-
tererting batile between the velligerent lactions of
the disunited comnpanies has been fonght and deter-
mined, and then only in the event of the defeat of
the advocates of the leage. In this preliminary
battle, the moral, if not the material, ald of the
Pennsylvania Company will undoubtedly ba on the
pide of the leasers. Bat the other side will have
very strong moral support in this State, and can

marshal to their ald an array of veteran figh.og

A WHOLE TOWN DESTROYED,

Over One Hundred Honses Demollshed —
Many Lives Lost—The Most Terrific
Storm Ever Known In Kansns.

From the Walnut Valley (Kansas) Times of June 17,
Last evening Eldorado and surrounding country

was visited with one of the most terrible storms

ever known in this part of the State, Abont s

o'clock In the evening a storm came up from the

northwest, accompanied with wind, hall, and rain,
and before the people had time to make any prepa-
ration for it, the burricane swept through tha town.

The clonds were of inky blackness; the vivid

flashes of Hghtning, accompanted by crashing thun-
der, caused our citizens to feel that the storm was of
no ordinary magoiinde. Every moment the gale in-
creased, and, as the rain came down In torreuts, the
situavion became more fearful. Every momentary
jull in the storm only seemed LO Increase 1ts fary,
and, In ffteen minutes from the commencament,
men, women, and chidren coold be seen fnying
through the strects, seeking protection from the
falling honses.
: By this time the air was flled with nylog timbers.
Large houses were completely demolished ; others
were nnroofed, while others were lifted from thelir
foundations and carrled by the wind from forty to
two hupdred feet. And yet there seemed to be no
lull in the storm. As we stood by the window,
gazing outward, we could plainly see honses top-.
pling over. The roar of the storm was terrible, and
the earth seemed to be tremble beneath oar feet,

We have been unable to get any particular news
from the surrounding country, but for four or five
miles around the same wholesale destraction seems
t0 be visible. Houses were blown down, fences de-
gtroyed, and the crops ruined. Many of our people
are left In destitute circumstances.

Our town this morning presents & most woe-be-
gone appearance., People who were in comfortabla
cirenmstances yesterday are to-day left without
apything.

LATER.

Persons from Hiokory Oreek, in the track of the
storm, eay that Captaln J. A, BMceGinnls' large
dwelling was completaly demolished, Eight houses
were blown down above Captain Armstrong's, The
crops were nearly all destreyed.

Over 150 families have temporary homes with their
nelghbors, Most of these people are destitute, and
stand in need of immediate relief,

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

—————
Two Men Killed by the Giving Way of
Heavy Timber Trestle,

Yesterday morning, about 11 e'clock, an acci-
dent occurred at Cork Run tunmpel, four miles
below the city, on the Pan-Handle Railway,
which resulted in the death of a bricklayer and
a laborer. The company have been engaged for
gome time past in widening the tunnel for the
purpoge of laying a double track. To keep the
sides of the excavation from falling in, large
timber cribs were erected on the sldes. The
bricklavers and laborers were workling yesterday
morning on the side wall on a trestle which
stands about six feet from the ground. About
the bhour mentioned there were five men on the
platform and several on the ground below.

Without any warning noise whatever, some of
the large timbers used in Keeplug the sides of
the excavation from falling, gave way and came
down with a fearful c¢rash. Ope of them, a
very beavy stick, struck Henry Holtz, s brick-
layer, and injured bim 80 geverely that he ex-
pired in & few mioutes. Another plece foll on
n laborer named Evan Lewis, who was working
on the ground, and broke both of his legs. He
was immediately carrled bome, and although
everything possible was done for bim, he died
about 5 o'clock. The Coroner was notitied of
the occorrence, and held an ioguest over the
remaivs of the men, wheén a verdict ol accl-
dental death was rendered.—Pilishurg Com-
mercial, yesterday.

8ection 1, The Select e=d Common Conncils
of the City of PhilndelzZia do ordain, That the
Mayor of P)iladelphia be and he is hereby
autborized t | borrow at not less than par, on
the credit of the eity, from time to time, four
hundred and twenty-five thonsandi dollars,

The princi o? “ﬂ‘:ﬁ loan shall bl
payable and paid at the expiration of thirty
years from the date of the game, and not before,
without the consent of the holders thereof; and
the certificates therefor, in the uspal form of
the certificates of @ity Loan, shall be issaed in
such amounts as the lenders may require, but
not for any fractional part of one huadred dol-
lars; or, if required, in amounts of five hundred
or one thonsand dollars; and it shall be ex-
preseed In said certificates that the loan therein
mention, and the interest thereof, are payable
free from all taxes.

Hection 2. Whenever any loan shall be made
oy virtue thereof, there shall be, by force of
this ordinance, annnally appropriated oat of the
income of the corporate estates and from the
snm raised by taxation, a sum sufficient to pay
the Interest on eald eertifiates; aud the further
fum of three-tenths of one per centum on the
par value of such certificates so Issued shall be
appropriated quarterly out of said income and
taxes to a sinking fuod, which fund and its ac-
cumulations are hereby especially pledged for
the redemption and payment of said certii-
cales.
