TIE UNITED STATES AND CrBA.-The following
resolutions were adopted by both Houses of the
Louisiana Legislature on the last day of the session,
with but three dissenting votes.

Be it Resolved, That we view with alarm the re-
cent and avowed change that has taken place in the
policy of the Spanish government in Cuba, the mani-
fest tendency and result of which must he the aboli-
tion of slavery and the destruction of the white race
in that country.

Resolved, That we believe such an event will have
a most pernicious effect upon the same institution and
interests in these States; that it will destroy the so-
cial and political existence of that island; that it will
materially affect the natural law of American progress,
by precluding forever the admission of Cuba into this
Union; that it will create in our immediate vicinity,
and almost within sight of our own shores, a Govern-
ment administered by an inferior and barbarous Afri-
can race, under the inmediate influence of European
interests and ideas, and adverse to the pure American
influence which should predominate on this continent
and its adjacent islands; that it will menace the secu-
rity of the outlets of all our southern and south-west-
ern rivers, and harbors of the Gulf of Mexico, of the
American Mediterranean, of the new and great high-
ways of commerce through those seas and across the
isthmus of America; and that it will materially endan-
ger the intercourse between our Atlantic and Pacific
States.

THE BLACK WARRIOR AFFAIR.
The Cuban authorities have releasd -the Black

Warrior, after exacting the payment of a fine of
$6,000, which Capt. BULLLOCn prudently, consented to
pay under protest. It is said that the fine was in-
posed by the Court on the pretext that at the ship,by entering and clearing in ballast during many trips,had escaped the payment of a small tax imposed on
vessels for the benefit of the Cuban hulks--this tax
amounts to about 20 cents per ton. No great per-
spicacity'is needed to perceive that the authorities
have materially changed their position, for bad they
continued to press the case as a violation of the rev-
enue laws, theamount of fine would have coniscated
the Black rWarrior ind her cargo to boot. In reali-ty, the Dons were becoming slightly apprehensive of
the consequences that would follow thelr high-handed
outrage, and have resorted to this specious plea, with ia. hope of ventiugttheir spite and avoiding responsi-
bility at the samne time.

We hope the United States will not he satisfied a
with this shuflling evasion. A great wrong has been
committed, and signal reparation should be required.
The Black Warrior has been detained for nearly
three weeks, to the serious detriment of the interest.s
of her owners, and to the mortification and huinilia-
tion of the whole country, and finally surrendered, af-
ter a tedious judicial process, upon the payment of a t
fine. Now, either the act of the Cuban Authorities
was just, or unjust. If just, there is not another
word to be said, and the conduct of the autorities has
been lenient, instead of atrocious. If unjust, the
wrong committed is not to be patched up by a tardy
surrender of the vessel, and is enhanced by the in-
fliction ofa fine. We believe that the course pur-
sued by the Cuban officials is indefensible: that it
was instigated by malice and hatred; that it was
pushed just as fkr as safety would allow; that it was
intended to be insulting, and that it will be followed,
as it has been preceded, by other indignities, unless
we display a little manliness, self-respect and courage.
