THE BLACK WARRIOR AFFAIR IN SPAIN.
The foreign papers, by the steamer Earopa, bring
ue advices from Madeid, to the 28th cle. At that
time the American version of the Black Warrior out-
rage had reached Spain, and is detailed in the cor- |
respondence to the Eoglish papers. A letter, dated
the 27th April, in the London Chronicle, after giviug
the Amerecan secount, 8iys: |
A case of seizure of an American vessel, the Em- |
ress, took place ar Malagn, in 1843, under similar
cirenmstances, and the government of that day dis-
missed the intendent, Benor Gaminde, who caused
the seizure to be made, the Ameriean minister here,
Mr., Washington Irving, haviog demauded the satue.
Benor Gaminde's case was subwitted to the Supreme
Tribunal of Justice, which gave its verdict in bis fa-
vor, while the Aundiencia of (iranada deelared the
forfeiture of the vessel and cargo valid, There was
this in eommon in both eases—that the laws of the
country had been left in disuse, and practices toler-
ated which were.at varlance with the regulations of
the port.  In the case of the Black Warrior, the A-
mericans contend that there was no fauduleut inten-
tion whatever, while a custom which had lasted for
thirty-six voyages scems 1o give & prescriptive right
to its eontinuanee, On the other hand, Spaniards
contend that the disuse of & law gives no right what-
ever to itsinfraction. It is against the intendent of
Finance and Super lent of C that the
American government is particularly hostile, beeause
it entertains the impression that the seizure was made
by them in order to participate in their portion of the

The same correspondent, in hiz letter of the 28th,
has the following, from which we infer that no cre-
dence or attention had been given-to the American
account of the affair:

The dispute between the Spanish and American

overnment, occasioned by the seizure of the Black
arrior steamer at Havana, excites some senzation
here, and whatever the merits of the case may be,
there is a strong feeling herein favor of the Spanish
view of the subject. 1In fact, it seems very goneral-
ly the opinion ikat a pretext has been sought for a
guarrel, and the Espana, to-day, arguing on the sup-
position that such js the case, which, however, it
says, would be unworthy of a great nation, and high-
Iy impolitie, remarks :—

That conduct, in the first place wonnding our na-
tional pride to the quick, would cause the most lively
sentiments of anger, of neble and holy indignation,
to burst forth in the breasts of all Spanisrds. We
are sure thatin such a case there would not be a
single voice that would not raise its clamor to the
heavens ; there would ot be a siugle party, from the
Carlist to the democratic, that would not join the
government to avenge the outrage ; there would not
be a single hand which would remain closed to the
exigencies of the f§ for the of the
war, there would not by, in fine, any one who would
refuse to shed the last drop of his blood in defence
of the eountry. The period of 1808 would be re-
newed, as if by enchautment, since there iz nothing
which more raises the spivit of a poor and helpless,
bt noble and sensitive nation, than to see itgelf des-
pised up to the point thut reason and equity are des-
pised, in order {o effend it—up to the point that the
aggressor, confiding in his force, disdains the ap-
pearance of juatice,
