A NEW IMPLEMENT -OF WaR.-—A" letier
from Paris,
Gaszette, says: :

“A ourious experiment was made a few
days in the basin of the fountain in the
Pa’ini:goynl, inthe presence of a érowd of
promenaders, who soon collected. A glass
globe, containing a vertain liquid, was thrown

The liquid immediately spread itself over the
surfeee of the water, and taking fire sponta-
neously, eontinued to burn with an intense
flame for 2 period of fifty-six seconds, throw-
ing out a dense smoke, The basin had the
appearance of being ull on fire. Three gen-
tlemen, well known to-seienee in Paris, have
invented this fluid, after lomg and patient
study, with the ddgn of making it available
in the present war, in burning ships, and in
pretecting or attacking fortified places where
there may be a diteh. Thrown by means of
a foreing-pamp on the head of & sap, into an
entrenshment, ora diteh full of water, or on
the bréach a & moment of assanlt, or in a na-
val combat, this liquid would canse the most
terrible ravages. An ezperiment has since
beentried on the river Seine, in which in-
stance the fluid continued to burn, with a flame
sufficiently - intenso. to set fire to the sides of
a ship, for more thana minute. Suppos

that a boat laden with this liquid shouldbe
floated into the midst of an enemy’s fleet, and
should be so managed that it would take fire
at the moment of arriving near or in the midsé
of the fleet, and that the liquid should then
be distributed on the sarface of the water, the
whole fleet would take fire in spite of all the
efforta that might be made to prevent it, and
they would take fire exactly in the most dan-
