Origin of the Phrase " 
Taking a Hors. "-A small

steamer was thronged with pasengegra, pleasure
travelers like ourselves, spe•.ing so many lan-guages, that we might have been taken for emi-grants from Babel, and on ore of the finest days of
the year we set off fronm. onn to ascend the Rhine.
A party of studeute from the university had taken
passage by the inme vessel, for their annual excur-
sion: and with music and banners, with songs and
' ine, they came on board as we were about to start, IThis was one of the phases of German life we had Inot thought to see, but it gave variety to the en-tertainments of the day. They Wre mostly fromsixteen to twenty years age ; the leaders of the
party were ,dsringuished by a sash and red cap, and
all of them dressed in the free and easy style stu-
dents on a spree. It is their custom to make an
excursion like this once or twice in every summer,going offto some retired spot among the mountains,and spending a few days in revelry, more or less in-
nocent, according to the tastes of the company.
Our boys were largely provided with wine and
beer, which they brought in kegs; one was speedi-
ly hoisted on a table and lapped, and the rich li-
quor drawn into long horns, from which all drank
with the greatest gust. Now, for the first time.I saw the origin of the phrase "taking a horn" for
takinga drink. The students were constantly cir-
culating among the passengers, and insisting upon
every one's drinking from the horn, which was apledge of confraternity; even the most delicate la-
dies on board, who rather shrunk from drinking
sour wine in a bullock's horn, were urged with so
nuch persistence that refusal was impossible, and
they were obliged at least to honor the offer with
the touch of their lips. Their singing was good.
They had songs printed and distributed, so that all
who read German could join in the choruses. Ev-
cry half hour or so, the whole company would form
a ring, and with the flute and violin, and a score of
fine voices, they would give their national songs,and some in praise of Bonn, rather as the home otfair women than a seat of learning, till the hills of 1
the Rhine sent back the echoes of the mrpsic and
the applause of the listening travellers; and then
the horn went round again.-Rev. Ireneus Prinse's
Leters.

Hose to qet rid of Rats.-Prof. Dascom, of Ober-
lin, in a letter to the Ohio Farmer, says:

"Would it not be well to call the attention of your
readers to the case and certainty with which.they
may be relieved from the annoyance of the large
brown Rat. This impudent intruder often visits my
laboratory and other premises. As they come sing-
ly, I 'take off' each, the night after I discover signs
of his presence, in this wise: I take half a teaspoon-
ful of dry flour or Indian meal on a plate or piece of
board, and sprinkle over it the fraction of a grain of
strichnine. This is set in a convenient place, and
I invariably find the culprit near the spot deadin the
morning. The peculiar advantage of this poison is,
it produces muscular spasms, which prevent the ani-
mal from reaching his hole to die and decomposo.
It is needless to add that such a violent poison sould
be used with care."

Lice on 1wlxs.--A teasporon of turpentine, to
three or four of sweet cil-(the turpentine alone,
would probably take the feathers off the poor birds)
-grease them freely with this, and let the Rural
readers know, if the vermin ,i not " vamose. " I
have no doubt the free use of turpentine in hen-
ho~as, would rid them and their inmate of these
pests.-Rural ewo Yorker.

CURE FOR VARIOUS DISEASES.

Cure for leange.-Take lard and sulphur-mix
together, and put in lamp oil sufficient to make it
pliable, more or less according to the warmth of the
day. Rub the part affected with a cob, till you take
off the scurf, then rub on the above with the hands.
In two days go over them again, and as often after
as you see signs of the d4sease,

Cure for Scratches.-kub the part affected tho-
roughly with a cob-then take of the mixture, and
rub on thoroughly with a cob. Apply once a day t
until cured. If you drive in the mud, wash with
soap suds before applying the above. Feed occa-
sionally ose table spoonful of sulphur.

Cure for Liee.-Apply the above mixture at such
points as the lice are most inclined to congregate,
feed sulphur if convenient. You may be sure if you
doctor for the mange will kill the lice.

Cure for Warts.-If not so large as to endanger
too much bleeding, pull them off, and apply the
above mixture.
