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THE PACIFIC'S NEWS.

The steamship Pacific reached New York on the
morning of the 3d inst., with dates from Liverpool
to the 23d ult. Her advices are interesting:

THE WAR.--CAPTURE OF BOMARSUND.

On Saturday, 19th, the English steamer Basilisk,
and the French steamer Reine Hortense, arrived at
Dantsic with the intelligence that at 12 30 P. M., on
the 16th, the foittess at Bomarsund capitulated and
the garrison, numbering 9,000, was immediately em-
barked on board the allied fleet. There was little
loss of life on either side, the French having lost 120
in killed, and the British only 3 or 4. The round
towers behind Bomarsurnl, named respectively, Forts
Tzee and Nottich, had been previously reduced-no
very difficult task, as they were garrisoned by only
120 men each. The handful of artillerymen in Tzee
made a stout defence, fifty being killed, and only
thirty-five taken unhurt. Nottich was carried without
loss.

Both forts when captured were blown up, and the
main assault was then directed upon the fortress of
Bomarsund itself, of which the walls were badly
damaged befOre the garison consented to surrender.
No o'her assault could have been expected, for it was
impossible that 2,000 could hold out against a be-
sieging army 12,000 supported by a fleet in force.
The honor of the victory, such as it is, belongs wholly
to the French, and therefore, on Sunday the 20th,
the guns of the Invalides announced to the citizens.
of Paris the first victory of the war.

Our private accounts from Dantsic say that the
number of prisoners does not exceed 1500, and that
they have been sent to Ledsund. It was reported
that a considerable portion of the garrison had-.
succeeded in retiring, and that it was hintended entire-
ly to evacuate and destroy the works, but the attack of
the Allies prevented this intention flrm being fully
carried into effect.

An overwhelming display of force was made on
the part of the Allies. No fewer than fifteen sail of
the line-of which four ships and foursteamers were
French-lay with their broadsides within range of
the fortress. The Allies claim to have found 100
pieces of cannon mounted and dismounted. Our cor-
respondence does not state whether or not the fleet
fired on the fortress, but from the circumstance that
the Enghsh papers have a list of casualties incurred
by the ships Penelope, Hecla, Termagant, and Be-
Hisle while "under fire at Bomarsund," it is likely
they did.

From the circumstance that Admiral Napier had
issued a notice warning all neutral vessels to leave
the port of Riga before the 10th of August, it was
surmised that Riga would be the next point of attack.
An account of the Bomarsund affair, from Stockholm,
20th, mentions that a bombardment was kept up from
5 o'clock morning of the 15th, till 2 o'clock afternoon
of the 16th, and that part of the works were blown
up before proposals were made to surrender. The
prisoners will be sent to France on board English
ships. Gen. Baraguay d'Hilliers had a narrow escape,
a cannon ball having passed between him and the
aid-de-camp with whom he was conversing.

DARING ATTEMPT TO MURDER A STORE KEE-
PER.-Mr. Larfogne living at Chevretteville,
parish of Assumption, had a narrow escape
from an attack of two negroes. They came
to his store at eight o'clock at night, prentend-
ing a wish to make some purchases. Mr. L.
was in the act of taking down an article from
a shelf, his back being turned towards the
counter, when one of the negroes Frank raised
a large stick to strike him. Fortunately Mr.
L. saw the shadow of the negro with his stick
lifted and turned in time to receive the blow
on his arms. The other negro had at the
same time blown out the candle. The first
blow having failed to stupefy Mr. L. as they
expected, the negroes took to their heels and
escaped. They have since been arrested and
are now in irons. Frank is said to be a des-
perate character, having attempted some time
previously to break into Mr. Florian's store
near Napoldonville.--Coast Journal.

INDUSTRYl IS TALENT!

We often hear persons explaining how one
man succeeds, while another fails in the same
pursuit, by attributing to one a talent for his
business, but refusing it to the other. Yet,
without denying that some individuals have a
greater aptitude for particular avocations than
others have, we think that the problem in
question could be easier solved, by saying
that the successful man was industrious, while
the other was not..

Bulwer, for example, is considered a man
of the highest ability as a novelist. Yet when
i Bulwer began his career he composed with
the utmost difficulty, often writing his fictions
twice over. He persevered, however, and
now stands almost at the head of his class;
his latest productions, moreover, being re-
garded as the best from his pen. Every
school-boy is familiar wi the fact that De-
mosthenes became an orator only by pursu-
ing a similar plan. Nor are illustrations of
the truth, that industry is talent, confined to
the higher intellectual pursuits. When Gi-
rard trusted the customer without an endorser,
who carried his goods home on his shoulders,
the shrewd old Frenchman was acting on this
truth, deduced from his own experience of
mankind. All eminent persons, whether me-
chanics, merchants, lawyers, or statesmen,
were industrious, from-Watt and Norris down
to Thurlow and William Pitt, Washington,
Franklin. Marshall, Madison, and every other
distinguished Americans, were busy men. In-
dustry, in short, is talent nine times out of
ten.-Philadelphia Ledger.

PoULTRPY CHEAPER THAN PORiK. -uild a
good, comlntrtable I.en-coop, such as you would
keep your hogs in. Keep fowls, feed them ;
and make a careful estimate of your fowls and
hugs, together with the products of each ; you
will find that fowls are more profitable stock
than hogs. Pork cannot be made at less than
five cents a pound with any breed of hogs.
Each hen, if well cared for, will yield a clear
profit of one dollar a year. To care for them
and produce this result, it is necessary to give
them a good place to roost, a variety of grain,
with a little animal food, with clean water,
and lime in some shape for egg shells. The
fowl manure annually wasted in the United
States is worth at least $1,000,000. To save
it, place a layer of loam and plaster occasion-
ally over a layer of the manure. Every
spring mix all together, and use it at the rate
of a pint to a hill of corn or cucumbers, sqashes,
pumpkins, melons, peas, onions, strawberries,
or any other fruit, vegetable or grain, and you
cannot fail to have an improved crop. This
is Americain Guano, and is as good as that
brought from the islands of Peru, at heavy
cost.

BEET -ROOT WINE.-It appears, according
to Galignani, that a very good champaigne
wine is made from beet-root. When the juice
has been purified by the ordinary process,
and a pure solution of sugar and water has
been obtained, it is evaporated to a suitable
density, after which it is fermented by adding
cream of tartar, and the required bouquet is
given by means of aromatic plants.

Opelousas, Monday 3d September, 1854.
To the honorable Podice J s ryriahs of St. Landry.Gentlemen--At the last meeting of your body,I had the honor of appearing before you as the re-
presentative of Messrs. T. C. Anderson, T. M.Anderson and James Morgan, securities of the lateF. B. Reeves, Collector of the Parish and Rail-Road Taxes due in last year, 1853, with a writtenstatemnt, showing the amount of collectiona:made
sad paid in upon the two taes, a alo the 'am-

ualnt emaining unpaid upon the tax books. At that

time. I asked as the representative of the Messrs.
Anderson's and Morgan, that I might be allowed
further time for completing and paying into the
Treasury, the balance of the unpaid taxes, setting
forth that I believed, by the present sitting of your
board, that I should at last be able to settle with
the Treasurer, the balance due on the Parish Taxes.
The grt:at difficulty however, in making collections
on account of the extreme scarcity of money, and
the pecuniarily oppressed condition of the planters
andi citizens generally, places it out of my power
to meet said expectations. Many planters of hand-
some property and citizens of considerable means,
have failed to meet their taxes, although frequent-
ly waited upon and the same demande'd of them
corcion by law. I have determined. shouldl it be
the last resort, and should be put off in considera-
tion of the great scarcity of money, as long as pos-
sible. the difficulties however, of the times, need
not be told to your honorable body, as many of you
are. I am sure, well satisfied in that score. Touch-
ing the Rail-Road Tax, greatdifliculty continues to
be experienced in making collections and very little
has been done ; those in arrears either refuse alto-
gether to pay or urge their inability to do so, and
it now appears to be the only course left, to push
said collections by law. Doubts as to the proper
application of the funds and the intention of those
in authority, to continue and complete the Road
into our Parish, haunt the minds of the people gen-
erally. and cause great indifference or downright
opposition to the payments of unpaid Rail-Road
Taxes. In consideration of the facts as stated to-
gether with this, that the representatives of the
late Mr. F. B. Reeves did not desire the collections
of this taxes unfinished by him, but were anxious
to get clear of so responsible and arduous a duty.
I respectfully ask for them at your hands as their
agent. fuirther indulgence and further time, to com-
plete the said collections, promising that industry
and promptitude shall characterize the work until
it shall be ultimately and satisfactorily settled. I
am now prepared to pay into the Treasury of Pa-
rish warrants, reimbursed receipts and cash, fifteen
hundred to two thousand dollars. Should you in
your wi-dom and goodness be disposed to grant
further time. I would suggest the 1st January next,
as the shortest, by which a settlement could he
made. and if suits have to be brought on the Rail
Road taxes, longer time should be granted.
