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YELLOW FEVEr.- In one of our last numbers we

alluded to an alarm which took place with our neigh=
bors at Washington, since then several deaths have

nearly' confirmed the misgivings of those who are

perhaps too generally called the "timid ones."-We

do not pretend, however, that the yellow fever exists

at Washington; for the result of this declaration

would be a newspaper discussion, which we are un-
willing to provoke, inasmuch as that nothing which

would be aid on either side would change the opi-
nion of the public on thatsubject.

It is thought generally that the yellow fever is in

Washington.-It is also thought that several persons

living out of that town have gone there, contracted
the disease, and returned home, some to recover and

some to die; such is the general Impression. Whether
this impression be false or correct we cannot and
will not undertake to say.

It has even been said that we have been supposed
to have the disease in our midst. It is true that no
death has been alluded to, but a physician who en-

joys the public confidence, a physician who has prac-
ticed his profession in the hospital at New-Orleans,
during the prevalence of the epidemic there, has
acknowledged that there had been two cases of yel-
low fever in our village, adding that they had been

very mild, and we are happy to announce that the

two sick persons alluded to are now well.

Heece, public opinion was turned against as also,
and the day preceding this declaration, " ex Cathedra"
of the physician, the people from the country scru-

pulously avoided coming into our village. We do
not reproach them their want of sociablity, notwith

standing thbt if we have the yellow fever at all, it is

not an epidemic, more than likely will not be, and

consequently there is no danger in Opelousas.
We ought to have confidence in our physicians,

those priest of nature, some of whom have success-

fully sought her mystic law, and when the danger
will be impending, we doubt not but they will be

huamne enough to warn us of the fact--until then,

we shall deem ourselves in perfect security.

Isingp you are aware that the town of Wash-
hngton, A prishe, has established a quarantine for

the purpose of preventing the ingress of pereons from
this place. We are compelled to believe the council
of that place acted fdr once through an abundance of
precaution.

The report has gone forth as rapidly as it was pos-
sible to circulate it, into every portion of the parish,
that the town of Opelousas is on the eve of an epi-
demic from yellow fever. Washington has been the
first to endorse the report, and to give it, so far as it
was practicable to do so, the weighty importance of
established truth. How tfr this will operate to the
injury of our town, it is not now my purpose to
opine. But it does seem no little strange to me that
Washington should take the alarm so soon.

ur ing the last summer and fall,.this fearful scourge
made its appearance there and in a short interval of
time, many were the victims, it swept away.

Nearly every one that was able to flee, fled. The
fever of excitement had scarcely pa.ed and the peo-
pled lulled into impressions of exemption and securi-
ty from its recurrence when the announcement again
rang through the parish that the yellow fever was in
Washington. The people of Opelousas were loth to
give credence to the report, and freely permitted the

itstomary ingress and egress of its inhabitants and
of our own. Soon its own citizens were flying for
refuge into every portion of the parish. Still were
we disposed to regard the panic as the result of a
false alarm and the remembrance of the last year's

sore aflictions.
At length two or three persons were prostrated,

and after a few days of suffering departed life, with
many if not all the symptoms of yellow fever.

In one case, the opinions of the Physicians in at-
tendance were in some measure unreconciled, al-
though the patient died with black vomit. In another
case which terminated in death, some miles from
both towns, there was no contradiction of opinion as
to its being a case of genuine yellow fever.

In our own town two suspicious cases have oc-
cuntred. One of them was pronounced by the attend-
ing physician a case of yellow fever, but of a very
mild and governable type. Both the patielts are
now considered well though weak. As soon as it
was ascertained in Washington that a case of this
disease had occurred here, she took the alarm and
established a quarantine.

Why this extreme vigilance? Does not that de-
voted town know full well, that every single case that
has occurred this season, either in Opelousas or else-
where in this parish, is easily traceable to IVash-
ington I

If the town of Opelousas originated the disease,
why has it not been communicated to more than
one? Time sufficient has elapsed. Fortunately for
the interest of this place, every case bea:iring any of
the symptoms of this disease, can be traced to the
town of Washington.

This place is as exempt from all types of disease
s any town of the same size in or out of Louisiana.

Our eitis•ns are not alarmed, but composed. They
have not done as the prudent citizens of Washington
have done but lately,-they have not fled and scat-
tered in every direction, they are all here as happy,
as health and confidence can make them. Now with
no relies of the disease among us-in the absence of
a solitary death from it,-the town of Washirgton
the very purlieu in which it seems to be enthroned
-and where it sways its mighty sceptre with terror
to the inmates-I say the town of Washington has
quarantined the people of this place to prevent the
introduction of yellow fever.

This move is decidedly rich. I will conclude my
remarks by one more observation, it is this:

Since Washington has taken such great precaution
and feels so much alarm about the existence of yellow
fever here, I think it becomes necessary and advisa-
ble, for the quarantine officers to prevent the good
and endangered citizens of that place from coming to
this as frequently as they do.

IN'TERESTING FROM THE TEXAS FRONTIER.

Major Neighbors arrived at Austin from the fron-
tier, on the let inst., and furnishes the State Times
with a variety of interesting information, from which
we extract the following:

The selections of lands for the settlement of the
Indians have been made. Capt. Marcy is making the
surveys. All the locations are made on the waters of
the Brazos. The Little and Big Wiehitas were first
explored, and then the main Brazos. The country
on the Little Wichita can be settled. The scarcity
of wood and water on the Big Wichita will prevent
settlements from being made. The country west of
the Braoe is good. The Brazos and the Big Wichita
both low through an immense field of gypsum, or
Plaster of Paris. The latter stream and some tribu-
taries of the Brazos have their sources in immense
hills of gypsum. There are strata of this substance
four hundred feet in thickness. Dr. Shumard, of
Fort Smith, accompanied the expedition. He made
extenoive geological examinations, and his report may
be looked for with interest. During the sojourn of

S• bors he had interviews with the Southern
o ace the Wacos, Tahuancanos, lonies, Cad-

Anadarcoe. They are making preparations
to tbpon the lands met apart for them. Jose
Maria, Chief of the lonies and Anadarcos, has already
broken up his camp for that purpose.

Nqjor N. states that "the Northern Commanches
and the Wiehitas are hostile," and that "a party fo
some five hundred Indians, composed principally of
Northern Commanches, Kiowas, Arrapahoes and
Cheyennes, passed the heads of the Brazos and the
Colorado aboutthelestof August.

No other motive could possibly
be ascribed to them, and it is hoped no one will be
unkind enough to attribute any other feeling to them
than that of noble and self denying generosity.

DEcISIVE DEFEAT OF THE TURKS.-From
Odessa, August 15th, it is stated that a band
of Caucassian mountaineers, commanded by
a son of Schamyl, made a razzia into the prov-
ince of Tifflis. They sacked several places,
put some persons to death, and carried off a
Russian General's wife, and her sister the
Princess Orbelian. The news had caused a
panic at Tifflis.

There is reason to believe that the Turkish
army in Asia has met with a decisive defeat.
A Vienna dispatch states, but without date,
that General Bebutoff has attacked and sig-
nally routed the main body of the Turks under
the walls of Kars. The Russians say they
killed 3,000 Turks took 2,000 prisoners, in-
cluding 84 staff and other officers, and captu-
red 15 guns, with an immense amount of
military stores. The shattered remainsof the
Turkish force had dispersed. This is, however,
from a Russian source.
