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AWFUL MURDER.
An awful murder was committed on Bayou Cour-

tableau near Bayou Darbonne. in this Parish, on or
about the 16th October instant. We give the fol-
lowing facts of the case, taken from an affidavit
made by an individual before Guy H. Bell Esq.,jus-
tice of the peace:

He says that he found on th:rsday last, float-
ing in Bayou Courtableau, the body of a white
man, named Marville Zdnon alias Mac Laplante,
with his throat cut and a wound directly under his
right nipple, made by a sharp instrument. He
says also that he suspects one Joseph Escoubbs
to be the author of said murder, and one Mrs. An-
toine and her daughter, Eldonore as accomplices.

Our Sheriff, accompanied by some of his deputies
started on monday last after the criminals. On
tuesday Mrs. Antoine and Eldonore were arrested
and brought before Guy H. Bell Esq., who send
them to jail to await their trial before our next
District Court. The Sheriff and his deputies are
now in search of Joseph Escoubbs. We hope that
he will be caught and will receive his just reward
for his diabolical act.

P. S.-Since writing the above we learn that
Joseph Escoubbs has been arrested on the Atcha-
falaya River, on tuesday last, and was brought be-
fore Guy H. Bell Esq., on thursday last, who im-
mediately send him to jail to await his trial.

ARRIVAL orF THE BALTIC.-GREAT BATTLE.

-SEBASTOPOL IN FLAMES.

New-York, Oct, 16.-The Collins steamer
Baltic has arrived is the lower bay, and the
following important intelligence has been
transmitted to the city by the Sandy Hook
Telegraph :

Battleat Sebastopol.- The allied forces
has drawn up before Sebastopol, and a terrible
battle ensued, resulting in the fall of the city,
which was soon in flames.

The loss of the Englisk and French army
amounted to 10,000 killed, while the Rus-
sian loss embraced 18,000 killed and 22,000
taken prisoners. The Russians also lost 1,000
guns, and to ships of war, which were sunkI in the harbor. Notwithstanding these, Prince

Menschikoff refused to surrender with the
shattered remains of his army.

FutrTaER PARTICULARS OF THE BALTIC.

New-York, Oct. 16.-The Baltic's adviees
embrace-the following particulars of the great
battle of Sebastopol :

The allied forces commenced operations by
investing fort Constantine by sea and land.
After a vigorous defence, the fort was carried
by storm. The allies then began the bom-
(bardmentof the city of Sebastopol ,and the
Russian fleet in the harbor. Ten ships of the
line were burned and sunk.

The other forts about the city were then
carried, one after another, mostly by storm,
and eight hundred guns were soon silenced.
The loss of the Russians in Sebastopol alone,
is stated at 18,000 killed. Menschikoff with
the remains of his shattered torces retired to
a position in the inner harbor where he held
out, threatening to fire down and blow up the
remaining ships of his fleet, unless the victors
should grant him honorable terms of capitu-
lation.

The allied generals, however, demanded
an unconditional surrender in the name of
humanity, and gave Menschikoff six hours for
consideration.

Despatches at the latest moment state that
Menschikoff had surrendered, but the report
is not well authenticated.

The entrenched camp of the Russians on
the heights bordering the river Alma, was
occupied by 60,000 troops, consisting of ar-
tillery and ca'valry, and was carried at the
point of the bayonet after four hours' fighting.

Not a single general officer of the British
forces was wounded. Marshal St. Arnaud
and Lord Raglan commanded in person. Gen.
Thomasson, of the French army, was wound-
ed supposed fatally.

A second engagement of a very sanguin-
ary character had taken place on the plains
of Kalantac, and lasting several hours, result-
edin the total defeat of the Russians.

The despatches received are very contra-
dictory.-Some state that the garrison of Se-
bastopol were offered permission to.retire, but
that they surrendered prisoners of war. One
states that Menschikoff had telegraphed to
St. Petersburg, under date of the 20th of Sep-
tember, that he had withdrawn his troops
from before Sebastopol unmolested, and was
retiring to Batkchik, where he would await
the arrival of reinforcement.

The Baltic Fleets.- A despatch from
Berlin states that the orders for the return of
the French fleet had been countermanded.
Admiral Napier was before Revel with his
fleet on the 23rd Sept.

The Danube.- Despatches from Bucha-
rest to the 30th September state that there
were 50,000 Russians in the Dubrudska, un-
der General Luders, and that they were con-
stastly reeeiving reinforcements.

Omer Pacha is only waiting for orders to
invade Bessarabia,, and, attack Isfnail.

All the arrangements of the Turkish army
indicate a vigorous winter campaign. The
Russians are concentrating their forces in the
neighborhood of Ismail, in expectation of the
attack of Omer Pacha.

The details of the battle at Sebastopol were
not expected to be received by the British
government before-the 6th inst.

The Turdisk army was hastening through
Bulgaria by "forced marches, on their route
for the sea coast..

ThFIREEtDAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.-

Arrival tfif the Affa.-
E i 'AORDINARY NEWS.

(SEBASTO.POL NOTTAKEN.)
New YoRK, Oct. 20.-The Canard steamer Africa

has arrived here; bringing dates from Liverpool to
the 7th iqstant, three days later than the accounts
brought by the Baltic. She brings the extraordina-
ry intelligence that the news of the fall of Sebasto-
pol, as received in London and Liverpool, and trans-
mitted to the United Mtates by the Baltic, proved to
have been false, and had evidently been got up for
fiaudulent purposes. The reports that Fort Con-
stantine had been blown up, that a large portion of
the Russian fleet had been destroyed, that 18,000
Russians had been killed and 22,000 taken prisoners,
that Sebastopol was in flames, that Menschikoff had
surrendered, etc. etc., were all fabrications, and that
the dispatch purporting to come from Omar Pacha,
announcing the intelligence, was a forgery. The
discovery of this fraud had produced a sensation
throughout Europe, equalled only by that created by
the false disiatch itself.

The latest authentic accounts from the Crimea state
that the fighting continued, and that Sebastopol was
formally invested.

(Telegraphed to the New Orleans Bee.)

THE ARCTIC DISASTER.
New YORK, Oct. 12.-The collision which resulted

in the loss of the steamer Arctic took place off Cape
Race. Eighteen of those who escaped in the sixth
boat arrived at this port yesterday (Wednesday.) The
remainder of the saved are on board the ship Leba-
non. The boat was picked up on the afternoon of the
28th ult., the next day after the disaster.-Jaines
Thompson, of New Orleans, is among those rescued.
It was Mrs. E. K. Collins, not IMr. Collins himself, who
was lost in the Arctic.

Nothing is yet known of the fate of the other boats,
nor of that of the propeller. The latter is supposed
to have been the Charity, of Montreal, bound for
Liverpool. [The despatch to the Picayune says it
was the French p;opeller Vesta, and that she lost 13
men by the collision.

AFFAIRS IN THE CRIMEA.
The latest advices ftomn the Crimeastate that the

allied troops had mtet portions of the Russian arumy,
and had in several cases gained important advanta-
ges. The native Tarta:s in several districts of the
Crimea welcon.ed the arrival of the allies, and were
ranging themselves in large numbers under the stand-
ard of the latter. The investnment of Sebastopol was
expected to take place by the 25th of Sept.

MORE OF THE ARCTIC'S PASSENGERS SAVED.
NEW YORK, Oct. 12.-Despatches from St. Johns,

N. B., report that a French steamer had arrived
there with thirty-one of the passengers and crew of
the ill-fated Arctic, which had been picked up at sea
in a boat. It is reported here that another bat I
containing forty of the Arctic's people, has been pick-
ed up, and that they have arrived at a port in Rhode
Island. No positive information to this eiliet, how-
ever, has yet been received.

The Arctic was fully insured here and in Europe.
ARRIVAL OF THE ARCTIC SUFFERERS.

Borron, Oct. 12.-The Cunard steamer Europa
has arrived here, and brings fourteen of the stirvi-
vors of the Arctic's disaster, who were taken on
board at Halifax. Among these are Mr. Edward Du-
passeur, of New Orleans, and F. de Mayer, of Mexi-
co.

The report that forty of the Arctic's passengers
had arrived at Warren, Rhode Island, proves not to
have been correct.

The number known to have been saved, so far, is
one hundred and six, including those picked up by
the propeller Vesta, the arrival of whichat St. Johns,
N. B., has been rep rted.
MORE SURVIVOI ARRIVED-CAPTAIN LUCE

FuaRTHz oF THE COLLISlON.-New York, Oct. 11,
(evening).-The Collision of the Arctic and the pro-
peller Sun occurred at noon, on the 27th ult., in a
dense fog, going at thirteen knots an hour.

Two huedred persons were on the propeller. Boats
were launched, and immediately filled with the crew
and a few passcrgers. A raft was also constructed.

A sudde e ic seied those passengers on the
A.+&tic, and`u ibere got on the raft and in the life
boat. Tree minut after, the Arctic sunk.

The bark Huron, 4f Andsre New Brunswick,
picked up one boat load dcthe Imatmmtes, and fir-
ed rockets all night in hope of failing in with the re-
mainder of the boats.

On the 29th, the Huron spoke the ship Lebanon,
bound for New York, and transferredelghteen of the
Arctic's passengers, who reached New York in the
Pilot-boat to-day,

Among the p.ssegers taken to Quebec on tit
bark Huron, was Mr. James Thompson, of Nwt *
leans.

Among the lost from the wreck of the Arctic, was
a Mr. Brown, Sr. of the Liverpool house of Brown,
Shipley & Co.' and J. Cook of Opelousas, La.

A despatch to Collins of this city, states that two
boat loads of the Arctic passengers weresaved and
that they had reached Halifax.

Several vessels had been despatched to the scene
of the disaster in hopes of picking up passengers a-
float on pieces of the wreck.

The following statement is given by Mr. Balham,
2d officer of the Arctic-he and other oficersand
crew saved in the boats, had reached St. Johns on
Tuesday;

NO MORE SLAVE STATES."-The WashligtOn Union
under this head reviews the action of the late State
Conventions at the North and says :

"We have remarked that this new issue necessa-
rily involves the question of union or disunion. A
political contest based upon the issue whether more
slave States shall or shall not be admitted into the
Union must of necessity be purely sectional.-No
southern man can be expected to unite with an or-
ganization whose only bond of union is hostility to
southern institutions, and whose avowed object is the
overthrow of those institutions. If this organization
proves strong enough to overwhelm the faithful north-
ern democracy and secure the ascendency in the free
State, its triumph will be complete. The South uni-
ted can only resist the agressions of such an organi-
zation by the aid of northern democrats. If these
falter or are beaten down by the coalitionist, the North
stands arrayed against the South, and the result cea-
ses to be doubtful. The Union can never survive a
contest which is purely sectional. To declare, there-
fore, that no more slave States shall be admitted into
the Union is to repudiate all further political connex-
ion with the South, and to make open war upon the
Union itself."

Blackberry Tfine.-To make a wine
equal in value to port, take ripe blackberriesor dewberries and press them; let the juice

stand thirty-six hours to ferment; skim off
whatever rises to the top; then to evey gallonof juice add a quart of water and three quarts
of sugar, (brown sugar will do;) let this stand
in open vessels for twenty-four hours, skim
and strain it, then barrel it until March, when

iit should be caref'ully racked off and bottled.

Blackberry cordial is made by adding onepound of white sugar to three pounds of ripe
blackberries, allowing them to stand four
hours; then (pressing out the juice) strain it,
adding one-third part of spirit and putting a
teaspoonful of finely powdered allspice in ev-
ery quart of the eordial, it is at once fit for i
use. *

This wine and cordial are very valuable
medicines in the treaant of weakness of thestomach and bowels, and are especially\val-
able in the summer complaints of children.

A Rich Darkey.-It is said that the private for-
tune of the black Emperor of Hayti, Soulouque, is
$2,000,000. A letter in the New York Evening Post
says that he owns six large distilleries, with sugar
plantations attached to them, for the making of rum,
&c. Besides this he has some sixty stores and ten-
ements in Port-au-Prince, and is also buying and
building all the time.
