iarish. The perpetrator of the deed, IIORACE G.
IL)RING, is the individiud claiming heretofore as his
residence the State of Mississippi. During the month
of February last, having previously visited this Par-
ish, in the Autumn of 1851, under, what might be
considered very favorable circumstances, tbrY-gl hi
insinuating manners, made a victim of a respectable
lady of our community, as the sequel will prove.
-,mroe time during the mouth of FebruLiy last, afterbaring complied with the resluiites of the law, he
was dtly married. After having remained here
several months with his new spouse and no dou;t
fearing detection, he was induced to decamp. lie
eleft Opelousas early in the month of Mfy, urging, as

an excuse, that he had some bu-iness of importance
to transact in the State of Mississippi, since which
time, he has not had the asaurance to show himself

rr our parish, for very good reasons, as will be seen.
Silce his departure, we have it firom undoubted au-
thority, that he was legally married in the city of
New Orleans, in the month of November 1853. Af-
ter having arrived in New Orleans, it appears, as
per record, that he left for California, on the Steamer
Daniel Webster, about the 14th ultimo, where no
doubt, if he has the opportunity afforded him, the
result will be a repetition of the mcime committed in
Opelousas. We sincerely sympathize with the un-
fortunate lady who has been thus shamefully deceived
and sincerely trust that ere long she may have the
opportunity afforded her, of seeing that justice meted
out to him, wlich the statutes of the State have
prescribed in such cases,

We herewith publish a description of the said
Hoare G. Loring, handed to us by a relative of the
lady, hoping that the same may be noticed by the
Editors of papers and especially those of the city of
New Orleans receiving the exchanges of California.

HORACE G. LORING is about 30 years of age,
has black hair and very dark eyes and close together,
is 5 feet 5 inches in height, has a star made with
blue ink on the back of one of his hands, supposed
to be the right, and about two inches in diameter,
has on one arm between the elbow and wrist, the
crucifixion of Christ, about six inches long, made
with blue and red ink, has also a small star of blue
ink on one leg, between the knee and ankle, also
sveral shot just under the skin in one leg, another
scar on one hand, between the thumb and palm,
which he attributes to a sword wound, said scar
shows on both sides of the handSy another scar
on the forepart of his head, aboone inch in the
edge of the hair, and about one inch in length, he
has a straight nose and is rather sharp featured,
pleasant and agreeable in his manners, and of a
lvely disposition.

DEMOCRATIC MEBTING.
OPELOtsAs, JUNE 11th 1855.

Confo~irt to pablic notioe, the Demo-
erats of the Paiish of St. Landry, met Logether
at the Court House in the Town of Opelousas
on this day, for purposes of organization and
appointment of Deleg to a Convention of
the Party, to be holden at Baton Rouge, on
the third monday of June instant, 1855.
TIOMAs S. HARDY was called to preside, B.
F. LINToN and G. W. MARSH, vice-presi-
dents and HENRY L. GARLAND and W -
LIAM MOUTON, as Secretaries.

The meeting was called to order and its
objects explained, when it was proposed, that
preparatory to the election of Delegates to
represent the Democracy at the approaching
Convention in Baton Rouge, the sense of the
meeting should be taken, regarding the )n-es-
ent pending political issues, which the
Democratic party will soon be called upon to
pass.

Tli. suggestion being favorably received,
upon motion of A. It. Hawkins, it was Re-
solved, that three members of this meeting
be designated by the Chair to report resolu-
tions, expressive and declarative of the opin-
ions and views entertained by this portion of
the Democratic party in the existing condition
of Federal politics.

The Chairman appointed, under said reso-
lution, Messrs. A. R. Hawkins, Benjamin R.
Gantt and B. A. Martel, who, having retired
to consider and draw up said resolutions, re-
turned and reported as follows, to-wit :

Resolved, That as a portion of the Demo-
cratic party, we still firmly and confidently
adhere, as we have steadfastly done for more
than halfa century to a litteral interpretation
of the Constitution of the United States, ex-
cluding all implication and construction
whatsoever, in the exercise of its prescribed
powers.

Resolved, That we regard the guards and
limitations enunciated in that instrument
against encroachments by the Federal Gov-
ernment, upon the reserved sovereignty of
the States, as of too vital importance, both to
their harmony and existence, to be conceded
in the slightest degree upon any plea of ex-
pediency or pretence whatsoever.

Resolved, That we yet maintain with un-
abated ardor, all the compromises and guar-
antees, secured by the provisions of that
Charter, as eminently tending in the language
of the Constitution itself " To form a more
perfect union, to establish justice, secure do-
mestic tranquility, provide for the common
defense, promote the general welfare and se-
cure the blessings of liberty to ourselves and
our posterity."

Resolved. That among those immunities,
we solemnly affirm and maintain, as a part of
our political creed, the free and unrestricted
toletation of all religious creeds and modes
of worship. We avow, and we call upon the
p.ast party history of our country to verify
it, That a democrat neither knows nor re-
cognizes any religious test whatsoever, in
the honest exerciseof his elective franchzse.
Has the candidate the constitutional and legal
qualifications ? Is he honest and capable ?
Such are the considerations, in the humble
judgment of this meeting, directed on the part
of the voter by his own intelligence, patriot-
ism and interest in the well being of his coun-
try institutions, which ought alone to govern
him in casting his sufrage. It is his of-
fering upon the altar of his country, and needs
no prompting, either under the solemnities
of an Oath or Parol of Honor, to sanctify/
his *notiws or achieve his ends, Resolved,
That we do here pledge ourselves to oppose
any party w hatever, whether secret or bpen
S.its tenets or tslismtres, that may be organ-
ized cu, combined to exclude from office any
particular religious sect on account of their

recnliare diluns faith
SReald,n That we maititain the right of

Ati igstit with all its constitutional and
legal privileges and qualileations. It comes
dolti -is ensecrated by the venerated sanc-
tion of the Declaration of A"merican Inde-
pendemce itelkf--Ftor among the innumera.
ted acts of usufuition n the part of the Brit-
ish Kingh which led the Representatives fromn
the thirteen United Colonies, to delfare that
they were; and of right ought to be free and
independent States, they charge, " He has
" endeavored to prevent the population of
" these States; for that purpose, obstructing
" the laws for haturalisation of foreigners, re-
"fusing to peas others for their migration
"hither." And lastly the grant of power by
the States to the Federal Government to ee-
tablish a uniform " rule of Naturalization "

as defeted by the Convention which adop-
ted the Couetitution of the United States-
Undertheaetion of such authorities. There.
fore, Relerwd, That we hold the organiza-
tion of any party whatever, much less one
secret in all its political moves and meamures,
gotten up for the purpose of subverting such
priueiples, to be alarmingly dangerous to the
hartmony and integrity of this Union, and sub-
versive of that freedom of opinion and undis-
~aised dismuasion, so befitting a free and en-
lightened people.

KNOW-NOTHINGISM.
And the Lord said unto Cain, Where is Abel, thy

brother? And he said, I KNow NOT.

[ Genesis, 4tA chap., 9th verse.
And with Abealom went two hundred men out ol

Jerusalem, that were called; and they went in their
simplicity, for they ksew not anything.

And the conspiracy was strong; for the people in-
creased continually with Absalom.

[2d Samuel, 15th chap., 11th and 12th verses.
Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they

know not what they do.
[Luke 23d chap., 34th verse.

In these days of know-nothing bluster it may be
well, perhaps, to refer to some of the most prominent
and important acts of the know-nothings, from the
time when the illustrious founder of the order flour-
ished, to the present day, and ascertain, as far as we
can, what classes of men have sustained and perpet-
uated it in different ages of the world. By way of
directing the attention of our readers to a few cir-
cumstances connected with facts which we doubt not
are familiar to them, we have extracted from the only
record into which errors could not have crept the
passages above quoted.

No one possessed of an ordinary degree of candor
will dispute for a moment that (ain was the first
know-nothing. That such is the fact is evident from
his answer to the Lord-" I know not." It is the
very language employed by the Hindoos at this day
whenever any inquiry is made of them in regard to
their proceedings. As in the passage to which we
refer, the inquirer is invariably met with the answer,
"I know not."

Mr. Cain was doubtless a better man than many
of the know-nothings of our time, but he was not a
model to hold up for imitation in aught save his
know-nothingism. It is not denied that he stopped
his brother's breath, but when accused of it he acted
the know-nothing so well that he was only sent into
the country, with a mark upon him, such as the
whole tribe must sooner or later receive.

From the days of Cain to the time of Noah, it
seems, the know-nothings "increased continually,"
as they did afterwards when marshalled under Absa-
lom, and they flourished until they had nearly swal-
lowed up all parties, as they have the abolition party
and infidel isms at this time. Noah was derided by
them; but that gentleman pursued his legitimate
business, and regarded them not. But when the
party had become strong, and they began to quarrel
for offices and position, and had "corrupted them-
selves," they went bathing in a body, and the occur-
rences of that day broke up the party.

So effectually were they extinguished that we have
no further account of know-nothingism until about
the time of the conspiracy of Absalom against his
father, King David. Then they again organized,
and came out hin full force in aid of Absalom. For a
while " the people increased continually with Absa-
lom," the Jew, as they did in this State for a season
with Ullman, the Hindoo. But the death of their
leader Absalom, in the attempt to take the life of his
father, proved as disastrous as any of the recent oc-
currences, not excepting the late Syracuse proceed-
ings.

The next formidable know-nothing demonstration,
after the death of Absalom, was during the earthly
career of Jesus of Nazareth. Never before had they
been so thoroughly organized, nor had they exhib-
ited such malignity as then distinguished them. At
Jerusalem they denounced the saviour as a foreigner,
who had come all the way from Galilee. The fact
that he was a Galilean seemed the greatest cause of
their hostility. Mistaking his mission, and supposing
that he intended to establish an earthly kingdom at
Jerusalem, they formed a secret conspiracy against
him, and, by perjury before Pilate, they procured the
order for the crucifixion. And on that occasion, that
their true character might not be mistaken, Jesus so
distinguised them in His prayer to His Father as to
leave no room for cavil, by the emphatic appeal,
"' Father forgive them, for they know not what they
do." Here is the authority of the Saviour that those
who crucified him were know-nothings.

We have neither the space nor the inclination to
dwell at greater length upon the acts of know-noth-
ings in the Old World. We have given enough at
least to show the character of the leaders. In justice
to their memory, however, we must state that among
them all not one could be found who was so depraved
as the founder of the order in America-a wretch by
the name of Judson, but more generally known as
"Ned Buntline."

And yet, notwithstanding the terrible history of
know-nothingism in past ages, it is now represented
by its advocates as a system better calculated than
any other to.advance the true interests of Americans.
It is gravely claimed that its tenets, when once fairly
understood and fully carried out, will usher in a pe-
riod anmroximating quite closely to the millennium
in thel a7ppiness of the people, Its doctrines are
represented as purely American, and unobjectionabie
in any respect. By such statements well-meaning
men, democrats in principle, and recognised as such
in party distinctions, are induced to unite with the
order, and do not become aware of their degradation
until they have taken oaths which they do not like
to violate, but the observance of which is far worse.

It is recorded in history that one of the Kings of
Sparta, notorious for his tyranny and avarice, had in
his presence chamber a statute of a beautiful woman,
covered with the most costly robes and sparkling
with jewels. Whenever a subject excited the fearof the monarch, he was invited to the palace, and

there, in a magnificent chamber, scented with burn-ing spices and lit with mellow light, induced to em-

brace the beautiful female. As the unthinking manapproached, entranced by her angelic beauty, herarms opened and received him, at first with a gentle
pressure; but soon, alas! the shrieks of the deluded

victim gave evidence that he was pierced by the steelspikes that projected from her body, and that the
beautiful woman was but an instrument of torture
moved by the hands of a monster for his own selfish
and unholy ends. Know-nothingism, B use a prettystrong figuare, is that mock beauty; and the way the
spikes that project from its body are already piercing
the flesh of deluded democrats who come to the
presence chamber as bridegrooms to their brides, isa caution now, and will be more particularly so here-
after

NO MORE SLAVE STATES.

The Legislatures of several Northern States,-

FOREIGN KEWS.
PROGRE'SB OF THE V'AR.

THE SIEGE on' SEBASTOPOL.

April 29th is the date to which correspondence by
mail from the Crimea reaches. At that date the
English fire was mostly suspended. Onthe night of
the 24th, a combat took place between the Russian
and French suppers. The object of the Russians
was to dig new rifle pits, which the French undertook
to prevent. Constant firing continued from 8 o'clock,
P. M., till 3, A. M., when want of ammunition com-
pelled both parties to cease.

The Russians had, under the fire, actually dug and
retained several new pits. Two hundred French
were placed hors de combat. The French had, how-
ever, pushed their sap considerably forward, and
mounted several new guns. On the 26th, Gen. Can-
robert reviewed the whole of Gen. Bosquet's army
of observation. The review was quite visible to the
Russians, but only one sullen gun showed they were
awake and watching proceedings.

TELEGRAPHIC DISPATCIIFE.
SECASTOPOL, May 11, 6:45 P. M.-The enemy

opened a heavy fire on our trenches la% nightd and
maintained it for nearly twno i a-i. Their troops

did not attack our advanced narallels, •e l sjans
noisted a flag of trucl yesterday evening, with a
view to bury their dead, who were killed the night
before in frontof our advance. The truce was granted.

May 12.-The enemy made a sortie last night (Fri-
day) on the advanced works of the left attack. They
moved forward in two columns, but both were im-
mediately repulsed with considerable loss. The
conduct of the troops was admirable. Our loss con-
sisted of 1 officer, 5 men killed and 30 men wounded.

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 12.-6000 Sardinians have
gone to Sebastopol. Excessively heavy firing takes
place between the French and the Russians every
night. The British are within fifty yards of the Rus-
sians sentries. The British are constructing new bat-
telies.

RESIGNATION OF GEN. CANROBERT.
PARTs, Friday May 18.-The following document

appears in to-day's Jfoniteur:
CRIMEA, May 16, 10 A. M.-" My shattered health

no longer allowing me to continue in the chief com-
mand, my duty toward my sovereign and my coun-
try, compels me to ask you to transfer the command
to General Pelissier, a skillful and experienced leader.

"The army which I leave him is intact, hardened
to war, full of ardor and confidence. I beseech the
Emperor to leave me a soldier's place (place de com-
batant) as commander of a simple division."

The Minister of War has addressed the following
reply to General Canrobert:

"PARIS, May 16, 11 P. M.-The Emperor accepts
your resignation. He regrets that your health has
suffered; he congratulates you upon the sentiment
which makes you ask to remain with, the army, where
you shall have the command, not of a division, but
of the corps of Gen. Pelissier.

" Hand over the chief command to that general."

Hamilton and Kosciusko. Hamilton afterwards,
when he became President, was by him appointed
Secretary of the Treasury, and made one of his
cabinet, and Kosciusko appointed by Congress
major general. Washington, in the exercise of his
power under the constitution, in the formation of
the Supreme Court of the United States, nominated,
and the Senate confirmed, James Wilson , a Scotch-
man, one of its jxges.

WHAT GLORY HAS COST ENGLAND.-It
appears from a statement published in one of
the English reviews, that between the acces.
sion of the house of Hanover and the battle of
Waterloo, England was engaged in war sixty-
five years. During those sixty-five years of
war it cost England an expenditure of 2,023
millions pounds sterling; and the national
debt saddled on the country during the same
period was more than two-fifths that amount,
;,i're being borrowed not ,es5 tiLn about 833
millions; of the former A#m.

Thirty-six millions went in the Revolution-
ary war which brought William of Orange
to the throne of England-twenty millions
were borrowed and commenced the national
debt.

Sixty-two millions in the war of the "Span-
ish Succession," from may 4, 1702, to March
13, 1713. Thirty-twq and a half millions
borj9W.ed

One hundred and twelve millions in the
: •eeil Year's War," from June 9, 1756,

to the peace of Paris, February 10, 1763.
Sixty millions borrowed.

One hundred and thirty-six millions in the
American War, from 1774 to the peace of
Paris, November 30, 1782. One hundred
and four millions borrowed.

Four hundred and sixty-four millions in
the French Revolutionary War, from Febru-
ary 1, 1793, to the peace of Amiens, 1802.
Two hundred millions borrowed.

And one thousand and fifty-nine millions
in the Bonaparte War, from April, 1803, to
June 18, 1815. Three hundred and eighty-
eight millions borrowed, and seven hundred
and seventy-one millions raised by taxes.

In connection with this statement, it is sta-
ted that the war expenses of last year exceeded
by fifty millions of dollars the estimate-
leaving the actual charges at nearly one hun-
dred and forty millions. The London Times
puts the war estimates for the current year,
alone, at forty millions sterling, or two hun-
dred millions of dollars. These " are formi-
dable figures; and the people of England may
certainly be excused for becoming uneasy as
to the probable result. The English govern-
ment cannot afford to increase much further
the taxation of her subjects. The times are
not favorable for such experiments on pop-
ular endurance."-- Troy Budget.

The Albany Register is one of those nor-
thern whig papers, which, having sold out to
the managers of the secret party, are now en-
gaged in the honest business of deceiving the
South with the declaration that the triumphs
of know-nothingism have not been triumphs
of abolitionism. It is indignant because the
Washington Union takes the other side of
that proposition. When the Register can
point as to ten men who were elected to Con-
gress by the know-nothings (out of the large
number already notoriously chosen by them
in the free States) who are not pledged to or
known to favor extreme abolition legislation;
