"Intimately connected with the question of
foreign immigration, is the growth of the Ro-

Per Contra.- GEOGOE WASHINGTON
wrote the following letter soon after the Con-
stitution was made, and addressed it to the
"General Committee of the United Baptist
Churches in Virginia":

Gentlemen : If I could have entertained
the slightest apprehension that the Constitu-
tion framed by the Convention where I had
the honor to preside might possibly endanger
the religious rights of any ecclesiastical socie-
ty, certainly I would never have placed my
signature to it, and if I could not conceive
that the general government might even be
so administered as to render the liberty of
conscience insecure, I beg you will be per-
suaded that no one would be more zealous
than myself to establish effectual barriers
against the horrors of spiritual tyranny, and
every species of religious persecution. For
you doubtless remember I have often expres-
sed my sentiments that any man conducting
himself as a good citizen, and being accoun-
table to God alone for his religious opinions,
ought to be protected in worshipping the Deity
according to the dictates of his own conscience.
