LATER FROM EUROPE,
[Teiegriphed to the New-Orleans Bee )
Arrival of the Canada—Great Buttle on

Tohernaya, — Russians Defeated. —
Destruction of Sweaborg by the Allied

France.

Havrax, August 29th— The Cunard
steamship Canada, from Liverpool, on Satur-
day, the 18th instaut, arrived at this port last
night.

Her advices from the, seat of war are of an
important character, and are of course one
Wect later than those by the Pacific at New.
ork.

The hombardment of Sweaborg by the Al
lied fleet, whieh, according to previous se-
counts, eommenced onthe Tth instant, had
resulted in s total destrucrion. An im-
menge amount of property was destroyed.
The loss of life was trifling.

From the Crimea, the maat important in-
formation isthat on the 1lth instant, the
Russian General Liprandi attacked the Al
lied lines on the Tchernaya, and was repuls-
ed with immense loss. :

Our despatch states that the bombardment
of Sebastopol waa fixed for the 17th instaut.
As we have already had information that it
recomménced on the 10th, the presumption
is that the first statement wam erronsous, or
that by the bombardment is weant the assault
on Hebastopol.

Srcoxp Desraten.

Further accounts of the bombardment of
Sweaborg represent that the place toek fire,
and continued to burn for forty-five hours,
The magazines, stores and projectiles blew
up.—About sizty of the Allied foree were
wounded. but mone killed. At the latest
accounts Sweaborg had not surrendered.
The attack on the lines of the Tehernaya,
it appears, ocoured on the 16th instant, and
way made by a force of sixty thousand Rus-
sians. The fight lasted five heurs, and remlt- |
ed in a loss to the Russians of five thousand
killed, and four hundred prisoners, The
Russians were iu full retreat when the French
reserve came up,

" Ower Pacha has been ordered to return to
the Crimea with despdtch.

Accounts from St. Petersburg state that
Gortehekoff has been ordered to barn the
fleet if Selastepol falls,

The Queen of England 'was in France, on
her visit to the Emperor and Empress.
Queen Vietoria was escorted to Boulopne
by six ships of war,

That no person whatever, who
was not attually born within the territory of
the United States shall ever be entitled to a
vote in any election whatsoever, either for
President or Vice-President, Governor or
Lieut. Governor, for Congressman, for Sena-
