(C('nn asihatrJ.)

On the 5th of last month, was enacted, in the Po
lice Juvy, a resolution, authorising and requ esting
the Parish Treasurer to receipt to the' secuitirs o.
the late Franklin B. Reeves, late Collector of the
Parish Tax of 1852 and Rail-Road Tax el 1853, fog
the sum of thirty four hundred and thirty thee,; dol
lars and sisty three cents, and further to receive
from and receipt to the same, on their own account,
as collector, the list of uncollected Rail-Road Taxes
and insolvent Parish Taxes, (see proceedlings of Po-
lice Jury, published in the Opelousas Patriet, of the
6th October instant.)

This act of a public body, flagrantly violatire of
its obligations to the tax payers of the pa: ih, illg:al
iniquitous and unprecedented, should be expo-edl to
the publl scrutin

•
, that it may meet with the public

cogll8mnati6n it deserves, and that those who a:re
responsible for its commi.sion (in voting fbr the pas-
sage of the resolution), be offered an excuse to ex-
plain and de away with the impression made upon
all, in reading the proceedings published in the Pa-
triot.

To understand the resolution and to see its intent
and purpose, we must recur hb k. After the death
of the lamented Mr. Reeves, in 1853, his securities
cutinued the collection of the Rail-Road and Parish
Taxes, and were granted to 1st January 1855 to
pay the same in the Parish Treasurer's hands, (seeproceedings of the Police Jury, of September 1854.

On the 6th of March 1855, the Parish Attorney
was directed to-institute proceedings to dnforce in

ediate collection and settlement of the balance
Sf, the Parish Tax of 1852 and Rail-Road Tax of

1&18t itSe was then due, as collected, of Parish
Tas, *S$ 5 ents, and of Rail-Road Tax, $ 10,-
891 58 cents, aggregate uncollected of both taxes,
for which the estate and sectaities were liable,1 :.217 52 cente -

Suit wea accordingly broiht to enforce those lia-
bilities, which had aectrued since the -latter part of
1853, and had remained thus longunadjusted. This
proceeding, by the Police Jury, awatened the secu-
1ities of Reeves to a sense of their responsibilities,
and at the June session of that body, in a oordauce
with their memorial, a committee was appoiuted, in-
vested with plenary power to make an equitable and
fair adjustment of all accounts, under instructions,to
establish, 1st amount of Rail-Road Taxes, and 2d the
amount of Parish Taxes on the rolls which cannot
be collected. Mr. Harman and two others were ap-

: • with this request, to examine
the *ccotiand e s cc ties of F. B.
Reeves, make a full statement o-olf had toj
report to the Jury at their next meeting.

In September following, the committee, from the'
evidence furnished them, having made no report,
the resolution hereinafter quoted was introduced in
the Police Jury and passed that body, by the cast-
ing vote of President Elbert Gantt, now a candidate
for your votes for Sheriff of this Parish, instructi ng-
the Treasurer to give receipts to the securities of
Franklin B. Reeves, for the sum of thirty-four hun-
dred and thirty-three dollars, collected by him or by
them; or in other words, in their settlement of ac-
counts to give them credit for that sum, although
not paid in the Treasury by thetm.

Here then is a remission of a num of $3,433 63
cents, which was imposed as tax upon us--and co-
lected. Thlatsum was taxed to meet to thataamount
he debtsof the Parish; and being otherwise appro-

pelated, musabe drawn from our pockets again.
Are we longer to put up with. favoritism of this

kind ? Are our public officers to be chosen among
those who voted for this measure ? Are we going
to place'them in higher official position to widen the
field of their operations?
