INS'LT TO THS QUsEs or ENGLAND.-- We hare
aire:ad: rcfcrr<:d to the excitement in. the Island of
Jersey, caused by a min~t insulting letter addressed
to Queen Victoria through the cluimns of a news-
paper pu;iLshed by a uocialist refugee from France.
Tic Ihi ;vlf Ja.-cy is near the Continent, and has,
prebably fiomn that cause, been selected as a place
ofrefeige !y a great many political exiles, among
whom are some furious Red Republicans, fromIrtnee.: The visit of Queenl Victoria to Paris and

the friendly relations establishted there with the
French l;mperor and his family, created a furious
excitement in the breast of one of these Frenchmen,
a Mr. Felix Pyat, who accordin:glyv'cnted his disgust
at the association in a long, violent and coarse ,•ti`r,
addressed to the Queen through the Jersey paper
called L'llomme. It is a tirade of abuse against the
Qudeen, followed by similar attention to the French
Emperor. That part which relates to the Queen is
in the worst possible taste, coarse in its language
and brutal in its insinuations. We copy a specimen,
in the original language, which certainly is sufficient-
ly gross to excite the resentment not only of t loyal
subject, but of every man of honorable feeling :

"Oui, vous avez tout sacrifi6, dighit't- e Reine,
scrupules de femme, orgueil d'aristocrat" eutiment
d'Anglaise, le rang, la race, le sexe : toun jusqu'd
la pudeur-pour 'amour de cet Allid."

Th~is abominable apostrophe which is raised above
contempt into scorn only because leveled against a
pure woman and exemplary wife, kindled a great
rage among the people of Jersey, and they held one
of our American mass meetings, which vented its
feelings in resolutions of very proper indignation,
and succeeded in extinguishing the paper and driv-
ing tile libeler off of the island. It was a lych law
application, and just what the case deserved. The
outrage was too mean and the object too high in
character for the'serious notice of law proceedings
-the best course was a little moral suasion to clear
the ,lace of the libeler.-Pieavuane.

Important to Newspaper Publishers and Others.
-The Washington Star, ofthe 9th ult., has the fol-
lowing under the above title :

It has been decided by the Post Office Department
that a mere mark above or around an advertisement
or other article in a newspaper, does not subject the
newspaper to letter postage; as by such mark no
additional information is either asked for or comrmu-
nicated. This, however, should not be understood
as allowing any device to be used by which informa-
tion is asked for or given. Any device-a letter or
figure for instance-- to indicate that the period of
subscription has expired, or is about to expire, is a
clear violation of law, subjecting the paper to letter
postage by weight: and if that is not paid, the post-
master of the office of delivery is required to return
the paper to the mailing office for prosecution. The
penalty is five ldollars.

FRoM KANS•s -The Platte Argus, of a late date,
is somewhat startled by intelligence received from a
returned traveller in Kansas Territory, that a wagon
heavily loaded with arms and ammunition, had been
found at a house twenty miles from the town of At-
chison. A man who had these warlike stores in
charge, was busied in giving out guns and eartriges
to men seen there, on delivery of "written strips of
paper." Their informant saw ten men go away with
arms, and thinks the wagon contained not less than
one hundred rides and muskets, besides several kegs
of powder, and eight or ten boxes, supposed to con-
tain prepared cartriges. The Argus connects this
circumstance with the recent developements by Mr.
Laughlin.

We are rather disposed to think, the Lon-
don Times to the contrary, that neither dh-
ring the remnant of 1855, or the whole of the
year 1856, are we likely to have actual set-
to with John Bull.

We have as great antipathy to war as al-
most any rational person can; we can have
seen how little any nation has ever gained by
its prosecution, how rarely, indeed, the pur-
poses for which it is ostensibly undertaken
have.been answered; still there are times, and
perhaps the present are of them, when nation,
at war is a necessary calamity, being a prefer-
able alternatives to a continuance of peace un-
der the dominion.of insane and unprincipled
factions.

That a war with England would ruin thou-
sands of our citizens, destroy our commerce,
bankrupt many of our best and largest do-
mestic interests, and endanger the stability of
our political system, can hardly he doubted;
but, after a couple years, in addition to the
ruin' we should inflict upon the manufactur-
ing industry of Britain from the first declara-
tion of hostilities, by withholding-our cotton,
we should be able to meet her on the ocean
with something like an equality of force.

THE CONTEMPT CASE.-This case, a full
and accurate report of which has been already
published by us, was decided this morning by
Judge Cotton, in the presence ofthe acoused
and a crowd of spectaters. The following is
the decision of his lonor :

State of Louisiana vs. William Chris-
ty and Charles H Mlorton-Sixth D1is-
trict Court of New Orleans.

Whereas, it appearing to the satisfaction
of this Court that Win. Christy and Charles
II. Horton have committed a contempt of its
authority, by refusing to obey the writ of
mandamus directed to and served upon them,
in the case of the State of Louisiana, on the
relation of John M. Bell vs. Win. Christy
and others, by attempting to shelter them-
selves under " conscientious scruple.-," andl
also in charging in their pretended return to
the sheriff, which they knew, and so stated,
would be brought, before this Court that there
was error in the decision as to the statement
of facts developed upon the trial of saidl cause,
and which charge, upon examination, is found
to be wholly unwarranted and inexcusable,
and which was made, not with a laudable de-
sire of complying with the mandate of the
Court, but a miserable excuse for not obeying
it, and, as was stated by Christy, " to satisfy
the public mind."

It is ordered, adjudged and decreed, that
William Christy and Charles H. Horton do
each pay a fine of twenty-five dollars, and that
they each be sentenced to five days imprison-
menrit in the parish prison; and that they
stand committed until the fine be paid.-
True Delta.

A singular case of bigamy has occurred in
'' ~iladelplhia, in which the wife of a respecta-
ble citizen is implicated. The accused has
been the mother of five children, and is about
t[hirty years of age. She being desirous to
visit her relatives in Ireland, was provided
with funds by her husband, and left Phila-
delphia on board the City of Glasgow some
two years since. When returning to this
country, on a ship bound to New York, she
unfortunately became acquainted with a fel-
low passenger of fascinating manners and c,,n-
versation. The man was introduced to her
husband, and became his bosom friend. and
having been taken into the family, succeeded
finally in persuading the wife to elope with
him. The guilty parties were married in
February last, at Camden, New Jersey. The
husband pursued her to St. Louis, and brought
her back to Philadelphia, and the fact of the
marriage having been discovered, a suit
against her for bigamy was instituted. The
crime having been committed in New Jersey,
has defeated the prosecution in this State, on
account of the want of jurisdiction and the
difficulty will probably be settled by a divorce.
