THE STATE ELECTION.

Most persons having made up their minds to be
satisfied or dissatided with the late State election,
care very little about enquiring into the causes which
contributed to the result, or the political combinations
which eventuated in the election of the Democratic
State ticket. Others, however, there are, who will
regard it as of suflicient moment for investigations,
that we revert to & subject.

The late election presented many strange features
both in city and country, among others the extinc-
tion of one politie~jstya thorough disor-
ganization ofsa eher. The first wa the old Whig,
the second the Democratic piarty. The forener, out
of the Creole Catholic parishes, generally attached.
itself to the Know-Nothing organization, which suc-
ceeded in thoroughly deranging the ranks of the
Democracy also. In this parish W Orleans the Dem-
ocratic party wascompletely demoralized, in numerous
precincts a Democrat of native birth being difficult
to find to act as an inspector of election, while as
challengers, unless at a very few precincts, none was
to be seen.

Had, therefore, the result in the city depended
upon the Democratic vote, strictly so called, that
party would have been in a minority of at least about
twelve hundred votes. It was, then, not the loyal
adhesion of the Democracy to their ancient creel,
not their devotion to their time-honored principles
which secured their success, but the disintegration of
the Whig party and the religious apprehensions of
many of its Catholic members. In fact, it was the
Catholie Whig vote of the Second Congressional
District which settled the election in the State, for it
is not difficult to show that at least twenty-five hun-
dred votes of this character were cast for the Demo-
cratic ticket.

It was this unexpectedly large vote which rendered
abortive all the efforts and calculations of the Know
Nothing leaders, and which, although compelled to
go for a ticket personally most distasteful individually,
determined the issue.

To catch the Creole Catholic vote the Know Noth-
ings of Louisiana repudiated the national organization
of their party, denounced those who adhered to it
with unmeasured vituperation, and proclaimed their
opposition to the religious test. As proof of their
sincerity they put Derbigny and Duralde upon their
State ticket in the fallacious expectation of winning
Catholic support. The device failed, and the disaster
which befel them before the people is solely and ex-
clusively a scribal,le to the attempt, for had they ad-
hered to the proscriptive features of the Philadelphia
platform and presented an American Protestant ticket
to the electors, very few of the Catholics who sup-
ported the candidates of the Order would have with-
drawn, while in the American parishes the vote would
have been almost unanimous in their favor.

When the national platform men came out through
their Secretary, Mr. Hardy, in opposition to the mixed
ticket, we were then satisfied that the Order would
be completely overthrown at the ballot boxes, for we
well knew that the arguments used by our Know
Nothing cotemporaries to secure Southern Louisiana,
would lose them Northern Louisiana beyond the pos-
sibility of salvation.

The result has fully indicated the correctness of
our views, expressed before the election, when we
stated that Mr. Wickliffe's majority would be from
three to five thousand; three thousand in the event
of obstructions and intimidations in the city; five
thousand if the election were peaceable and orderly
in New tleans. This calculation was based upon
an intimate knowledge of the state of opinion in the
Creole parishes of the second Congressional District,
and in St Landryuand two or three other parishes
out of the District, as well as our familiarity with the
sentiments of the people of Northern Louisiana, which
we were sure would incline very decidedly to prot-
estant Wickliffe rather than Catholic Derbigny.

A statement of these facts is absolutely essential
to a right understanding of the recent election is this
State, and the grounds upon which it was determined.
The triumph was not in any sense a party triumph,
for the successful candidates owe their elevation en-
tirely to the suffrages of citizens who neither sympa-
thised with their past political careers or cared for
them individually. Issues wholly unconnected with
old party divisions decided the contest, and the vic-
tory was achieved by anxilaries who disliked both
parties ,-it had to choose a bitter alternative.

Th. and substance of all this is to satisfy us
that, had the Know Nothings adhered to the National
Platform, and presented an anti-Catholic ticket to the
electors, they would have carried the State by sev-
eral thousand majority, jastas they carried Maryland.

It may appear strange, in this enlightened age of
the world, that religion should be permitted to mix
itself up with the political affairs of mankind; and
still more swprising that, in these free Stat is and
under their constitution, a religious test for political
oice sabould be exacted; but, however strange or
incomprehenble such thiaga may appear to the phil-
osophie mind, they are, nevertheless, true; and, as
faithful jpurnalists, it is our duty to state them fairly,
and leave to those who are more immediately con-
cersed in the consequences to determine for them-
ielves what is best to be done in so singular and un-
eIpected a conditi of poltieal affairs.

FROM WASHINGTON.
Washington, Dec. 6.-A despatch has been recei-

ved from Mr. Buchanan to the purport that En-
gland positively declines giving any explanation
in answer to our demands concerning alleged vio-
lations of the neutrality laws. All the Central A-
merican governments have protested, through their
diplomatic agents, against our recognition, by
Wheeler, of the present Nicaraguan government.
These governments state the opinion that the pre-
sent governmentof Nicaragua will not long conti-
nue, and declare their intention to exterminate all
foreign adventurers who invade their soil for nevo-
lutionary purposes.

KNow-NovTnrB•imsu a Wiscowsms.-In Wisconsin
the Know-Nothings and Abolitionists supported the
same ticket, as they did in Pennsylvania, Indiana,
Illinois, and other places. The following article from
the Milwaukie Daily Ame.ican, the Know-Nothing
organ of Wisconsin, proves the continued identity
between the two fanaticisn.s in that State:

"The American party of this State was formed for
one purpose, has but one object in view, and that is
to aid in purifying and cleansing the government,
both State and national, from lung-witnessed corrup-
tion and wasting demagogueism.
